High street, in front of Uie
Republican headquarters, is closely packed
with thousands ot people, all wild with ex-
citement. All efforts to obtain complete re-

turns of the Ohio election by counties have
signally failed. Thus far returns havo only
been received from nineteen counties. It is,
however, conceded by both State committees
Uiat tho Republican majority will be from
8000 to 10,000. After hearing the news at
the Republican headquarters the crowd, num-
bering several thousand, formed a procession
and marched to Governor Hayes's residence.
In responso to repeated calls, Governor Hayes
appeared in the doorway, and after scores of
cheers, spoke as follows:

" JdY Friends I assure you I am obliged
for this hearty demonstration, but if you will
keep quiet about half a moment I will say
something to you which I think is my duty,
under the circumstances, to say while our
present advices look favorable. We must
remember that several of Uie States wliieh
have lieen considered doubtful have a large
territory remote from railroad or telegraphic
communication, and it will naturally take
some time to receive returns from tiiem, I
Uiereforo take this call as an earnest of your
loyalty to Uio Republican party, and your
desire for its success. If Uie late, advices
should chnnge Uie result from what it is an-

nounced at present, 1 assure you I shall fre-

quently recall this visit during the time I shall
yet live among you with pleasure. I bid you
good night."
