(OTTOS AD COX8TAXTIXOM.K.
"While the prospects of our general busi-

ness arc governed by the condition of tho

enuntxv. the cotton trade is principally intiu

enced bj the state of foreign markets and
foreign politics. At this time the general

trade of the United States is suffering on ac

count of difficulties at home, but, spite ot

those difficulties, the cotton trade would be
active and buoyant were it not that difficul

ties exist abroad as well as at home. Those

interested in cotton would avoid some mis

takes into which they fall, and escape some

losses they incur, if they were generally well

acquainted with the social and political con-

dition of those peoples that arc their custom

ers, so that they could judge when important
changes arc or are not likely to occur, and

regulate their business operations according-

ly. It is of great moment just now to know

whether to sell cotton or to hold it. As

war depresses the market value of cot

ton, the answer, to that question depends

upon the probabilities of the European situa
tion. There are people who forgetting past
experience contend that war does not de

press the price of cotton, yet we see that the
apprehension of war kept down tho price of
cotton from the opening of the season untu
the latter end of October, when on the
sicning of the armistice, and the consequently

expected prolongation of peace the price of
cotton at once advanced and sales became
immense. It was like the rolling onward of
waters that had been confined by an obstruc

tion. Since then cotton has declined or kept
steady, just as the condition of things in
eastern Europe has been more or less war
like. Should war come after the first rush
of excitement is over, when what we may
term the war routine has become established,

manufacturers will proceed with their opera-

tions, but cotton manufactures will not be
called for to the extent they would be if war
did not exist. Without war, the extensive

capital of Europe seeks investment in pro-

duce and manufactures. With war, a vast
portion of the available capital is drafted
off from commerce, and , Aowb

in the direction of loans, effected by the con- -

tending parties to provide the munitions and
provisions of war. Cotton and similar arti-

cles can be dispensed with for a time. Any
country in the world could fin without c)Hn
for a year, but not one of them could exist a
month without provisions. Cotton is there-

fore one of the articles that suffers from the
change of direction capital takes during War;
breadstuffs, on the contrary, profit by it.
Cotton also suffers, during war, from the
danger and uncertainty that accompanies sea
transit, and the entrance of ports around
which an enemy's ships maybe hovering.
They are considerations of this charac-

ter all subject to modifications accord-

ing to the standing and geographical
position of the contestants that give
such interest at this moment to the question:
Is it best to hold cotton or to sell? The
answer is differently given by different
cotton holders, as is evidenced by the fact
that some of them have been anxious sellers,
while others were covering over their samples.
The probability or improbability of actual war
breaking out' in Europe, must evidently
govern the policy of the cotton holder who,
intelligently to decide upon the policy he shall
adopt, must make himself acquainted with
the positions of the belligerents. In the dif-

ferences betweenfTurkey and Russia, England,
as we know, has anxiously sought to preserve
peace by bringing together the great powers
of Europe in conference, and there settling
upon a policy that will satisfy Russia, do away
with the misrule that has disgraced Turkey,
and secure just laws and proper protection for
the christian peoples subjected to the sway of
that power. But Turkey refuses to receive
instructions from any conference upon these
points she will receive advke which yeara
of bitter experience have shown she would
disregard; but she hesitates to submit to au-

thoritative requirements. At the point to
which tilings have come, the English press
acknowledge that for Turkey to refuse
the conference is to accept war. This
done, Russia will commence hostilities. The
result of such an occurrence it has long and
generally been expected, would be that the
dependent provinces Turkey has held by the
strong hand, would fall away from her, the
country become disorganized, the govern-

ment driven over into Asia, and the extensive
possessions in European Turkey, escaping the
authority of "the sick man," would lie a
tempting prize, which the powers of Europe
would proceed to appropriate. What part
England would take in such an event has
long been known. The glittering prize Russia
covets above all the rest is Constantinople.
With Constantinople and the straits of the
Dardanelles m its hands, Russia would have
fre access to the Mediterranean sea, and so
to the commerce of the world, from its own
coast on the Black sea. Without Constanti-
nople that portion of the Russian empire is
shut up, as our own west would be
if a foreign power held New
Orleans. Constantinople is also the old cen-

ter and metropolis of the Greek faith, and
the Russians, whose national creed is of that
church, look to Coiistantinope as they of the
Latin church regard Rome. In every way, it
will be seen, the great city of the later
Ca?sars is an object of intense desire and pre-

eminent importance to Russia, yet this very
prize England is determined Russia shall
never possess, and the telegrams already in-

form us that England is taking measures to
insure to herself the greatest prize the coming
war can offer. This is what constitutes the
difficulty of Russia, for England's iron-clad- s

once in the Bosphorus, and the forts that
guard the entrance and the exit to the Golden
Horn once in its hands, there would be no
hope of driving that power from the impreg-
nable position she would have gained, a posi-

tion that would be to her another Gibraltar.
Holding Uie entrance to the Mediterranean
by her position at Gibraltar, supported by the
strong works at Malta and at Aden, England
could send, unobstructed, provisions and
munitions of war to Constantinople, making
that city impregnable. When the Turks ad-

mit the English fleets into the Golden Horn,
and man her forts with British soldiers,
the hope of peace is over. Rut-ii- will not
nee Constantinople in the hands of that
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power without a struggle, and it is josible
lint thfre mav lie other nations who will

think it essential to their interests to aid Rus

sia in curbing the intrusion of England into
portion they may consider dangerous to

their own national independence.
