GONE IN A BLAZE.

A Colored Unptiwt Church and a Dozen
t'ottngrH Uurned A Circat Vohh

Conflicting Rumors tut to
the Origin of the Fire.

About five o'clock yesterday morning th?
colored Baptist church, located on Qulnby street.
near AiaDama, caugm ore ouu duhuu iu me troumi.
The names snread ratildly. and soon communicated
nlth the adjoining frame shanties and cottages oc-

cupied by colored people. The fire department re
sponded to tne alarm, anu nasteneo xo me scene oi
conflagration. Owing to the scarcity of water,
the engines were unable to work successfully, and
hence the names soon enveloped ten or twelve small
buildings. Fortunately the occupants of tho build-
ings had time to remove their furniture and cloth
ing, lliougn mucn was lost oy oreaKnge anu rougn
handling. The occupants of these buildings were

g and respectable colored persons.whose
loss Is to bo deplored. The church was a handsome
frame edifice, and furnished both comfortably and
handsomely. Religious services were held In the
church Monday night, and a fire was left
burning In the stove, which was located near the
comer of the room. When the flames were discov-
ered they were in this part of the building, and the
flro Is supposed to hae originated from the stove.
However there is a rumor to the effect that the
church was fired by negro incendiaries who were
actuated to this deed because of rivalry and some
religious dissensions that had occurred among the
colored people In that Tho loss is
indeed a great one to the colored people.

WHAT A FALL WAS THERE.'

Two or the Tenement' of the Monu
mental Block or the City Fall in

with a Fearful Crahh. and Bury
Two Men in the Kulnx.

Au Hour and a Hair or Terrible Sus-
pense, duriuc which the I'ufortu-nntc-

after Much DIfllculty,
Reach Terra Firma.

Yesterday afternoon the residents in the
vicinity of the city hall were startled by a strange
rumbling noise, followed by a great cloud of dust
The cry was raised that the city hall had fallen In,
and immediately people from every direction were
rushing to the place where the wreck of two three
story brick stores greeted their eyes. Tho city hall
occupies the center of the large three-stor- y brick
known as the Exchange building, nhlch fronts on
Front street and extends irom 1'opiar to Excnange
street A section of this building, Nos. It50 and
1(52, had given away, and the announcement created
general excitement, which tiecame all the more In-

tense when the largo crond learned that
James A. Newsom and Deputy er

Thomas N. M'Keon were burled underthe ruins. In
less than ten minutes over a thousand persons had
assembled in rear of the ruins, the siace to the
back of the courthouse being Jammed with excited
Individuals. Chief Athy, of the police force, at once
hastened to

THE SCENE OF THE DISASTER,
and took the necessary measures to keep the crowd
back. The and com-
pany, under command of Chief M'Fadden, repaired
at once to the ruins, and began the nork of removing
tho ci'brii; for by this time the voices of Messrs.
Nensom and M'Keon were faintly heard Killing for
help. This announcement of course created even
more excitement, and aroused the deepest sympa-
thy, for few Indeed believed that the unfortunate
men would be rescued alive. However, the police
and firemen, with John Johnson, Janitor
Clancey, Colonel Butler P. Anderson. Assistant-Engine-er

Murray, Chief M'Fadden, Chief Athy, and oth-
ers, went to nork in concert, for they did not despair
of rescuing the two men from

THE UGLY RUINS.
Store No. 1(10. owned by W. A. Blckford, was

stored with cotton-see- d and iron ties belonging to the
Southern oil company. Store No. 1(52, owned by H.
It Sherrod. of Gallaway, was also stored with cotton
seed. The weight of the seed and iron ties being
too great, caused the Joists to spring, and then the
tno buildings fell with a great crash, tho rlebri be-

ing plledjupiln an Indescribable mass. The slate roof,
ot course, mis on top, but toward the front even this
w i broken up .as It slivered by a thunderbolt, bury-
ing everything beneath. Under all of thlsgreatmass
of shivered timbers, broken brick, mortar, cotton-
seed, iron ties, etc., Messrs. Newsom and M'Keon
were buried ,md supposed to bo beyond the reach of
human aid. At the time of the accident Mr. M'Keon
was In Comptroller Ncwsom's room, which occupied
thesecondstoryat theeast side ofthe building. When
the building gave way they endeavored to rush out of
the door into the hall, but nere unable to do so. As
the building fell, the iloor ot the room caved In and
the celling with the roofing pressed down upon
Messrs. Newsom and M'Keon, they being clamped
down and sinking Into the ruins as far down
as the basement Comptroller Nensom managed to
climb upward, and soon saw light He appealed for
help, in the meantime tearing away the plastering,
the dust almost choking him. When he had nearly
reached the top of the ruins a rope was let down, and
by this means ho wis drawn up and

RESCUED FROM DEATH.
His escape was miraculous, for his only means of

egress was the space of the Joists In tho celltng.whlch
had fallen down and pressed against the floor of his
room, botli being In a vertical position, the lower
end where he was embedded being In tho basement
and beneath the slate roollng and a pile of debris.
Comptroller Newsom was evidently uninjured, and
stated that nhen he began to climb up between the
phistering and celling Mr. M'Keon was alive, but un-
able to move. The firemen renewed their efforts, the
large timbers being cut to pieces, and with the slate
roof being pulled away by means of ropes. By this
time Mr. M'Keon'3 voice could beiheard, saying he
was unable to move, and could hardly breathe, owing
to the dust and the closeness of
his quarters. The norkinen redoubled
their efforts, for It was believed that the
man would soon die, unless reached by them and
bromrht out Into the oneu air. Several times the
workmen had to stop cutting the timbers as the con--
cu sum almost killed Ji'Keon, wno nas at least eignt
fe. t beneath the pile of bricks and broken timbers.
Ai hour passed by and he had not yet been reached,
when tho apprehensions of tho crowd and his
friends became most painful, for in the room there
was a fire burning, and It was not Improbable that
ho would be

SMOTHERED OR ROASTED ALIVE
before being extricated. At last the unfortunate
man was esDled through an aperture, but as ret no
human hand could reach him. More debrit was re
moved, and In twenty minutes the workmen caught a
cllmnse of his hand and arm. held firm by the mass
of timbers and brick. At last sufficient headway
had been made to get to ll'jteon, and he was drawn
out liv tho firemen amid the shouts of his friends
and the crowd. Mr. M'Keon was black and be- -
grlmmed with dust and smoke, but able to stand on
his feet. The excitement of the crowd became so
great that the police found it difficult to clear
a passage irom me rums, in iact. tne crowd, wnicn
numbered twelve or llfteen hundred persons, seemed
mad with Joy at the rescue of Mr. M'Keon, and as
he descended Into the street he was besieged by the
mass of people and almost smothered. He was re-

moved to tho residence of Mr. Marshall, on Ex-
change street, and Dr. Rice summoned to attend his
Injuries, which are mostly bruises and not at all se-

rious. When tho building' caved In, M'Keon and
Nensom were Jammed together, and for a minute or
two were unable to account lor tneir peculiar sur
roundings. M'Keon was lodged against the fire-
place. Ids feet being within a few Inches of the hot
grate, a portion ofthe bedstead resting across his
race, wmie ins Dreast was covered Dy a center-tam- e.

The latter doubtless saved his life, as It kept him
from being

MASHED TO DEATH
by the brick which Imbedded the rest of his body
ana neut nun immovaDie. newsom was more ionu-nal- e.

for he had the use of Ills limbs, and, although
wedged In, managed to climb up and find his way to
the top of the ruins. Upon realizing their situation,
Mr. Nensom said to Mr. M'Keon: "Well, I suppose
we are gone np, and will die here." Mr. M'Keon
agreed with Mr. Newsom. for his feet were already
getting hot, and he believed that they would be
uurned to death. Neither felt Injured, and Newsom,
saying, "Well, I am going to try to get out of here,"
made the effort, and with tho result above stated.
Too much credit cannot be given tho firemen, police
and others who worked so nobly yesterday. They
performed a great work, and rescued a man Irom
death, Mr. M'Keon being buried in the ruins one
hour and Qfty minutes. We are glad to know that
tho above gentlemen escaped so well. Comptroller
Newsom Is bruised on the legs and In the side, but
was ablo to be present and give Information re-
specting the locality of his friend and the way In
which lie was Imbedded. Mr. M'Keon's leg was
skinned painfully, but not dangerously. His foot
was so tightly Jammed In by the bricks that In pull-
ing him out his boot came off.

THE EXTENT OF THE DAMAGE
Is nothing In comparison with the loss of life that
might have resulted from this accident. Captain
Droescher and Sam Letcher, the colored porter, had
Just left the room of Detective Charles Smith, ad-
journing to that of Comptroller Newsom, when the
building gave way. Austin W. Williams, a colored
man. was In tho front part of store No. 1153, sam-
pling a bale of cotton, and hearing a strange noise,
went out Just In time to escape death. P. Haney,
who was In the building, had scarcely emerged when
it fell, tearing away the wooden awning in front of
IL H. Metto & Co.'s store, Nos. 1(54 and Itlti Front
street The building seemed to sink gradually, the
wall on Front street leaping a considerable distance,
and scattering brick In every direction. For half a
minute the entire locality was enveloped In dust,
and it was difficult to know what had happened.
It Is not believed that any person was killed by the
falling building, although this cannot bo ascertained
until the debris be removed from the pavement and
alley in rear of the courthouse. This accident in-
duces the belief that

THE CITY HALL IS UNSAFE
and liable to fall at any time. The southern wall Is
somewhat toni.and the rickety building, surmounted
by the neavy old tower, presents anything but a safe
appearance. We candidly advise all persons not to
enter the city hall, unless compelled to do so.
The rooms under It are stored with heavy material
and lullammable articles, the weight of which is lia-
ble to produce a disaster even more fearful than that
of yesterday. There are many dangerous buildings
In Memphis, and with the exception ot the court-
house, none are more liable to be wrecked than the
remaining portions of the "exchange building." In
this connection wo feel constrained to warn
the county officials as to the dangerous condition of
the conrthouse. the walls of which are bulged al-
ready and would easily give way. Iron benchs and
girders ha 70 already been resorted to, and more than
one reliable person, who knows the real condition
of the courthouse.wlll tastlfy to what wc have written
in this connection.

COWRON'S CANAX.

The Meeting iAst Xlcht Lecture or
Captain Cowdon A Promising

Exhibit.

Last night there was a meeting of the
Barataria canal directors and citizens in Assembly
hall to hear the address of Captain John Cowdon,
the projector of the scheme. This gentleman was
Introduced by Mr. Bronson Bayllss, who made a few
appropriate remarks relative to the merits of the
undertaking, and the reason the public should hear
Captain Cowdon, who began his lecture by saying
that the Barataria canal Is the only permanent gate-
way to the sea. As It affords as much water as is
found In any other part, is more reliable and cheap-
er. It will be .1 safe and paying Investment to Its au-

thors, however successful be other means of opening
a way to the sea. Captain Cowdon then read a table
of the expenses of a ship at New Orleans, shonlng
the same to be SI 1,308, nearly S10 a ton, one-hal- f

of which will be saved by tho Barataria canal. The
annual tonnage would be 10,000,000 tons, and the
canal would be paid for In a year. He next read
statistics relative to the Increased tonnage of New
Orleans as compiled by the senate committee on
transportation. He showed that In the States
of Illinois, Indiana, Ohio, Missouri,
etc., the amount of grain grown in 1H50
was 2,370,000 bushels; in 1870 this Increased to
5.735.000 bushels, while In 1875 It was doubled.
In 187tl the amoiuit of grain grown In the United
States was 1,(150,198 bushels, of which over 1,372.-00- 0

was raised In the btntes of the Ohio and Mis-
sissippi valleys. He shoaed what this would be
worth when the Barataria canal was opened. It
matters not who Is elected king, or emperor. If this
canal Is built; It will work well for the south. Cap-
tain Cowdon then showed the plan of the proposed
canal, and Illustrated it by a map giving the loca-
tion, distances, etc, of the route. Dredging and
guard-wall- like unto the same at tho entrance to
the Suez canal, would be necessary on the bar at the
sea. where the present depth ot water is only ten
feet, but forty feet would be easily gained. Captain
Cowdon also explained the advantages of this ca-

nal, the building ot which, as compared with the
Suez, Is merely child's play, the entire cost of tho
enterprise being only 35,500.000.

Remarks were also made by Colonel Minor Meri-
wether, Colonel F. A. Tyler, and others, Indorsing
what Captain Cowdon had said respecting the great
enterprise.
