fortunately the previous interpositions of the
bayonet in our politic are not reassuring.
Thy haw enforced the void and illegal order
ofa drunken Federal judge; thevhave ousted

a lawful governor, and installed a Kellogg;
they have turned out of doors the legislature
sf a State. Despotism, once it has passed
the ruticon, takes long strides. 'The verj
presence of these troops in Washington is

a menace to libsrty; and what reason have
we not to fear that the next act in our
American drama of the bayonet in politics
will be their appearance in the hall of
the house of representatives? The usurpa-
tions of Grant in South Carolina liave been
as despotic as those exercised by the
czar of Russia, whose fleets are coining to
America. When the President of the United
States instructs a corporal, unlawfully sta-

tioned at tlie doors of a State capitol, to de-

cide who are members of the legislature, and
to override the judgment of the supreme
court, he exercises the sway of an emperor,
and will make himself one, if permitted by a
people whose liberties he ha3 usurped. The
legixlature of "South Carolina is maae the sole
judge of the election of its nionibers; but
Grant has taken the question in his own

hands, and orders an officer of the govern-

ment to exclude men, not only from their
seat, but the privilege of entering the legis
lative hall to which they had been elected
The next move will be to station troops at the
door of the capitol at Washington, with or
ders to exclude Democrats from their seats,
and from even entering the building. Hie
New York Herald and the jrbrW.declare
that Grant has committed crimes for which
be ought to be impeached by the next con
guess. Such is the opinion of the American
people, and if the house of representatives
fail to arraign him, it yill be derelict in its
dutr. for certalnlv there never was a
more daring and flagrant abuse of Presi-

dential authority. It is humiliating
to the American people to behold these out
rages upon common decency, not to say any-

thing of the infamy against our liberties.
How can public sentiment restrain expression
against Grantism? It is not given to man
always to be prudent; but when prudence
becomes so stupefied, so cautious and so
modest as not to raise a voice when the gov
ernment is endangered, then it is not pru
dence, but cowardice and a mockery- - If
Grant is successful this time, the people may
as well yield up the forms of election and
permit a few politicians to dictate who shall
execute the laws and levy the taxes.

18, while the whole expenses of the
bureau for the same period, together with the
cost of printing the notes, have been but
$4,060,223 5D. 'Tne capital of the banks
that paid State, county and municipal taxes

on stock and real estate is $493,738,403.

Banks in California pay no taxes upon capital
stock. The United States taxes for the year
lastt, mentioned were $8,069,938, and the State
taxes were $7,949,451; total, 16,019,3S9.

The capital of the banks which reported
State taxes was, in 1S74, $476,836,031, and
in 1875 it was 5453,738,403.

of September 170. The banks in the
principal cities have for three years past held
large amounts of currency a3 a dead weight,
which greatly augments the nominal amount
of deposits reported by them, there is no

provision of law for disposing of this excess,

either by funding, as originally authorized by

the legal-tend- act, or by redemption in spe

cie, either of which would reduce the amount
of circulation. The rate of interest prevail'
ing has, therefore, been unprecedentedlylow,
the average rate in the city of New York for

the three years ending June 30, 1876, having
been 3.4 per cent, upon call loans and 5.8 per
cent, on commercial paper, while the average
rate during the year has been 3.3 per cent, on

call loans and 5.3 per cent, on commercial

naier. It is therefore seen that the rate
during the fiscal year of 1875-7- 6 was some

what lees than the average rate for the three
years previous. The banks liave Uius held a
large amount of money which could not be

used at remunerative rates. The govern'
inent is receiving a revenue from the banks
which is more than equal to all taxes paid by

th:m before the war, while the States are also

increasing very greatly the burdens which

were previously as great as could be borne.
Within Uie past two years seventy-on- e banks,
and since the. organization of the system two
hundred and seven banks, have gone into
voluntary liquidation, chiefly on account of
excessive taxation: and during the last year
fewer banks have been organized than in,any
previous year since 1S69, and unless some

favorable legislation is obtained a large
number of banks will retire from the pysteni,

to engage in private banking. The recom

mendation for the repeal of the provision
imposing a tax upon bank deposits, and also
of one requirinir the affixing a two-ce- nt

stamp upon bank checks, ia renewed, if, in
the judgment of congrcea a sufficient amount
of revenue for the support of tho govern-
ment can bo more equitably derived from
other source.

She made the same stntement upon going
to her house, and thexe are negroes now hi
the city who heard the statement. The Dem-
ocratic counsel expect --to prove also, and say
they have undoubted .tstiniony, that Pinliston
and the man Brooks had quarreled on several
occasions; that Piukston had once beaten
him terribly, for w'aich Bsook3 had repeat
edly threatened to i nil him on sight. Pinkston
knew of tins, as 'ne asked advice as to his
proper course to pursue from a white man,
now in the city, who told him the best thing
to do was to fix himself with a shotgun. It
will be proven, too, by those who found the
dead body of the child drowned m the lake;
that it was noi even scratched or bruised,
whereas the woman testifies that its throat
was cut. Af. to the body of her husband be-

ing mutilated, there, are witnesses in the city
who dressed it for burial and ' who will affirm
that it was not mutilated. One gentleman, a
planter, is now in the city, .who was the for-

mer owner of the witness, acd who last night
stut'.'d that she at one time, some years
ago, made an effort to rid , herself
of an infant of hers by throwing it
into the bushes for the hogs to devour, and
that it was found unhurt, and that now he
has the same infant, grown to womanhood,
in his employ. Other gentlemen of like re-

sponsibility from the same section state that
Pinlaton was a quarrelsome fellow when
alive, and that he and the man Brooks had
been sworn enemies for years. Up to the
time they left Uc parish, a few days ago, not
a word had been said connecting the murder
with politics, and the information to that ef-

fect when communicated to them yesterday
astounded them. The Democratic committee
have information that Lyons, one of the
negro witnesses who made a statement yes-

terday denying the woman's story, was ar-

rested subsequently upon an affidavit made
before Judge Evans by the woman herself,
who charges Lyons with being one of the
murderers of her husband, and a fugitive
from justice, although she had not mentioned
his name in her testimony or in the parish.
