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THE CBOWXIXG CKIMK.
No ono waa Eurpnsed at the action of the

Louisiana returning board on Tuesday It
was evident from the start that a scheme had
been hatched to swindle the people of Louis-

iana cut of their vote, and the board xent
through the farce of an investigation, but de-

termined to carry out Jhe programme agreed
upon. The committal of such a monstrous
outrage required the moral courage of the
highwayman, but the creatures employed to
do the dirty work were equal to the emer-

gency. Judge Trumbull, Governor Palmer,
and other Democrats, anticipated the result,
vhen in their dispatch on Saturday last they
Slid:

Iu view, however, of the returns, and the Ian and
facts which should control the returning board, with
which we ban made ourselves familiar, wo have no
hesitation In savin? that the mult shown br votes
actually cut conot toe chanced without a palpable
abuse of the letter and spirit of the law governing
the returning board, and a manifest perversion ol
the facts before It. Irregularities have been com-
mitted In some Instances Ty officers conducting elec-
tions, and In making returns, but they are about as
much on one side as the other; and as to Intimida-
tion and violence, or other Illegal acts preventing a
free and fair electlon,there is evidence on both sides,
but not of such a character as to affect the general
result Inmost Instances the acts of violence pro-
ceeded from mere lawlessness, as In the case of
Henry and Eliza Plnkston, and had no connection
with politics. It Is a slgnincant fact that In the par-
ishes where It Is alleged that voters were kept from
the polls by Intimidation, the total vote of such par-
ishes was as larue as at any time heietofore, and In
the whole State Is fifteen hundred above any vote
heretofore cast. An honest and fair canvass of the
returns, even under the Louisiana law, cannot mate-
rially reduce TUden'a majority as shown on the face
or the Mums.

The board commenced its work by
throwing out the Democratic parishes, and
after doing this it found TOden still had a
majority; then it commenced manipulating
other returns and changed them to suit the
necessities. It made no difference what the
facts were, the scoundrels persisted in their
villainy. In the face of a clear and positive
result which gives Tflden, the people's choice,
eighteen more than are necessary to elect
him, the shameless conspirators debauch the
returns and count him out. This outrage
will awaken the indignation of honest men
of all partie. The people are not prepared
in indnruft joicli a barefaced nullification of
the majority. "What next?" is tic natural
inquiry. The remedy is in congress. When
the great fraud reaches the house of s,

there it will be met with the
solemn declaration : " Thus far shalt thou go,
and no further; " and then it will be deter-
mined how much of constitutional liberty
really exists in the Republic. This body will
perform ite duty fearlessly and unshrinkingly
by interposing every legal and constitutional
remedy to prevent the consummation of the
nefarious scheme to smuggle into the Presi-

dency a man repudiated by the people at the
ballot-bo- We cannot believe the congress
of the Jnited States will permit three men
of infamous characters to become the arbiters
of who shall be elected President of the
United States, through that convenient con-

trivance called a returning board. Decency
requires that knave should not count them-

selves in office, or be permitted to reverse the
verdict of the people by a glaring fraud. The
discussion of this great question in congress
will be characterized by great bitterness.
Both houses should do what has been the
custom heretofore, viz: Forbid the count of
any State whose returns are tainted with
fraud. And if the senate refuses to join in
forbidding the count it will be the constitu-
tional duty ol the house alone to forbid it;
and then, ifno candidate has on that basis a
majority of the votes of the electors lawfully
appointed, to proceed, as required by the con-

stitution, "immediately" to elect a President
from the two highest candidates before it.
Such, we believe, will bo the result of the
contest. Those who desire the election of
Hayes even by fraud and corruption will
howl about war, revolution and take up the
hypocritical twaddle of Grant: "Let us have
peace." But the Democrats will not be
moved in their determination by a deceitful
cant raised in the interest of knaves and
swindlers. There will be no armed resist-

ance, but the Democrats will exhaust every
remedy known to the law and the constitu-

tion to prevent the consummation of a scheme
which, if successful, would destroy the last
vestige of a free and unbiased expression of
tho popular will, and place our elections in
the hands of knaves with power to stifle- the
will cTlho majority. Thero aro many palpa-
ble reasons why congress should hereafter, as
heretofore, go behind a returning board.
Without this power a President can be
declared elected by flagrant frauds.
There must be a power somewhere to pas
upon the legality of the returns made where
there is a content, otherwise there would be
no escape from the gross errors or deliberate
confessed frauds. We are the advocates of
the rights of the States, and for that very
reason believe that congress has the right to

ee to it that a State has the right to be count-

ed aa it voted. To insist that congress must
accept the certificates of the returning boards
as final would be to cay that there would be
no liberty to correct a conceded blunder, fatal
to one party, but discovered when too lato for
the State board to make the correction.

Dr. Palmer, of New Orleans, perhaps the

ablest of living divines at the south, and one
whose name and fame have become historic,

combine much of the fanaticism with
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which we of the south have had to deal, and
a great deal of low cunning and cupidity
arii ns bus bmi developed by the Radical

thieves at tho south, and unless promptly
dealt with, as it have been long ago
by President Grant, it will one day prove a
thorn in the side of th body politic which it
will be fouml hard to pluck out. Dr. Palmer,
who, Lotfidt-- s his eminence as a divine, lias on

mort than one occasion proven himself pos- -

sneod of many of the highest qualities of the
state-ma- n, will lay bare this gigantic iniquity,
and we hope will be able to point a way to
the release of the republic ' from its greatest
shame. The occasion of this lecture affords

our people a rare opportunity of hearing one

of the ablest and best men of the south
perhaiis the most logical, acute and exhaust-

ive re&soner in the church which prizes him
so highly, and wt hope the Greenlaw Opera-hous- e

ArPAL.IiI.YG LOSS Of JjIFE.
The fuller particulars of the burning of

the Brooklyn Lieater, which wo publish this
morning, will be read with sorrow and re-

gret by all who can adequately measure the
sad results of so great a disaster. "In a mo-

ment, in the twinkling of an eye," hundreds
were launched from life to death and thou-

sands from joy to sorrow. It is an appalling
accident one that revives memories of Rich-

mond and other cities that we hope will not
bo without its lessons. First of these is that
like Booth's theater in New York, every the-

ater in the country should be so constructed

as that a dozen doors, instead of one could

be opened in case of necessity and the audi-

torium be emptied in three or four minutes.
Only a few months ago a similar accident in-

duced the demand on the part of the press

that all the doors of our churches and places

of amusement should be so hanged as to

swing both ways, and be no longer, in cases

of sudden pressure, a bar to the egress of

eager and pressing crowds of excited and panic-stri-

cken people. The general council acted
promptly upon the suggestion we then made,
much to the satisfaction of the people. We
now, in view of this most calamitous accident,

make another, and urge that committees of
both branches of our city legislature be ap-

pointed to survey tho premises of every

church, hall and place of amusement in the
city, and report what number of additional

door? are necessary to afford safety in case of
fire or alarm from any cause whatever. Hu-

man life is more precious than buildings or
money, and every possible care should be

taken to secure the one at the expense of the
other. It is but the other day that we barely
missed an accident only less serious that two

lives, instead of two hundred, were jeopard-

ized. Two old buildings that have stood the
wear and tear of thirty years, fell in, and
without any warning to the inmates crushed

in the fall. Had building laws been as care-

fully compiled and enforced as other
police regulations when the Ex-

change building was put up, doubtless the
two tenements now a wreck would have been

standing with the rest, which we understand
are EeriouBly endangered. But nothing can

more effectually enforce tho ideas which we
seek to impress upon our readers, than tho
accident which the telegraph reports from
Brooklyn, and we hope the proprietors of our
theater will not lose any time in putting then- -

house in order by making at least one addi-

tional door on each side of the building, with
broad, safe steps conducting to the ground.
They will tell us that as it is the house can be
emptied in five minutes. To this we answer
that in the panic that ensues on the cry of
" fire," there is a blind and frantic rush, in-

stead of the quiet, orderly movement that
usually waits on the close of tho perform-
ance. Besidesin such a crisis there cannot
"be too many doorsantT where 'human fife is
at stake we cannot afford to take any chances
however slight.

HA3IITO.V8 OATH.
The news from South Carolina this morn-

ing is of the most exciting kind. General
Hampton proposes to keep his oath, and be
governor of the State, which tho vote proves
him to have been elected to be. In this re-

solve eveiy good man in the Union will sup-

port him. In Louisiana there are not ten
Democrats to be found who will not say that
had M'Enery held to his office, Kellogg and
his gang would not have been able to bully
and bulldoze as they have, and rob the people
of their votes. Hampton is made of sterner
stuff. Sure he is right, he is going ahead.
Ho is the lawfully elected governor of South
Carolina, and such he intends to be by act as
well as vote. Chamberlain must step down
and out. Tho times are out of
joint for him. The days of
carpetbaggery are over. The thieves have
placed the last straw on the camel's back.
It can "tote" no more. Their villainy has
been endured until patience has ceased to bo

a virtue. In South Carolina and Louisiana
they must give place to the honest men
honestly elected, or to a military government.
Ground down by a fearful load of taxation,
amounting almost, if not quite, to the confis-

cation of the earnings of the people, they
cannot any longer endure that the plunderers
who have brought about this condition of af-

fairs shall stand between them and the full
consummation of what they have sealed at
the ballot-bo- x. Hampton will keep his oath,
and Nicholls will no doubt follow his exam-

ple in Louisiana. There will be no blood-

shed, nor anarchy, though there may be ccn
fusion until the courts, to whom the ques-

tions at issue will be remitted, will decide for
the right as all men know the right.
