REVOLUTION IN MEXICO.

The Constitutional Government on Horse- -

hack Flies Before the Approach of
Diaz and his Army.

All the Principal Cities and Towns Declare
for Diaz, and Iglesias Agrees to Sec-

ond and Help Him.

Havana, December 7. An English
steamer has arrived from Vera Cruz, bring-
ing the following startling intelligence from
the City of .Mexico, dated December 1st: "On
the sixteenth ultimo General Diaz defeated
the government army under General Alatarre
near Huamantla, about one hundred miles
from the City of Mexico, notwithstanding the
latter had much the largest lorce. General
Diaz was near defeated after four hours fight-
ing, when General Gonzales came up with
four thousand men, turning the scale and
completely destroying General Alatarre's
army. Pueblo fell on the eighteenth by a re
volt of the troops in favor of Diaz. Lerdo de
Tejada with his government fled from the
capital on the twentv-hrs- t. escorted bv about
one thousand men. He made for Marelia.
where, in imitation of Juarez, he will attemnt
to maintain tue constitutional government.
tiis tram consisteu ot sixteen carnages, one
hundred extra animals and half a nulliondol
lars; but his escort began to desert him the
next day, on the third day he had onlv
three hundred men.

THE MURDEROUS FIRE.

The City of Churches Literally "tYalklng

in the Valley or the Shadow of
Death Funerals and Sor-

row Everywhere.

Rcinnlns of Unfortunates Still being Ex
humed The Dead Actors A Pile

of Legs, Arms anil Frag-

ments of Flesh.

The Relief Committee at Work for the
Surviving Relatives Preparations

for the Public Funeral Char-

Buooki.vx, December 8. Brooklyn i lit
lelywHlkingin the valley of the shadow of
death. Funerals of such of the victims of
the theater disaster as have been identified
are taking-place- , and throueh the streets
in every part of the city hearses are moving
bearinir the remains to the cemeteries.

The relief commissioner is now
ascertaining the number of survivinir rela
tives and their condition. At tho services in
Uie Catholic churches y reference was
made to the disaster, and the coiirrecrations
were called upon to make manifest their
Catholic chanty by prayers for the dead and
pecuniary aid lor the living.
