DEMOCRATIC CAUCUS.

Senators Appoint a Committee to Act

with That of the House in Regard
to Election Matters.

Tho House Democrats Temperate but
Finn for Const itutional Rights-Gr- ant

a Merely Partisan Tool.

Washington, Lteceniber 11. The Demo-

cratic senators held a caucus this afternoon,
at which, after an extended discussion of the
political situation, Messrs. Thurman, Bayard,
Bogy, Kernan and Katon were appointed a
committee to confer with any similar com
mittee which may be appointed on the part
of the house with reference to the Presiden-
tial complications, and to report what legal
means exist for adjusting any difficulties that
may aric in tho two branches of congress in
regard to counting the electoral vote.

The Democratic members of the house of
representatives held a caucus this afternoon,
which continued two hours. There was general
and spirited debate concerning the present
political situation and the difficulties which
may arise between the two branches of con-

gress in regard to counting the electoral votes

and to the inauguration of a President
Among the principal speakers were Messrs.
Randall, Wood, Ilunton, Caulfield and Carr.
A determined spirit was manifested to main-

tain all the constitutional rights of the house,
and to give effect-- to what is claimed by Demo-

cratic members to be the expressed will of
the people in the.recent Presidential election.
With a view to this end it was agreed, on
motion of Mr. Ilunton, to procure the pass-

age by the house of a resolution directing the
judiciary committee to inquire and report
what course the house should pursue in ref-

erence to the counting and declaration of the
electoral votes, and also what are the re-

spective rights and' duties of the two houses
of congress, separately or jointly, in regard
to the entire subject of the Presidential elec-

tion. Several members, including, It
is said, Messrs. Randall, Watterson and Ely,
having had interviews with Governor Tilden
recently, are understood to have communi-
cated to the caucus views expressed by him
to the effect that no action, except of the pre-

liminary character above mentioned, should
be taken concerning the existing or possible
future political complications until after the
return from the south of the house investi-

gating committees. This morning's publi
cations of the statement made by'the Presi
dent, in an interview yesterday, was the sub
ject of considerable and earnest comment of
an unfavorable nature, and several members
asserted that the views then expressed by the
President indicated a settled purpose on his
part to perpetuate the power of the Republi

can party, irrespective of all political conse
quences. .

What the Chief Bulldozer
Says.

A Mass of Stupidities and Contradictions,
Prorlng the Ignorance and Incom-

petency of Grant for His

Present Position.

Washington, December 11. President
Grant, in the course of a long free conversa-

tion y with a representative of the Asso-

ciated Press concerning political affairs, said

that recently he received a dispatch from
Governor Chamberlain, informing him that
it was currently reported in Columbia that
the President had. in his interview with Rep
resentative Hewitt,of New York, a week ago,
remarked that when sixty-thre- e members of
the South Carolina house of representatives,
holding certificates from the secretary of state,
should convene, he would recognize them as
the legal house. The President, in reply to
Governor Chamberlain, telegraphed him that
if Hewitt had sent, or authorized the send-

ing of Buch a dispatch, it was untrue that he
had so expressed himselfi The President
says he had a free and agreeable conversation
with Hewitt, in which he said that in his
judgment not less than sixty-thre- e members
were eligible to organize the house and trans-
act business, including the determination of
the qualification of its raemlwrs. This was
the view he then held, but jt was merely a
private opinion, and he might have been
wrong. The President on that occasion
further expressed his views with regard to the
Sounds on which each wing or member of

respectively claimed their seats,
and in thi3 connection the President produced
a note addressed to him by Hewitt, dated
house of representatives, December Cth, as
follows:
To the President:

I have received a reliable telegram from Colum-
bia statins that the sixty-thir- d member holding a
certificate from the secretary of state has been sworn
Into the house presided over by Speaker Wallace,
which Is, therefore, organized In accordance with the
requirements of law, as stated,, by you.

On the same day Hewitt sent him another
note, as follows:

the dispatch he had received from Governor
Chamberlain, and the reply he made to it,
and intimated to Hewitt that ho thought his
confidence had been abused. Hewitt denied
that he had sent to Columbia such a dis-

patch as that mentioned. The President then
repeated to Hewitt the substance of the dis-

patch ui reply to Governor Chamberlain to
the report' ivrrnt in Columbia. Senator
Randolph then" proouajd a dispatch from
General Hampton, in which Lo said that if
the President would recognize the Wallace
house, and withdraw the troops, he would
do everything possible to pioserye peace. The
President said that he looked upon this as a
piece of impertinence on the part of General
Hampton in telling him what to do; that the
sending of troop to South Carolina was in
obedience to the call of Governor Chamber-
lain, the danger there being too formidable
for (he authorities of the State to control;

This struck
him as strange considering the scenes through
which we liave passed. Governor Hayes rep
resented the party that carried in tho late
election ail but lour ot the states that fur-
nished means for the suppression of the rebel
lion, and Governor Tilden carried all but
three of those which sought to destroy tho
Union. In alluding to frauds, he said the

The President, in reply to a remark
that it seemed the Democrats had abandoned
the idea of impeaching him, said he would
advice them not to attempt it, for it might
bring out evidence which they would not like
to see spread on the record. He would rather
trust the rebels than their northern allies, and
tried to say as much in his annual message.
He did not receive all the reports from the de-
partments in time, and therefore he was
obliged to leave out of his messace many sub
jects to which otherwise would have alluded.
tie said, m response to a question, that he
would answer the house resolution, and in-

form them why he sent troops to the south.
Among other things, the President said, in
response to inquiries, that there were" now six
or eight hundred troops in Washington. If
there should be any necessity for more,
he would order them hither. We
should have peace, if we have to
fight for it. Some days he received five or six
lettcrs threatening ass;issination,but he paid no
attention to them. A crazy man once follow-
ed him six months, threatening to take his
life, and this person was, he believed, placed
in an insane asylum. When he first came
to the executive mansion he found a cuard

laced there, but he immediately caused it to
Ee withdrawn, and sent into barracks. The
fresident, m referring to the political com-
plications, said he had an abiding faith in the
people, as we have had one rebellion, and he
did not believe the people were anxious for
another, and thought there would be some
way out of our present difficulties.

He also submitted resolu-
tions to tranfer five thousand dollars from the
contingent fund of the senate to the use of
the committee on privileges and elections to
be returned when the appropriation shall be
made to defray the expenses of that commit-
tee. Agreed to.

REMARKS BY REV. DIt. CARMICHAEL.
Rev. Dr. Boggs, of the Second Presbyte-

rian church, then introduced Rev. Dr. James
Carmichael, of Grace church, who responded
in aniostmterestingand eloquent impromptu
address, which was attentively listened to
and appreciatively received. It seemed but
proper that Dr. Carmichael should make the
maugural address in behalf of a cause lor
which he has lalxired so assiduously and un-

tiringly. More especially can wo Bay this,
as we have oljserveu his good work, ami that,
too, when tho great epidemic was spreading
its terrors mid giving a skeleton to almost
every home. During the yellow-fev- er epi-

demic of 1873 the Commandant's house was
used as a hospital, and within its chambers
Dr. Carmichati was a constant nurse and ad-

viser. Wo refer to these facts, written bo
vividly upon our heart and mind, because the
conversion of the building into a home for
fallen women suggested their expression in
connection with the able minister who yester-
day made the inaugural address. Dr. Car-
michael said that in that room where they
were aeteinbled he felt like casting
tho dubt from off his shoes, for
ho Etood upon holy ground.
Tho last time he stood' in that room there
was in one comer an old man bowed down
with sickness, and uncared for by the sym-
pathy of the christian city. It was his privi-
lege to baptize him, and see him pass away
to the great "unknown" not to the great
"unknown," though, for the Master in
whose cause they had assembled not only had
trodden the devious pathway of death, but
had drawn aside the curtain of the shadowed
land.

She cave up her life, and is now buried
in Elmwood with a marble shaft alove her
grave, bearing the inscription: "Greater love
hath no man' than this, that a man lay down
his life for his friends." And when she was
about to die. the cry that came from the fallen
woman he would never forget: "Oh, God we
are Outcasts Jrom heaven because we are
fallen women." Never before did he go
with eagerness to assure her that although an
outcast from society and life here, she was
nnf. tin otitrilat frmn God's lnvn nml
rncrcv. Ho remembered going with Rev.
Dr. Ford and- - told a woman who had
mode this cry that'she was mistaken, for God
was her mend. .!ihat night she was taken
sick with the fever, and brought to this
asylum. By thjjjL providence of God she re-

covered, and went home a monument of faith
in God. Sorlt'ijUr as the sun rises, so long as
they who have this Home in hand are guided
by an earnest iith in God and the conscious-
ness of doing their duty in the Father's faith,
just in that proportion is bucccss crtain.

After the singing of a hymn, Rev. Geo. T.
StainbacK of the Court-stre- et Cumberland

CONDITION OP THE BUILDING.
Rev. Dr. Stainback then made a statement

respecting the building and its repair. He
said that the buudinfir, was left vacant some
time after being used as a hospital during
the yellow-feve- r, and was rifled of everything
moveable, as gas fixtures, grates, bolts, locks
and even some of the sash and blinds were
stolen, leaving the building much out of re-
pair. By the kindness of several contractors
and workmen who have painted and
fitted up the building, the ladies havo been
able to put the house in order at a less ex-
pense than was at first expected. Five of the
rooms have been repaired and furnished by
different churches, which has been a great re-
lief to the association. The. repairing,
papering, painting of the lower floor ana
upper hall, and the rear, or "L" part of the
building, has been fitted up by the associa-
tion for the amount of $231. The carpenter
work on the porches, the seating, trimming,
and painting of the exterior, has been done
for the cost of $300, for doing which Mr.
Amos Woodruff has generously given the
association a year's rent of the the Imilding.
Besides paying these amounts, the associa-
tion, with the assistance of several generous
donations, have furnished the lower floor,

upon promised and expected
contributions to havo tho place
paid for during the present week.
Money will be needed to carry on this enter-
prise, which the ladies propose to conduct as
economically as possible. Tho work is tho
Lord's; it is buying precious immortal souls,
rescuing oulcastc, etc."

After the reading of tins report, Colonel
Butler Anderson and others took up a col-

lection from the visitors, who then proceed-
ed to examine the house, which is m good
repair and is well fitted for a home.

Governor Crover Fortified by Law Pre-

ine laws qt uregon require the governor
10 giant certmcaies to electors duly elected.
In taking his oath of office, the governor is
sworn to support the constitution of the
United States and of this State. In the elec-
tion of President and nt the con-
stitution of the United States is the para-
mount law. That instrument declares that
no person holdinsran office of trust or nrofil.
under the United States shall be appointed
an elector" John W. Watts, one of the elec-
tors voted for in Oregon, was, on the seventh
day of November, holding an office of profit
and trust under the United States to-w- it,

postmaster at Fayette.the coun
ty seat of lamhul county, and
had so held that office for more than
three years. Many more than the number of
votes constitutinc his maioritv had actually
passed in and out of his office and official
business. His official character was General
ly known, and was mentioned during the
political discussions of the canvass. The law
was known and the fact was known renderintr
him disqualified to be an elector. A protest
yas filed in the executive office by prominent

citizens, objecting to the issuance of a certifi-
cate to Watts, as a person disqualified, ac-
companied by proof of his ilisquahfication,
demanding tiat the same issue to the eligible
person having the next liighest number of
votes. A reply was filed, objecting to any-
thing but a count of tho votes, and a certifi-
cate on the count, and making no denial of
the ihsquahfying facts. It was ruled, in the
case, that where the objection to an appli-
cant's right to receive a certificate rests upon
the ground that a constitutional prohibition
is interposed, the governor, acting under oath
to support the constitution, is bound to en-
tertain and determine tho question; not only
tliat, but is to determine in such a way as to
enforce tho constitutional mandate to the ex-
tent of his executive power. It was
also held that the law and the fact being well
known, the votes cast for the ineligible
candidate cannot ho counted for any purpose,
and the eligible candidate having the next
highest number of votes was dulivolerted.

the later uniform practice in tho United
States house of representatives, and the great
weight of English authorities, both parlia-
mentary and judicial. The law of Oregon
providing for filling vacancies in the electoral
college recognizes a vacancy only in cases
where there has been an mcumbeut, and
such incumbent has died, refused to act, neg-
lected to attend, or is otherwise absent. In
this case there was no incumbent, unless the
next highest candidate should take the posi-
tion, and there was no vacancy which could
be filled bythe other members ol the electoral
college. The next highest candidate eligible
under the constitution of the United States
was, therefore, certified to be duly elected.
