A GROWING EVIL.

“ Suspects™ Arresied by the Detectives
or the Polles, Conflned Without
Warrant of Law and in De-
flanee of Justice.

A System of False Imprisonments that
Mast be Put a Stop to if Memphls
Would Save her Fair Name
and Credit,

The operations of the police department of
this city have developed a species of  oppres-
sion and wrong which merit our most un-
qualified condemnation. The citizens of
Memphis, and all who haye any regard for
human conduct and mdividudd fight, we not
aware to what extent the present detectiva
system of Memphis is carried in the noluw-
ful, illegal, and even shameful arrest and
imprisonment of persons.  We do not say
that thia is tarmied o the extentof extortion,
nor done through wrong motives; it i=
enough to know now that the police sys-
tem of Memphis demands a thorough reform
in this respect, and receives the condemna-
tion of all who lesk to the luw of the land for
the protection of life, hmb and property.
How long and to what extent the oppression
of which we speak has been conducted in
times paat wo are upable o say—we alinde
to the

CRLAWFUL JUGOING PROWESS,

whereby detectives, withont warmuat or au-
thority of law, not ouly arrest parties, but in-
carcerate them in the Adams street station-
house for any length of Gime, This is done
without registering tha names of the persons
arrested, and without preferring any charge
—a practics wholly at variance with the iden
of right, and repugnant to the feelings and
bumanity of our people. Moreover, this pro-
coss ia susceptible of the worst and darkest
sractices; for, by this means any person could

s lndnupped by the detectives and kept in n
durk dungeon for an indefinite period. A case
in point was that of aw old negro, numed
David Burns, who, late Sunday afternoon vis
ited the Aduuns street slationhouse Lo mive a
blanket to lua danghiter, who bud been arrest-
#d and wasincarcerated there upon the charge
of stealing sixty dollars. When the old man
reached the stationbouss he was seized by two

thers as their prisoner. This was done with-
out any warraut; no charge was preferred.
and ths old man's name was not even put
upon the docket.

But this is not the only case of illegal ar-
rast and unlawful imprisonment.

J. Cowdy
wd Frank Thayers for the supposad commuis-
sion of & crime, namely, tha robbery of a store,
These three men were incarcerated in the
Adams etreet stationhouse for five days, at
which time they wers turned loose. N war-
rant was ever issued, and the sccused never
had any tral or examination. Had the de-
tectives preferred a charge against thess thres
men they would have ﬁ-'n discharged the
day after their arrest. As it wns, they were
held without the shadow of legal authority,
and at the cost of thé city of Memphis. The
detectives believe they are right in arresting
men in such a wmanner, for such 15 in sceord
with the ideas of the police system.
