Some ot theso reiorts have no doubt grown out of a
recent interview with Mr. Hill, of Georgia; but Mr.
Hill dots not reflect altogether the sentlme-t-s of his
colleagues, and could not command a corpo-
ral's guard of followers. It Is possible that there may
be one or two southern members who would concede
the election of Mr. Hayes, with the hope of gaining
something lor their section by the concession, but it
would be difficult to find them. They certainly
would not represent the sentiments cf the southern
people. Neither among the southern men In con-
gress or out of It Is tnere the slightest disposition to
concede the election of Mr. Hayes, or the faintest de-

sire to buy his good-wi- ll by acting In bad faith to-

ward their northern allies. The south did Its part
In the I xst election toward placing Mr. Tilden In the
Presidential chair; It knows that he has been fairly
elected, and should be Inaugurated, and that posi-
tion it is leady to maintain. Of course. If the north
makes no resistance to the revolutionary programme
by which the Radicals pronoso to put Mr. Haye3 Into
the 1VhlteIluse,the south must also give way, how-
ever unwlhBigly.

Another
fire has just broken out at thirty minutes past
eight o'clock, on the corner of MarXharaand
Sherman streets, adjoining the Miller and
Fenzell block, whichthreatens to destroy the
eastern business portion of ihe city.

8:4-- Xo water on the fire yet, although
the fire department ia out, and the streets
thronged with people. It is reported that
there is considerable powder in the building,
and the officers are keeping the people from
coming to the immediate vicinity.

THE UTMOST EXCITKM ENT

prevails at present. The flames arc confined
to the extensive house of Jones, M'Dowell &

Co., cotton-facto- rs and commission merchants,
in the Miller & Penzel block, a three-stor- y

brick building. The city council, which
was in session when the alarm sounded, has
just adjourned.

At the hdur of 8:50. tho Pat Cleburne, a
steam-engin- e, is pouring two streams in the
front door of Jonea, M'Dowell & Co.'s store,
and there is a possibility that the fiame3 will
be subdued. The new Silsby. steamer, pur-

chased by the citizens of Hot Springs, and
brought here for trial, is taking water at tho
corner of Cumberland and Second streets.

cannot fall short of oue hundred and fifty
thousand dollars. The fire department is
doing noble work, and if the watov holds out
a portion of the building may bo saved. The
report of a considerable amount of powder
in the building is denied, and every inch of
available ground is occupied by the workera.

At ten minutes past nine the flames burst
from the rear ot the buildiug, and tho cry
went up that "the block is doomed."

If a wind prevailed the loss would be
greater than tho Metropolitan fire. Tho
cause is as yet unknown. About three hun-
dred men are engaged in removing the gro-
ceries within reach in Miller & Penzel's
wholesale grocery house. The goods in the
other side is mostly machinery and heavy
goods. The work of razing the neighboring
buildings is undqr way. The powder was
removed at the commencement of the fire,
yet hundreds of people refuse to venture near.
The ground is trembling under the throes of
the four steamers playing upon the building.

What the Committees ow Sitting In
Washington, 'ew Orleans, Kerr York

and Tallahassee are Doing.

Statement Made by the Democratic and

the Republican Counsel to the House
; Committee in 'ew Orleans.

New Orleans, December 19. The senate
committee was called to order at half-pa- st

twelve o'clock by Senator Howe, chairman,
who stated that the Jcommitteeiwas not yet
provided with the desired tables of returns.
He said the statement given the clerks of tho
senate committee by the secretary of the

board was defectivo in several par
ticulars; it did not indicate the votes thrown
out in detail, but simply gave the aggregate
number, whereas it was desired to obtain tho
vote.3 rejected at each poll Mr. Morey, of
the Republican counsel, stated that it would
be well for the committee to take the testi-
mony of a witness (Eaton Logwood) who, he
said, was about to die of woounds received in
Ouachita parish, and who was now in the city.
Mr. M'Gloin, of tho Democratic counsel,
urged that in cases where it was alleged that
a witness could not appear before tho
committee on account of sickness, a doctor's
certificate to that effect be filed with the com-

mittee. After some discussion as to the best
way of taking the testimony of Logwood, it
was determined that it should be taken be-

fore a commissioner at his residence. The
evidence elicited was materially tho same as
that given by Logwood before the returning
board on November 28th, and included in
Senator Sherman's report to the President.
Tlit? clerk was instructed to procure tho re-

quired tables from the board, and the com-

mittee adjourned until "Wednesday morning
at eleven o'clock.

Tho Democratic Statement.
The counsel for the Democrats submitted

the following statement of their case to the
senate committee:

First That they received at the election
held in this State, Tuesday, November 7,
1876, a majority of tho legal votes over their
opponents, averaging about eight thousand
rotes.

Second That the clecticji-s- o far as the
Democratic-Conservativ- o pa!- was concerned
was fair and peaceable, and full, and that
said candidates and said party used every
exertion and endeavor to secure a free and
full vote and a quiet election.

Third That on the other hand their oppo-
nents and leaders of the Republican party of
this State had, for some time previous to tho
election determined and conspired to carry
the State by fraud and unfair means, and
with that end in view did perform, among
others, the following acts.

Fourth They did appoint as supervisor of
registration none but Republicans, and few
but Republicans as clerks of registration, re-

fusing to listen to the reiterated demands by
the Democratic-Conservativ- e party for repre-
sentation, thii3 limiting and destroying the
opportunities of detecting and preventing
frauds.

Fiftli That they did in most instanccssend
out to the country parishes as supervisors,
corrupt and dishonest men from this city,
whose residences were not in the parishes for
which they were appointed, and in many
instances selected for such supervisors and
clerics employes of the United States.

Sixth That said supervisors, in a number
of the parishes of this State, did throw every
obstacle in the way of the registration by
Democrats, amounting, in mauy cases, to a
denial of registration; on the father hand, af-

fording every facility to Republicans, and the
issuing of a large number of fraudulent reg-

istration papers to colored Republicans,
amounting, in the State, to mora than ten
thousand.

Seventh That said, supervisors, in a num-

ber of cases, refused, in their revision of reg-

istration, to strike off the names of colored
Republican voters which were clearly proven
as fraudulent; and that on the day of election
the greater part of said fraudulent registra-
tion papers were voted, raising tho Republi-
can vote of this State fully seventy-fiv- e hun-

dred.
Eighth That said supervisors were in

communication with the campaign and other
committees of tho Republican party, and re
ceiving instructions in relation to registration
and iniunction3 to inflate tho Republican vote,
accompanied by promises ot vewara irom
the RepublWn administration if successful.

Ninth That Republican voters and Re
publican leaders did adopt means of intimi-
dating Democratic voters by threats of vio-

lence and undue and corrupt practices exer-
cised toward colored voters, and by the
wholesale issuance, just previous to the elec-

tion, of warrants to the number of several
thousand, without just causo for the ar-

rest of the white voters, thereby causing ter-

ror and depriving the Democratic-Conservativ- e

party of a large number of votes.
Tenth That said Republican leaders and

said supervisors did employ artifices to pre-
vent the casting of a full Democratic-Conservativ- e

vote in several parishes of tliLi

State.
Eleventh That they did illegally appoint a

large number of deputy United States mar-
shals in the various parishes of this State, at
a large expense to the United States govern-
ment, and a large number of deputy consta-
bles, all of whom surrounded the polls in
large numbers anu lntimiuaieu voters.

Twelfth That they did illegally expend
tho .money of the government for partisan
purposes, by commissioning large numbers of
deputy United States marshals exclusively
from tho Republican party, by employing
government cierns to write ana copy aiuu.i-vit-s

and documents for use before tho return-
ing boards, and other partisan purposes, and
by summoning and paying a cloud of Repub-

licans large sums as mileage and per diem as
witnesses belore eaid board.

Thirteenth That they did close the courts
to all redress against tho illegal actions com-

plained of, entering no7c prosequis in cases
where true bills had been found against the
guilty parties, and otherwise protecting them
irom punishment.

Fourteenth Tour appearers further stato
and charge that the said Republican leadera
did previous to, and after said action, con-

spire and determine to causo to be fraud-
ulently counted the votes actually cast so as
to destroy the large majority by appearers
received and accord to their opponents a ma
jority that thereby theyhod never received,
said conspiracy a ad determination Demg
shown by public declarations and by the
course pursued in this connection.

Fifteenth That as the instrument of said
conspiracy was used, the returning board of
this State was composed in violation of law
requiring a3 a prerequisite to all action the
filling of vacancies and a full board of five
memters.

Sixteenth That said returning board
usurped and exercised judicial functions con-

trary to the constitution of the State, which
restricts the judicial power to the judiciary.

Seventeenth That said board sought to
escape all effective scrutiny by excluding ob-

servers or representatives of the Democratic-Conservati-

party at the most important
portions of itflabors, and by refusing to fill
a vacancy, and by refusing to one party rep-
resentation on said board.
j Eighteenth That said" board conspired
with said Republican leaders, and to accom-
plish said result violated the laws provided
for its government, in every particular, as to
the manner of receiving and opening the re-

turns and canvassing the names, as to tho
formation and reception of protests, and as
to the reception of evidence anil decision of
contests.

Nineteenth That said board accorded ev-

ery facility to fraudulent supervisors in the
manufacture and presentation of protests,
contrary to law and outside of their parishes,
and affidavits to sustain the same, support-
ing said supervisors therein, and in the emas-
culation and falsification of the returns.

Twentiet- h- That said board altered its
ru STs and modified its proceedings whenever

necessary to promote the interests of the Re-

publican party, and on the other hand cast
every impediment in the way of the Democratic--

Conservative party.
Twenty-firs- t That said board did, iu a

climax of said conspiracy, fraudulently cast
out a large number of Democratic votes, say
about thirteen thousand; in some cases cost-
ing out whole parishes without justification,
and in others boxes showing heavy Demo-
cratic majorities, violating the law, and even
violating its own rules and mode of proceed-
ings, thereby acconTplihing the result desired
by said conspiracy.

Twenty-secon- d That among the electors
by them declared elected was one O.H.
Brewster, who, nt the time of his nomination
being voted for, held an office of profit and
trust under the government, namely, United
States surveyor-gener- of the land officefor
the.district of Louisiana, at the city of New
Orleans, and one A. B. Levisee, who was at
the same tune an United States commission-
er; both said Brewster and Levisee being
qualified and exercising the functions of said
office, which rendered them ineligible as elec-

tors under the constitution of tho United
States, which declaration of election by said
board was on the face of written protests and
verbal objections.

Twenty-thir- d That in various parishes of
this State there were cast a number of Re-

publican ballots which bore only the names of
threa Republican electors, yet said board did
count said ballots for Republican electors,
although the names of five of said electors
did pot appear thereon, and that the number
of such ballots reached close on to three
thousand, which was a fraud on tho port of
said board.

LINE OF EVIDENCE SUBMITTED TO TIIE SEN-

ATE COMMITTEE BY COUNSEL ON BEHALF
OF TnE REPUBLICANS.

"Wo charge as true, and propose to prove,
on behalf of the Republicans, the following

First That the late election in this State
was, at certain polls and in certain precincts
and parishes, made null and void in law by
violence and intimidation, occasioned by and
consisting of secret conspiracies, leagues and
armed bands of briganda known as "bull-
dozers," who have inflicted upon white and
colored Republicans whippings, shootings,
hangings, burnings, mutilations, assassina-
tions, and in many instances have perpe-

trated murder and massacre; that by these
means a condition of terror has beenproduced
among the Republicans m certain sections of
the State, which had continued for a period
of more than twelve months prior to the late
election.

Second That the election law of this State
was enacted to meet a similar coniUtion of
affairs which had occurred in 186S; that the
law declares an election held under such con-

ditions to be null and void, and the votes
pretended to be cast under the insecurity,
danger, fear and terror thus occasioned to be
null and void; that the Law vests the return-
ing officera of the State with power to in-

quire into and examine tho facts where such
condition of affairs is charged, and to ascertain
the truth of such charges, and, if proven, to
declare the nullity of such election, and carry
into effect such nullity by rejecting and re-

fusing to count the pretended vote so made
null and void; and that this election law is
righteous, just and necessary.

Third That the returning officers did so

examine and inquire according to law, and
did find that certain parishes and polls the
election was made null and void by the causes
above recited; and that the returning officers,
as commanded by law, did declare this nulli-

fy, and did reject and refuse to count the pre-
tended votes thus made null in the locahtie3
thus made terrorized by brigands and bull-

dozers.
Fourth That at the recent election from

twelve to fifteen thousand Republi 'iui voters
who were desirous of voting, and who made
earnest and diligent efforts to vote tin- - Re-

publican ticket, were put in fear of the.r lives
and terrified by those systematic outrages so
that they were driven from the polls and pre-
vented from voting, and that from five to six
thousand Republican voters were by the same
means forced against their will and through
fear to vote the Democratic ticket.

Fifth That in said election the right of
sixteen to twenty thousand colored persons to
vote was by these means denied and abridged.

'New Orleans, December 19. Several

witnesses were examined to-ds-y, the testi-
mony elicited being much cf the same story
of Republican intimulatioii by threats and
persecution as was related by former wit-
nesses. William Maywell, among other
things of pretty much the same character,
testified that lie was told that if he voted the
Democratic ticket he would lie nont to the
penitentiary at Baton Rouge.

Jerrv Hall, colored, testified that the
colored preachers said no Democratic colored
man should be recognized by his colored
brethren. Almost all the colored people be-

long to some church, and preachers have an
undoubted influence over them. Ruford
Blount, State senator and baptist bishop, said
ho would refuse to perform the marriage
ceremony for colored Democrats; would re-

fuse to baptize them; would excommunicate
them, and that voting the Democratic ticket
would justify a wife in getting a divorce.

General Thomas C. Anderson, of the re-

turning board, submitted a long statement of
his reasons for not 'bringing the documents
called for by the subpoena, but the commit-
tee declined to receive it.

In IVnahliiston City.
"Washington. December 19. The senate

of privileges and elections be-

gan y theinvestigationof the alleged in-

eligibility of General D. M. Frost, the Demo-
cratic Presidential elector of the third Mis-ou- ri

district. Thomas Throupman, a mem-
bers of the Missouri electoral college testified
that General Frost was not at the meeting of
the college when the vote for President and

nt of the United States was cast,
and the college filled the vacancy by electing
Legrango Atwood to act in the place of Gen-
eral Frost. C. E. Stifi'l. the Republican can-
didate for elector in the third district ap-

peared, and claimed the right to cast his vote
on the ground that General Frost was ineli-
gible. He presented liis claims to the college
m writing and they were tabled. The action
of the college in tilling vacancies was in ac-

cordance with the laws of Missouri. Charles
E. Sliifel testified that ho made a demand on
Governor Hardin to give him a certificate of
election as Presidential elector for the third
district, as ho had received the highest num-
ber of votes of any person eligible to
the office in the district. He filed with the
governor papers setting forth his claims, and
showing that General Frost was ineligible.
The governor stated that he had issued
a certificate of election to General
Frost, but he ordered the secretary of
state to give him (Stifel) a certificate of the
official vote of the third district. General
George II. Shields, chairman of the Republi-
can btate central committee, corroborated
Mr. Stifel's testimony. The
also examined Secretary of State Kelsey,
of New Jersey, relative to the ineligibility of
Benjamin iliiams, but nothing new was
elicited.

Morrissey. John Kellev, Smith M. "Weed, jr.,
and W. D. Pelton. The chairman said he
could not entertain this resolution in its pres-
ent shape.as they were only empowered to in-

quire as to the cities of New York, Brooklyn,
Jersey City and Philadelphia. Messrs. "Wells
and M'Dougall argued that the resolution
should pass in its present shape, as they had
information that many dispatches were sent

in cvpher. it motkrs of Mr. Watkhil a
snbstitnte ras iwkftted: the Republicans
voting against it. providing that siibptenaes
be issued requiring th president or other
officers of the Western Union ami Atlantic
and Pacific telegraph companies to produce
all telegrams sent or reonved by toe sanv
parties relating to fraudulent registration and
fratHhiknt voting at the election of Presiden-
tial electors or members of congress in the
cities above named. It wai then agreed to
consider the sulntitute till which
time the committee adjourned.

General Crook's Annual Itcport.
Washington, LVeeraber 19. General

Crook's annual report says the miners in the
Black Hills did not violate the Sioux treaty
until long after the Indians had ceased to re-

gard it, and they have not suffered as much
from the Sioux since they went to the hills as
they did while living on the bonier. L'e also
calls attention to the fact that hL command
of lew tlian one thousand men fought and
beat Sitting Bull's band in the battle of the
Rosebud several weeks previous to General
Custer's disaster. He seems to think the
government had treated the Sioux with un-

paralleled liberality, which they have repaid
by nuils along the border of the reservation,
limited only by the endurance of their pomes.
