Frelcht Trains! Attacked by IndiansTwo 3ten Killed and their llodleHorribly 3Iutilatcd.

Chetexne, December 20. A dispatch
from Hot Creek, Wyoming, says: " Four
freight trains, accompanied by five men, were
attacked by Indians m their camp, on Indian
creek, six miles north of this place, about
nine o'clock last night. Three of the party
escaped, and arrived here barefoot-
ed end half clothed. A detachment of sol-
diers and a party of citizens repaired to the
scene of the fight early this morning, and
found the bodies of the two men B. C. Ste-
phens, of New York, and a German named
Fritz, from Colorado horribly mutilated with
a butcher's cleaver, taken from one of the
wagons. The contents of the wagons were
scattered over the groundy with flour and corn
left in piles as it had been emptied from th
sacks Two horses were miss.ng.

The Yew Charter for Ht.Xiouis Counted
In.

St. Locis, December 20. The commis-
sioners who for the past two or three weeks
have been recounting the vote cast hist Au-
gust for the adoption or rejection of the
scheme to separate the city from the county,
and a new charter for the city, concluded
their labors y, and will report the result
to the circuit court in a day or two. Their
count of the vote cast is about one thousand
less than returned by the judges of election,
and they found many fraudulent- - votes cast
and counted. Deducting these votes from
the aggregate, the scheme and charter were
carried by a handsome majority. AVhether
these fraudulent votes will be thrown out is
forjudge Gottschalk, of the circuit court, to
decide, as the commissioners have only minis-
terial powers. There were also many other
ballots cast, the legality of which will depend
on the decision of the court. .

The St. I,ouI. Gas Suit.
St. Locis, December 20. It was men-

tioned in these dispatches a week or two ago
that Edwin O'HafRn, of a
stockholder in the St Louis gaslight company,
had applied to the United States circuit court
for an injunction to restrain the circuit court
of this county from taking further action in
the suit of the city against the gas company.

The
contest in this State last summerand fall was,
on the part of the Democracy and Conserva-
tives, eminently fair and open. There is no
motive, and, as I am sure, there is no purpose
to depart from tliat policy.

Can't Go Behind the Record.
Editors Aiteal I have read with great

interest Judge Black's letter hi your issue of
the twelfth, but would like, with all due hu
mility, to point out where I think it is weak.
1 leel quite satisfied tliat the returning board
of Louisiana has been guilty of great frauds,
but I don't think that Judge Black makes
out his case that congress has the right to
correct these frauds. I agree with him that
a reasonable construction of the constitution
mves consrress, or its appointees, the right to
count the electoral votes, after the president
of the senate lias opened them, and also the
right to be satisfied that tlie electoral, returns
are signed by the proper State officials re- -

lured by law; but behind that I Jo not think
Sley have any right to go, nor do I think that
the framers of the constitution ever intended
congress to have the right to throw out the
legally certiiied electoral votes oi a state.
In case of fraud on the part of a governor or
returning board of any State, in connection
with the Presidential election, it appears to
me the only remedy is in the State legisla-
ture, or in the courts. If these fail, then all
1 can say is, tliat it is a weakness in the
American system, and a. weakness in the sys
tem of States rights. Unfortunately, the
present case has been complicated by an un-

due interference of the Federal power, but I
scarcely think this wrong can be remedied by
the additional wrong of congress interfering
in State affairs. Tlie true remedy ap-
pears to be for congress to control
the Federal power by new and more
explicit enactments, if necessary, and
leave the States to take car-!- of themselves,
and I think tlu3 plan is more in consonance
with tlie spirit of the constitution than any
other. If Grant has exceeded his powers,
impeach him. If he has kept within the let-

ter, but exceeded the spirit of the law, which
I believe to be the true stato of the case, have
the laws made more explksi and ry-- t' se

quent comparison is made with England, but
i think tlie comparisons all fail, from the sim-
ple fact that there is no such thing ns States
rights there, and parliament is supreme over
everything except the law courts (and over
them also in a sense, but not more so than
congress). It may bo ihterestihsr, by the
way, to your readers to know that election
disputes in England are now settled by the
law courts, and not by the honse of commons,
M foEr.cny.

Repeal the City Charter.
Editors Appeal For more than a year

I have urged tlie total repeal of our city
charter.and the resolving of the inhabitants of
Memphis back into the body of Shelby coun-
ty as the one effectual method of saving the
people from the swift confiscation and ruin
about to be visited upon them by remorseless
creditors. Many have ddubted if this could
be done, saying the courts would disregard
it and compel the levy of taxes despite any
legislative action. Let us see. Tlie supreme
court of Tennessee have repeatedly affirmed
the power of the legislature to repeal munic-
ipal charters. The city of Memphis is a
municipal or public corporation As T,

rrom a private corporation,
municipal or public grants of franchises are
always subject to the control ot the legisla-
tive power for the purpose of amendment,
modification or entire revocation. 5 Heis-ke- l,

527. "Tlie creation of municipal cor-
porations and ' the conferring upon them of
certain powers and subjecting them to cor-

responding duties does not deprive the legis-
lature of the State of that complete control
of their citizens which was before possessed.
It still has authority to amend their charters,
enlarge or diminish their poweiy. extend or
limit their boundaries'; consolidate two or
more into one; overrule their action
whenever it is deemed unwise; im-

politic or unjust, and even abolish them
altogether in the legislative discretion. The
rights and franchises of such a corporation
being granted for the purposes of tne gov-
ernment, can never become such vested
rights as against the State; that they cannot
be taken away, nor does tbe charter consti-
tute a contract in Uie, sense of the constitu-
tional nrorision tfhich prohibits the oblisra- -
tion of contracts being violated." . Cooley's
constitutional Limitations, 192. In support
ot the loregomg proposition, Judge Cooley
quotes numerous judicial decisions. Thepow- -

better and cheaper government. Now, sup-
pose for the sako of argument, this revo-
cation of the charter should be pronounced
by the courts void, still there would be no
election of mayor and council, no municipal
officers upon whom a mandamus tojevy, taxes
could operate. The function of a mandamus
is to compel an officer, or a corporation to do
that which by law they are authorized to
do without compulsion; but if there is no
officer, and no organization of tlie corpora-
tion, the mandamus becomes nugatory and
valueless for want of a subject. The court
cannot appoint a mayor and council, nor can
it levy a tax .and collect it through a receiver
or other officer. This is well settled. The
Louisiana legislature created a board of levee
commissioners for Madison and Carroll

with power to construct levees, issue
payment, and levy taxes to pay prin-

cipal and interest. There was no repeal of
the 'corporation the law of its being

in force but the
signed to evade the levy of the tax, and
Heine, a holder of the bonds and coupons,
brought suit in equity in the United States
court to compel the levy of a tax to pay them.
In that case court of the United
States said: "The power we are here asked
to exercise is the very delicate one of taxation.
This power belongs in this country to the leg-
islative sovereignty, State or national. In
the case before us, the national sovereignty
has nothing to do with it; the power must be
derived from the legislature of the State. So
far as this case is concerned, the State has
delegated the power to the levee commission-
ers. If that body has ceased to exist, the
remedy is in the legislature either to assess
the tax by special statute, or vest the power in
some other tribunal. It
as in the exercise of an original jurisdiction,
in any Federal court. It is unreasonable
to suppose that the legislature would
ever select a Federal court for that
purpose. It is not only no one of the inher-
ent powers of the court to levy and collect
taxes, but it is an invasion, by the judiciary
of the Federal government, of the legislative
functions of the State government. It is a
most extraordinary request, and a compliance
with it would involve consequences no less
out of the way of judicial procedure, the end
of which no wisdom can foresee.'' 19 Wal-
lace, G61. In tlie same case the court said:
"It is the experience of every day and of all
men that debts are created which are never
paid, though the creditor has exhausted all
the resources of the law. It is a misfortune
which, in tlie imperfection of human nature,
often admits of no redress. The holder of a
corporation bond must, in common with
other men, submit to tins calamity when the
law affords no relief." 19 Wallace, 660.
In" the case of Burkley rs. the levee commis-
sioners of Madison and Carroll parishes, re-

cently decided, tho supreme court of the
United States savs: "If there be a iudsrment
against the corporation, a mandamus will not
Ue to enforce the assessment of taxes for its
payment, for want of officers upon whom to
serve the process." Having thus shown there
is a way to save ourselves from impending
rum, 1 will m a luture communication en-

deavor to show tliat we ought to take that
way promptly, and will offer some objections
to the proposed alterations of the city charter
offered by the committee of the council, and
some objections to Mayor Flippin's plan.

Steamer Slontana Rurned.
San Fkancuco, December 19. Captain

Douglass, of the steamer Montana, telegraphs
that the Montana, which left this port on the
second instant, arrived at Guyaraas on the
fourteenth, and left at half-pa- st ten o'clock.
An hour after a fire was discovered coming up
the midship ventilator, and in five minutes
the ship was ablaze. The captain ran her
ashore two miles inside of Cape Laro in order
to save the passengers and crew. No lives
were lost, and nothing on board was saved.
Among the passengers on board were Lieu-
tenant King, of the United States army, and
a number of recruits for the military posts in
Arizona. Quarters have been arranged for
them at Guyamas, and the authorities there
tender every assistance. The American
counsel has provided for the passengers and
crew. The ship burned to the water's edge.
The Montana was a wood-scre- w steamer, of
one thousand tons; was built at Bath, Maine,
in 1865, and valued at seventy thousand dol-

lars; insured for sixty thousand dollars,
divided among a number of companies. She
had a valuable cargo on board when she left
this port, but much of the freight consigned
to Mexican ports was discharged before the
disaster. Tho cargo at that time consisted of
some goods for gulf and Colorado-rive- r ports,
forty-seve- n thousand dollars worth of com-
missary stores, and eight thousand dollars
worth of quartermaster s stores, for rnilitary
points in Arizona.

Washington, December 20. Senator

HitchcooK introduced a bill supplemental to
the act for the apportirnment of representa-
tives in congress among the several States
accordingwlhe ninth census. Referred to
the committee oh privilegcs and elections. It
provides for an additional representative in
congress froni the State of Nebraska.

Tne senate reconsidered the tote by which
the bill to establish the Territory of Pembina
was ordered to third reading, and passed on
the eighth of August last. The name ot the
new lerritory, which is to be organized out
of a portion of the present Territory of Da-

kota, ws then changed from Pembina to
Huronfnd the bill passed.

Thd chair Laid before the seriate a commu-
nication from the.secretary of war, inclosing
the report of Major Cottistock;, corps of engi-
neers, showing the condition of the work of
improving the South Pass of the Mississippi
river. Ordered printed and laid on the table.

Senator Wright gave notice that on Friday
morning, immediately after the morning
hour, he would move to take up the senate
bill, declaring the true intent and meaning
of the Union Pacific railroad acts, approved
July 1, 1862, July 2, 1864, and July 3, 1866.

The pension appropriation bill was passed
with the amendment of Senator Davis,

The discussion upon the resolution of Sena-

tor Mitehellj authorizing an investigation as
to the appointment of Mr. Cronin as Presi-
dential elector in Oregon, was then resumed.

Senator Bagy resumed nis argument where
he left off yesterday, questioning the consti-
tutionality of returning boards, which he
characterized as a new invention, and their
action of no effect in law.

Senator Eaton also participated in the
debate. He . argued, that every bal-
lot cast. for Watts was no more than a
blank piece of-- ' papei1, and the govern-
or of Oregon, taking that view of the case,
saw his way clear to give Cronin the certifi-
cate, as every vote given for Cronin was a
proper and legal vote. By a strict "construc-
tion of the law of Oregon the certificate of
election to Cronin was right and proper,
though he Eaton thought the governor
should have certified to the election of two
irien and only two ihen. He Eaton would
not vote to place in the Presidential chair a
candidate of the Democratic party upon tlie
vote of the Democratic elector in Oregon.

Senator Sherman said that if Governor
Hayes should become satisfied that he had
not a majority of the legal votes of Florida
and Louisiana, he would not accept the office
of President. If it should be clear that Gov-

ernor Hayes had not received that majority,
he Sherman would not have him accept tlie
office. The discussion was not concluded,
and the senate went into executive session
and soon after adjourned.

HOUSE.
Tlie speaker stated that lie had informa-

tion tlia, there were gentlemen in the city
who were bearers to the people of this coun-
try ofa Communication from the Irish nation,
congratulating the American people upon this
their centennial year. Mr.Hotman there-
upon asked unanimous consent to offer a res-

olution reciting that Mr. J. O'Connor Power,
M..P., had been deputized to present to the
people of the United States the congratula-
tions of the Irish nation on the centennary of
American independence, and referring the
subject of his mission to the committee on
foreign affairs, with instructions to report
what action should be taken in the premises.
After a short discussion the resolution was
adopted.

The report of the judiciary committee on
the question of the power of committees to
compel the productiqji of telegrams was
made. The report asserts that right. A res-

olution offered by Mr.Hurd.from the minori-
ty committee, makes the same assertion, but
requires a description of the telegram to be
given. A substitute for both of them has
been offered by Mr. Knott, chairman of the
judiciary committee, declaring that tele
graphic communications have no more privi-
lege than oral or other communications, and
must be produced when called for.

A long discussion ensued. Among the no-

table speeches made was one by Mr. Garfield,
protesting that the telegraph should be as
sacred as the postoffice; and one by Mr. Hew-
itt, declaring that the sanctity of the post-offi-

was more imaginary than real, as his
rilewitt'sl letters had been constantly opened
m tlie New York postoffice.

Mr. Hewitt went on to say that, while he
subscribed to the doctrine that the private
communication of individuals should be pro
tected, he wished to say on this occasion that
there was no purpose on the Democratic side
to prevent the telegrams being opened freely
on ooth sides; and he thanked heaven that
there was no communication bearing his name
that he was not willing and would not be
clad to have published; and he had already
authorized the president of the Western
Union telegraph company to. produce every
telegram bearing his signature. Applause.

JMr. Uarheld suggested that it was the duty
of the gentleman Hewitt to ask for an in-

quiry, and he Garield would assist him
in it.

Mr. AVood iN. "i.l favored the report of
the committee, and opposed Mr. Hurd's
amendment as being tantamount to a defeat
of the Louisiana investigation. Finally the
iiurd resoiunon, requiring tne suppcena to
describe the specific telegrams to be produced,
was defeated yeas 94, nays 122 and Mr.
Knott s substitute was adopted without divi-
sion.

Mr. Piatt then asked unanimous consent to
offer a resolution for an inquiry into the
charges made by Mr. Hewitt against the New
York postoffice, but objection was made by
Mr. Luttrell.

On motion of Mr. Phillips the senate
amendment of the house bill lor the sale of
certain lands in Kansas was

Mr. Chittenden asked leave to introduce
and have referred to the banking committee
a bill for funding the legal-tend- notes, but
objection was made by Mr. Holman's bill,
which provides first, that the secretary of the
treasury be, and is hereby authorized to
withdraw, as soon as tlie necessary prepara-
tions can be made, the legal-tend- er notes of
the United States whenever presented by
the holdors thereof, and issue therefor dollar
for dollar, face-val- coupon, or registered
bonds of the United Stares, in tlie spirit of
the original legal-tende- r act; provided that
the bonds authorized by this act shall be pay
able in gold at the expiration of forty years
from the first of January, 1877, and bear
interest at the rate of four per cent, per
annum, payable quarterly in gold. Second,
that the bonds authorized by this act shall be
available for deposit in the treasury of the
United States for banking purposes, under
the provisions of the various laws relating to
national banks. Third, that legal-tend-

notes, received in exchange for bonds under
this act, shall be destroyed under such regu
lations as the secretary sf the treasury may
provide.

A conference report on the bill to provide
for the expenses of the investigating com-
mittees was made by Mr. Holman, which was
discussed and agreed to.

THE L.ITTJLE ROCK FIRE.

Additional Particulars of the I.a8t At-
tempt to Rnrn the City of Roses

Losses and Insurance, Etc.

Little Rock, December 20. Last night's"
terrible conflagration was brought under con-

trol between eleven and twelve o'clock. The
flames, by the exertions of the fire depart-
ment, were confined to the Miller & Penzel
block. The loss is estimated at 160,000; in-

surance less than half the amount. The
block is a three-stor- y brick, extending from
Markham to Elm street, fronting on Mark-ha- m

seventy-fiv- e feet. It was owned by
Fred Kramer, and valued at The
three adjoining bnck buildings, owned by the
same party, which were razed to prevent a
spread, were worth $3000. The lodge room
of the Masonic bodies, in the third story,
could not be entered, and the loss was com-
pletefrom $3000 to $5000. Jones, M'Dow-
ell & Co. lose about $40,000; Miller & Pen-
zel covered about $90,000 stock and
wilipoEe heavily. The insurance is as fol-

lows: Miller k Penzel block, $5000 in the
Fire Association and $5000 in the Girard, of
Philadelphia; on Miller & Penzcl's stock,
$2500 in the Franklin, of St. Louis; Jones,
Dowell & Co.'s stock, $2500 each in the
Royal Canadian and Amazon, of Cincinnati,
and $5000 in the Citizens', of St. Louis.
Within the past six weeks this city has lost
$350,000 from fires, the cause of any of
which is shrouded in mystery.

The epidemic of fires has caused intense
excitement in this city, which is now assum-
ing shape. The city council resumes its ses-

sion which was interrupted by the
alarm of last night. The officials will adopt
measures for the better protection of proper-
ty, and new fire appiratus has already been
ordered. To-nig- ht a large force of watch-
men has been employed by the property
owners, who will guard the business portion
of the city. It is believed by many, and
charged by the Evening Star of this date,
that incendiaries and thieves have banded to-

gether for the purpose of plunder, and that
vigilance committees should be organized and
the incendiaries hung. During last night's
fire an unsuccessful attempt was made to bum
the brick block owned by Mayor Fletcher, on
the comer of Main and Fourth streets. A
bale of cotton wa3 saturated with kerosene
oil and ignited. The insurance on the prop-
erty destroyed in last night's fire is as follows :
