STORY OFE AN AWFUL CBI![F

A Breton Peasant Guilty of Cruelly,
Crimes Against Natore, Attempted
Polsoning and Murder,

Exciting Seenes In Court with his Wife
and Daunghters—A Man with a
Soul 1o Save.

A murder trial has just taken place in
France that has excited vnusual attention.
From the character of the prisoner and the
natare of his crime, to say rmthm;, of the
difference of methods between the English
and French cmm,-r of justice, some interest
may be taken by Américan readersin the
cuse. Oliver Pembouet and his danghter
Jeanne were the prisoners. The manis a
well-to-do Dreton peasant living near St
Malo. His reputafion -was bad, as he had
been convicted of robbery, wus mspen:ted of
rocu'hlng, and had maimdained imcestuous re-
ations with his sister and two duughters,
Fmilie and Jeanne. The latter marned in
1566, then being twenty-three, a sailor
nmnﬁllmlqml who left her on discovering
her condact, and was drowned m 1569. Two
years later a dable young farmer,
Uelestin Lorre, married her, despite the ob-
Jections of his family, but after some little
while her father chased him nway with a
gun and took back the woman, who
coptinued to maintain her unnatural rels-
tions with him. Lorre, who was infatuated
with her, soon after inhierited some property
and mmduoced his wife toe returm to him. In
1374 he took sick mys teriously, but recov-
ereid, nnd last summer pifter t'.tting some stew
