| WOMEN IN THE PULFIT.

! Rev. Dr. ee Explains why He Thiaks

They Ought to be There, and
Freach and Teach After

| Thelr Own Way.

| New York World, Satanday. )

Rev. lsauc M. See, of the Wickliffee church,
who 18 upon trial for permitting women to
| preach from his pulpit, occupied the entire
| sc=sion_of the Newark presbytery yesterday
w making his defense, speaking thereon for
threw and & half bours. The matters con-
tained in the charge, he said, were such as
relathd to his relations as a chiristian minis-
ter and to the Lord Jesus Christ, the king
and head of all things in the church. The
women who had preached in his church were
jelegated to a national convention which was
being held gt Newark, and he had nothought
that any of the delegates proposed speaking
in his chapel until the day previous to thewr
appearing there. He had been glad to have
them there, for he was pleased to see
that the Lord had opened up a field
for his daughters in a sphere where
men had w0 signally failed; but in per-
miting this ocoupancy of s pulpit, he
had no thought of guing counter to the
wishes of the preshytery, Ftwue only after
prayerful consideration that his action had
boén taken, and it was not until his meeting
with [ir. Cruven on the suoceeding Wednes-
duy that ke had the least intimation that he
had done sught at which any of his brethren
conld take --S'"m-_-. In the month that had
sinct intervened all his blessed experience
with baptized women bad come up befors
him, and be could not, in the Light of his ex-
perience, regret his action. He belieyed that
women had ns much power in the teaching
of the holy gospel as he had himself. His
experience in the company of blessed baphized
women had been for t‘]t-n;mt twelve years in
attendanos on what were called *“Tuesday
meetings," at the house of Dr Palmer, in
the city of New York. Mm. Palmer he re-
wurded ps o woman of God, baptized of the
Holy Ghost for her work, A more noble life
than hers he did not think he ever saw, nor a
person of more personal power. He would
scarcely be willing to stand and preach when
he coufd not invite such a person as Mrs. Pal-
mer to stand and preach and teach the holy
gospel.  In those Palmer meetings he had
heard the grandest eloquence from female
lips. In relation to the bible teach-
mg, he would mﬁl the attunt‘ign of
the preshytery to the sage: “We are
oeather Greek, nor Jew, Bz:d nor free, mule
nor female,” and, 1n his opinion, woman was
the most vital portion of the house of God. It
was evident that ahe was coming into a wider
liberty than ever before; the events of the
past few vears would prove this to every un-
prejudiced mind—not to 4 Presbyterian mind,
pernaps, but to the mind that looks outside
of 4 narrow sectarian view. He .would not
yree her right to ordination, but he did claim
that she hed a right to stand, as any layman
might stand, u.ns preach either in pulpit or
pew, for the palpit, in his .opiion, was not
more sacred than a barrel-head ora side-
walk, With segard to the commands of
Paul, thal women should be silent in the
chiurches, Mr. See said that in those days
i Corinth there were babbling women, and
it wns probably such women that Panl had
reference to. There were also babbling wo-
men in the present day, as any one nuight
find iff they tried to get up a church fair or &
festival. The women of Corinth were of the
most, degraded type, which was sufficient
reason for Panl's mandate to them. The act
of which he stood charged was not forbidden
either in the book of discipline or in the con-
fossion of faith, and why should he promise
not to doit any more?

An American Prims Donns who Would
not Sing in * Traviata™ aad “Dom
Glovannl " Her Profeasional
Troubles Abroad,

Miss Emma Ablott (she still retams her
maiden pame on the stage) unexpectedly re-
turned from Eorope last week, after an ab-
sence of over four years, She accorded an in-
terview to a representative of the World last
evening, and taiked freely about hemself, evi-
dently being glad of an opportunity fo let the
many people of New York to whom she isin-
debted for sympathy and assstance know
just what she has been domg. '*Yes, I've

on away a long time," said she, *'but 1
will tell you all about it."" She then explain-
ed thaf the thirty thousand francs given ber
by Dr. Chapin's church and & few other
friends were inadequate to the object of per-
fecting her volce to the degree short of
which she would not be satishod, and that
tha Baroness de Rothechild, who has been
in many ways a good friend, came to her as-
sistanes with eighteen thousand francs more.
Her teacher was the great Wortel, of Paris,
and she refused to leave him until she
felt she bhad overcome every fault

Dangers of the YMan-Traps Called First-

alive, was only . sardonically practical way
of illustrating the curious tendency of John
Ball to fashion bimself upon Charles Lamb's
Chinese mandarins, who went on for years
setting fre to a village whenever they wanted
to eat & ronst pig. A story which wo extracted
the other day from our latest London fles,
shows that the witty canon of St. Paul’s worked
little chiunge in the minds of his countrymen by
his wit. respectable passenger E‘me ap
from Liverpool took kis seat in a finst-cluss
rallway carriage at the Lime street stabion.
Just as the trmn was about to start, two mare

srsons entared the same cempartment.

expected to halt. “The communication
cord,” which runs on the ontside
of the car under the eaves, and can-
not be reached by the passengers with-
out stretching out of the windows, of course,
was of little use to & man lying on his back,
with & raving lunatic on his breast and a
knife at his throat, and his lifé was only saved
by what seems n merciful dispemsation of
Providence. If this story was a single in-
stance of this sort of thing, we should pass it
over in silence, but it is one of a hundred
aimilar cases which have occurred and are oc-
curring constantly in  England. Now,
what do we American readers suppose were
the reflections educed by such an in-
cident from the Englsh newspapers?
We venture to say that ninety-pine out
of every hundred Americans, if asked this
question, would reply, ““Give up the use of
ose uncomfortable man-traps, miscalled
railway carnages, and adopt the Americin
ear, or some modification of it, so that help
may be had in uch times of need or in cases
which happen still more often—where a por-
s0m I8 sm‘l enly taken ill." Stuff! No such
commonplaces and olvious conclusion 18
reached by our English cousins. They hope
“that the railway company will compensate
the injured man," who earns his living by
writing, “for the loss of his thumb, and
they think that really “the eervants of rail-
wiy companies shonld see that the passengers
are of a quiet and respectable character,”
while mildly insinuating that ** there are cir-
** enmstances when the officials cannot tell
** whether passengers are liable to be danger-
“ous or not.”" English tastes and customs
are go inconsistent with the plan of putting
forty passengers into a car, instead of eight,
that the change is not to be considered for a
moment. They prefer to run these horrible
rirks, and to conserye their old mandarm tra-
ditions. It might have been supposed that
England had been brought so close to Ameri-
ca by means of steamships and telegraph ca-
bles, that she wonld wake up some day
to the fact that although the Umted States

are but half civilized, theréd may nevertheless |

be found in our railway carriages, onr meth-
ods of honse bathing, and house-lighting by
menns of gas, and even in a few other partic-
ulars, certain improvements which John Buil
eould safely adopt without fear of overturning
everything estublished by Magna Charta. It
is true that the Pullman ear seemsio be grad-
ually forcing iteelfinto notice in England, and

by the beginming of the next century muy come |

fully into use. In the -neantime every man who
enters a railway-carrage on a great English
line had better, if ke 1s an Americun, be pre-
pared to shoot his opposite neighor at sight
upon cbserving anything pecaliar in his eye
or the cut of his ib. If he ic an English-
man, he may at least consola himszelf by re-
membering how many chances there always
are against any given man’s having his
watch and purse thrown out of wmdow and
his throat cut on a given day in a given vear,
by & madman of whom *‘the railway officials
conld not tell whether he was dangerous or
not,”” and whom they accordingly thrust into
the first open compartment.

Watertown, New York, and Tallahassee,
Florida, are about as remote fiom one
ancther as they can possibly be; but both are
—or were—Republican towns,  In November
the Republieans carried Watertown by one
hundred and forty-seven; they have carried
Tallahassoe every year since the war. The
charter elections this week showed ‘‘heawvy
Democratic gains;'’ 6o heavy, in fact, as to
overcome the Republican majorities and elect
our candidates. We doubt very much if the
Republicans would care to “fight the battle
o'er again,” even if they were allowed to
“change kings."'
