A Substitute for Gas,

The proposed electric light, according to a
writer who has evidently given the matter at-
tention, ie in use at the present time at sev-
eral of the large railway stations in France
and in many of the manufactories in England,
France and Germany, and is being :-aplrﬂ)
adopted on the Frencn government steamers
and on the locomotives in Russin. A great
objection to this light for street  illumination
has bean its unendurable brilliancy. Ths,
he says, is a tronble easily avoided. Itis
proposed to place this light in a reflector so
as to concentrate its beams in the direction re-
quired, without waste; and if a ground plate-
glass, six feet in diameter, be placed twenty-
five feet in front of the light, its appearance
w;IJ be like that of a large moon intensified to

a degree as high as poesible, without injury
t.u the eyes. The wnter also asserts, in order
to give some idea of the power of this light,
that that at Souter Point lighthouse, three
miles below the mouth of the river Tyne,
throws a concentrated beam equal to eight
hundred thousund candle power, while thoue
at ‘:ou!h Foreland, ut Dungeness,
nt Cape Le Hive and other European
hghthuuzes. are not far imferior,
and all this light is produced by the con-
sumption of one mch per hour of the carbon
points, which cost but one and one-fourth
cents per inch, together with the aid of a six-
horse power su_'am-euaine. These lights are
enid to be adapted to theaters and large
rooms, The distorted effect of gashght upon
color 18 entirely obviated by the electric light,
ull colors upp(:an as natural as in sunlight.
Une of these ts would illuminate the
largest stage m inconceivable brilliancy,
while by the employment of an extra lamp
&ver the audstunnm the light could be
“switched™ to that t while the curtain is
down, and the audience would not only be
basking in sunlight, but their minds wounld
be forever at rest so far as the horrors of an
impending conflagration are concerned.
