-- 3l Good. Democratic Majority.

About one-thir- d of the credentials of mem-

peared, each certified to by a rival governor.
Should Clerk Adams decide to follow this rule
the next house would organize without Flori-
da, Louisiana and South Carolina. Taking as
a basis the table recentlv tmblished in the
TforM, this would make the first ballot on
the election for speaker one hundred and forty-fo- ur

Democrats to one hundred and thirty-thre- e

Republicans, exclusive of New Hamp-
shire, and the result in that State would not
change the Democratic majority even if all
three districte were Republican. By many
Republicans indisposed to regard the verifica-
tion of tho votes already cast as enough to de-
termine tlie result, the composition of the next
house by States has been'a subject for consid-
erable speculation. Excluding the delegations
where- - two governors claim to have the power
to the State delegations will
stand sixteen Democratic to eighteen Repub-
lican.

livered to the committee? If everything has
been fair and square, there is, of course noth-
ing to conceal. If this was a proposition to
expose the secrets and business of private
persons, and to rantre through the telegraph
offices indiscriminately as Ben Butler did,
without objection from his political friends, or
any impediment from the company, then it
might be viewed quite differently. Glaring
and outrageous frauds have been perpetrated
in three States. There is an audacious at-

tempt to steal them, and to.elect a President
over tho votes of the people by returning
boards. The question before the country is,
were these frauds prompted, aided or sanc-
tioned by Zach Chandler and the public men
who had charge of, or who largely

in, the campaign for Hayes? That infor-
mation belongs to the people, in order that
they may decide for themselves whether the
elc tion has been carried fraudulently or fair-
ly.

did not know what for. Rev. A. Watson,
William H. Hill and George Robertson, all
colored, testified that they were Democrats,
and that the election was peaceful and quiet.
The senate of which Mr.
Wadleigh is chairman, examined Andrew
Harrison, colored, of East Baton Rouge,-whos- e

testimony showed that while the ne-

groes of the parish were Republicans from
choice, many of them have oeen forced to
vote the Democratic ticket through threats
and fear; that he had been told if ne did not
vote with the Democrats he would be relieved
from carrying the mails, while others had
been told ifhe did not he would be hung; he had
voted the Democratic ticket in consequence.
He gave two instances where colored men
had been hung up and nearly killed for re-

fusing to join the Democrats, and said that
the regulators were originally organized
as asserted, to prevent stealing, but subse-
quently turned into bulldozers. He narrated
at considerable length the breaking up of a
Union Rights colored club, at Mount Vernon,
in June, and the riot which ensued.
George Brown, of the same parish, was
driven from home and afraid to return on ac-
count of being a Republican, and denied that
the ritual of tlie Umon Rights club required
the member to shoot negroes after their third
refusal to join, as published in the New Or-
leans Democrat. P. A. Triplett, col-

ored, corroborated the breaking up of
the club by the Democrats.

Washington, colored, detailed several
acts of violence by bulldozers, and gave, with
great reluctance, the names of the leaders,
and in conclusion asked the committee what

Senator M'Donald said that
if any one molested him to report them to
the committee and they would bo punished.

Nobody has any right, says the
Dispatch, to impugn the independecce and

sembly. Could not the members of that body
meet m caucus and in a spirit of comity, con-

cession and perfect fairness, having the wel-
fare of our people alone in view, settle the
question of United States senator? Could
not the two houses dispose, of much of their
separate preliminary miaine in the same
wav. so as to clear the decks for th' i
.nous. ones tiou-of- - "What must we Uoto'be
saved?"

Tlie speakers of the two houses
and the comptroller, treasurer and secretary
of state and, what is of tttrmnount impor-

tance, the selection from among OUT citizens
of two senators to represent Tennessee, with
fidelity and ability, so as to reflect honor upon
her abroad and to secure for her peace and
prosperity at home. It is the duty of the
legislature to make these selections with all
the light they can gather from every quarter,
with a due feeling of a deep responsibility to
the people of Tennessee for the manner in
which they discharge their trust. Tlie repre-
sentatives represent the people, of the State.
In their hands are confided their business in-

terest, their welfare, and their honor and
pride as a people, in being represented well
and creditably abroad, and served well
abroad and at home. Hence the representa-
tives should come to the consideration of
these du'esllons without personal bias and
sympathies, thoroughly impressed with their
responsibility to their constituents to do
that which time and events will prove the
best to be done. There is a deep feeling
that we must have tho very best men, those
most capable of representing Tennessee well
aud honorably. It is our business to reflect
that sentiment; it is the business of the legis-

lature to find out who are the best agents for
doing the work, and to elect them. If they
do that they will-hav- universal commenda-
tion; if not, they will meet with condemna-
tion.
