WHAT WOULD FOLLOW TILDEN'S
INAUGURATION.

The overthrow of the fraud by which it i=
proposed to elect Hayes, and the inanguration
of Tilden as President of the United States,
will be the signal for the general restoration
of confidence with which will come peace and
prosperity. Idle capital will seek legitimate
chanmels; idle workmen will find work; busi-
ness will resume an  activity unknown; sec-
tional strifes, which the Radicals have fos-
tered, will be forgotten in a genernl era of
National bharmony, and the country will
bound forward with renewed impetus. Such
will be the result of the overthrow of the con-
spirators. In every part of the country we
hear the same unvarying cry that business is
virtually paralyzed; times are hard:
and constantly growing harder; money is
scarce and constantly growing scarcer. There
never were as many persons out of employ-
mont as now; never as much financial em-
barrassment among all classes; never as
much uncertainty and distrust in every de-
partment of commercial and industrial enter-
prise. This unfortunate condition of affuirs is
partly attributable to other causes besides the
political situation; but were it not for that sit-
uation and the doubt and danger which ac-
company it, there would be a cheering pros-
pect of brighter and better days. To suppose
that the peaceful inauguration of a President
who is no President will be a panucea forall
our ills is snpremely ridiculous, The remedy
will aggravate insiead of cure the disense,
Instead of pouring oil upon the troubled
waters, it will be oil poured into an already
fiercely-buming fire. We firmly believe that
if Tilden obtains the office to which he bas
been elected the nation will specdily enjoy
the peace and prosperity 1t so sadly needs;
and we just as firmly believe that if Hayes ob-
tains the office to which he was not elected
national peace and prosperity will be post-
poned imdefinitely, if not forever.

APPEALING TO THE PEOPLE.

Despairing of the inauguration of Tilden,
many Democrats give up the contest, and
philosophucally appeal to the people for re-
dresa. Ths reliance would be like leaning
upon & broken reed, as it is truthfolly shown
by a cotemporary that “‘four years from now
the parties would guther up their strength
for a great struggle, and the contest would
be far more bitter even than the lsst. The
Republicans would probably be beaten, as
they were last year, but by more decisive ma-
Jorities, What of it? This year it was easy,
with no previous prepamtion, to tarn the
electoral vote of two States by means of the
manipulation of the returning boards, They
voted for Tilden; they were counted for
Hayes. What is there to prevent three or
four, or, if necessary, half a dozen States
being tormed at the mnext elec-
tion, if npecessary, to keep power in
the hbands of the Hepublican party?
The same men who have carmied out
this infamous conspiracy would still be at the
head of the government, and would probably
have been preparing for such an emergency
during all the next four years. The army of
officeholders would have increised by thon-
sande—it grew under Grant fully twenty
thousand—the armiy and navy would be stall
more completely under Republican control,
and all the vast power of the administration
could be swayed for one purpose. How does
the fuir-minded citizen ..ke this prospect?
Would this be anything but a corrupt dese-
potism under the name of a republic? Why

would it not be the best for all honest catizens
to say now that this wrong must not be car-

PERTINENT QUESTIONSN.

The New York Nation, anable independent
paper with Republican proclivities, scouts the
iden that because & certain amount of intimi-
dation occurred Louisiana elections
honest voters should be disfranchised. *If
intimidation,” says the Nation, *‘is to come
in, as a factor, in deciding what are the true
returns of an election, no rule can be laid
down for estimating its value.” Apply the
remark to cases of fraud and it will be found
aqually pertinent, inasmuch as “‘the amount
of intimidation’'—or fraud—"necessary to
vitiate the gross contents of a ballot-box must
always be matter of uncertainty.” And
again: *What kind and amount of intimida-
tion"—or fraud—"are sufficient to justify
the disfranchisement of persons who
have taken no. part in the intimidation™ or
fraud? “In cases where intimidation has
been mutual, ought an account of plus and
minus to be kept and a balance struck?”
The questions pieres the very core of the ex-
travagunt and disorganizing theory of those
who contend that because intimidation has
been alleged, or fraud practiced abthe polls,
all the honest votes are to be regarded as
tainted with intimidation or fraud and
thrown out of the count. This is the plea of
the rascally returning boards, and if it is tobe
understood that honest votes are to be dis-
carded because dishonest votes were cast al
the same poll, and that the intention of timi
voters is to be taken for their act, and their
votes counted as if they had cast them, we
may as well have no elections at all and let
“returning boards'" at all points imagine re-
sults and certify them.

LOOK AT THE PICTURE.

In Louisiana the returning board was com-
posed entirely of four Republicans, men of
the most infumous character, some of them
churgped with having served in the peniten-
tiary. There should have been, according to
law, one Democrat on the board, but the par-
jured thieves and scoundrels would not have
one. They went through the farce of eount-
ing the returns opealy. Then they locked

Governor's Message.

years, resulting in the investment of a large
amount of money in our State, many immi-
grants have been induced to come to the
State. They are gencrally people of sub-
stance, who il;lh' beon attracted E its fertile
soil and genial climate. The peovle have co-
operated with the State officials in encourng-
ing immigration, and their own peaceful and
hospitable disposition has furnished the argu-
ment and mducement to come to Tennesseo.

I recommend the repeal of the act appro-
priating $2000 to the bareau of immigration,
and the passage of an act requiring the com-
missioner of iculture, statistics and mines
to perform the duties of comumissioner of im-
migration, without adaitional compensation.

DRAWING MONEY FROM THE TREASURY.

I renew the following recommendation
muade 1o your predecessors:

Comptroller Burch, in his report to my pre-
decessor, calls attention to the requirements
of the constitution, that money shall only be
drawn from the treasury in consequence of
appropriation made by law. (Const. art. 2,
saction 24); and also to the requirements of
the code, that the comptroller shall, at stated
times, report *‘the unexpended balances of
the several appropriations,” Notwithstand-
ing this provision in the constitution, with a
legislative construction clearly indicated in
the code, it is believed that specific appropni-
ations are the exception, and that for many
vears the J»uh[ic moneys have been expended
without the authority contemplated by the
constitution. If that instrument is recorded
and required from the executive officers, the
legislature is enabled to see what amounts
may be necessury, and can place acheck upon
the expenditures by prescmbing a Limit be-
yond which they uh;.ﬁ) not go. The mere fact
that an appropriation is toq:- made requires
investigation of the amount necessary to be
set apart for the purpose, and promotes in-
quiry into former us well as present expendi-
tures, while the system now practiced does
nothing to insure a faithfu rformance
of this important duty. Jnder  the
present system the comptroller cozﬂlmna of
the extent of the discretion practically left to
him. He is to examine and adjust all ac-
counts and claims against the State, which
are by law to be paid out of the treasury.
(Code, 207, s.5.1.) With a proper system
nothing could be the subject of a warrant but
such as had been meluded mm some appropria-
tion made by law. The supreme court has
declared “‘that an indebtedness of the State
fixed and recognized by law, was payable out
of the treasury without a specific appropria-
tion."' Btill it is the duty of the gene as-
sembly to make specific appropnations for the
various purposes of the State, and relieve the
comptroller of the treasury of the discretion
now necessarily exercised by him.

CONVENTIONAL INTEREST.

I recommend the repeal of the law author-
i ornventicual rate of interest as high
as ten per cent.; the ﬁnwhmurmn-rr
single promise of its friends, and its repeal is
very generally demanded by the people of the
State,

THE PENITENTIARY AND THE LEASE,

The act of the legislature, approved March
22, 1875, provided for a lease of the State
prison and labor of the convicts for a period
of five years, if the highest bid offered was
“satisfactory to the governor and inspectors.”
Noetice of the proposed lease was duly made,
and proposals invited. Only three bids were
made; these were pronounced unsatisfactory,
and the whole subject remitted to the general
assembly. 1 transmit the report of the gov-
ernor and inspectors, with a detailed state-
mentof their action,  Subsequently 1 exten-
ded the lease, with the presentlessees, for the
period of eight months, for a rental of ten
thousand, one hundred and eighty-one dol-
lars und seventy-five cents, for eight hundred
convicts, and for any larger number the
rent to be proportionately increased.
Said lease ecan be  vaecate by either
of the contracting partios, at any time, on
giving thirty days notiea in writing., A copy
of the lease is herewith transmitted.

The present gystem of employing convict
labor is wrong; but | am not certain that the
general sentiment of the people of Tennes-
see is not in favor of it. The tax-payers
have been =0 heavily burdened in the past
with taxes levied to support this institubion,
that there is danger that they will acquiesce
in any policy, however unshaken or mis-
chievous it may be, that secures them from
taxation. If it is determined to lease the la-
bor of the convicts, no authority should be
given to the lessees to employ- the convicts
outside of the prison, unless it is done where
secure prisons can be provided, or upon the
islands of the Mississippi river, where escapes
are almost impossible. 1t has been suggested
that the State shonld employ the labor of the
conviets in building or repairing publie roads.
The State owes it to her citizens to employ
this labor 50 as to avoid competition with the
mechanics of the State; but it would be im-
possible to use it in the construction of roads
without taxing the people heavily for their
support, and g)r the support of a strong foree
of guards. Under the late lease, the lessees
were authorized to sub-let the labor of con-
victs to farm and ruilroad contractors, and
the result shows that a large number of them
have escaped in the face of the utmost watch-
fulness. 1 can suggest no plan for the em-
ployment of this labor that 13 not subject to
objection: but, under existing circumstances,
I do not see how another lease of the prison
can beavoided. If it is done, the employ-
ment of conviets outside of the prison should
be reduced to the iron and coal mines; and if
the lessees are required to employ all the
able-bodied  convicts, whose  punish-
ment will allow them to be worked
outside of the prison walls, in the mines,
this would embrace a large per cent. of the
labor, and will almost destroy anything like
competition with the mechanical labor of the
State. This plan will meet with the opposi-
tion of about three hundred respectable
miners now engaged in mining coal, but 0
long as the penitentiary system 1s maintained
the convicts must be employed at some man-
ual labor, and this will bring them in compe-
tition with the fewest nmmber, and will be
prodactive of the good result of cheupening
the price of coal and iron ore, and of stimu-
lating the manufacturing interests, The
lessees should be required to receive the con-
vict at his place of conviction. The State has
paid, during the past two years, for bringing
convicts to the State prison, $25,073 73. The
lessees move convieta from point to point a
hundred per cent. less than is  paid
by the State. The lessecs now pay
a reward of 825 for the capture of escaped
convicts. It will couge more care and watch-
fulness on their part hereafter, if they are re-
quired to offer guch reward as the superin-
tendent of the prison may decide is necessary,
and be compelled to make puoblication of it
whenever he decides that it is importact.

INSPECTORS OF THE PENITENTIARY.

No necessity now exista for this office. The
duties onece required of them can be per-
formed by the superintendent without an in-
crease of compensation,

BATLRGADS,

On the eighth of May, 1576, the railroad
commissioners sold the Tennessee and Pacific
railroad at public outery to the highest bid-
der, to satisfy an unpaid balance due to the
State, amounting to $150.000, with interest
from July 1, 1870, The company became the
purchaser. and has pad, through the counties
of Davidson and Wilson, the sum of $1758,-
(00 in bonds of the State, leaving a balance
of #3500 in bonds and $10,650 in cash un-
siid, for the payment of which no provision
L':.-« yvet been made.

The Knoxville und Charleston railroad was
sold by the commissioners to Messrs. 0'Con-
ner & Co., at the price of $75,000—one-fourth
in cash, and the balance in one, two and
three years. One-half of the purchase money
has been paid in the bonds of the State, and
with the bonds received from the counties of
Davidson and Wilson, have been cancelled,
and are on file in the offics of the comptroller
of the treasury. ) )

The Mississippi Central railroad failed to
pay the semi-annaal interest due July 1, 1875,
and January 1, 1876, on the bonds loaned by
the State.  On the twenty-fifth day of Febru-
ary, 1876, | appointed i. 1
Neely, of the county of Har-
mun, receiver, and under my directions,
he took immediate possession of the road, and
has been operating it in the interest of the
State. Since this road bas been in the bands
of & receiver it has been kept in good repair,
its running expenses paid, and the sum of
£60,000 paid into the treasury of the State
on account of taxes and interest. This man-
agement on the part of General Neely oc-
curred ot a time of great buosiness depres-
gion, and it is much to his honorand credit,
Negotiations are now pending by which the
past-due interest and sinking fund due from
this company, and possibly the principal not
vet due, will be paid at an ca.r]f' day.

I invite attentisn to the following state-
ment of facts made by my immediate Emjn!-
cessor in his message to the thirty-ninth gen-
eral assembly. It discloses the reasons why
i have not taken action under resolution No.
72, adopted by the same legislature, instruct-
ing the governor to institute suit for the en-
forcement of & claim of the Stute against the
Memphis and Little Rock railroad company.
“The actof the tweaty first of Fel .
1856, extending aid to the Little Rock -

company, authorized the governor of the
State to indorse three hundred and fifty bonds
of the city of Memphis, for $1000 each, to be
paid to the Memphis and Little Rock railroad
company; provided, the said Memphis and
I...itdlu Rock railrowd company should first in-
dorse each of suid bonds, gugrantesng pay-
ment of principal and interest of the same;
and, provided further, that the city of Mem-
phis shall first, by its proper authorities,
vxecute a morigage, giving to the State of
Tennessee a priority of lien op the stock and
interest of said city in saud rulroad company;
and, provded further, that said rail com-
pany shall give to the State of Tennessee a
prior lien upon the iron and equipments apon
the first division of said road, extending from
Memphis to the St Francis river in Arkan-
s5us,”" ete. Section 12, of said act, provides
further that the said bonds shall provide and
set apart o fund, known as a sinking fund,
eut of which shall be paid over and above the
6 per cent. interest, 2 per cent. per annum
on the said bomds, commencing four years
from date. These bonds were issued, and
in 1256 and 1357 indorsed by the governor of
the State. . After a careful examination of the
zg;cénwa of the State, I have l_.-_-ql"n funﬁble to
any mortgage vpon the stock of the city
of Mumphaﬁx said road, or upen the iron
and oquiime'mi of the first division of said
road. I have caused search to be made also
in the register's office at Memphis, and in the
proper offices in the State of Arkansas for
some registration of such mort as, but
without avail, and | can find no evidence that
such mortgages have, in fact, been made.
The execution of these mortgages, and pro-
viding of u sinking fund, were conditions
precedent to the right and power of the gov-
ernor to indorse said bonds, and the liability
of the State did not attach m_the absence of
a complinnce with euch conditions.” Iam
satisfied the mortgages referred to by Gov-
ermnor Brown were never executed, and that
the State has no lien, as is assumed in resolu=
tion 72. Holders of these bonds indorsed by
the State have demanded payment of the
past-due interest, and, without any legisla-
tive declaration on the sahject, I have not
hesitated to say the State was in nowise re-
ﬁ?oamble for its payment, or for the payment
of the bonds at maturity.
SCPERINTENDENT OF PUBLIC INBTRUCTION.

I commend to your earnest considera-
tion the the report of this officer, herewith
transmitted. and to his more elaborate report
of n year ago, copies of which will be fur-
nished fo you. 'F]m present mcumbent has
been zealous and untirmg in  his efforts to
advance the cause of education, to popularize
the common school, and to teach the public
that it is to that agency we must look at last
for the diffusion of that noble lesson of our
State constitution, *‘that knowledge, learn-
ing and virtue are essential to the preserva-
tion of republican institutions."

THE STATE NORMAL COLLEGE.

Under the act of March 23, 1875, T ap-
pomted J.. B. Lindsley, Edwin H. Ewing,
Samuel Watson, R. W, Mitchell, C. G. Tar-
box and John J. Reese, as the State board of
education. Recently J. W. Hoyt and Leon
Trousdale were appointed members of the
board, vice Samuel P\?utwn deceased, and L.
G. Tarbox resigned.

The board of trustegs of the University of
Nushville gave to the State board the lease
of its buildings, and the schoal was located
at Nashwille,

The board of trust of the Peabody educa-
tional fund donated to the school for the first
scholastic year the sum of §6000, and $5000
for the present year. 7The school is now in
successful operation under Dr. Eben 8. Stearns
as president, with a corps of compe-
tent teachers, and s o first
class  ingfitution for the education
of teachers. It has not been a charge upon
the treasury or upon the people of the State,
and furnishes gratuitous instruction to all
comers. The institution is supported by the
Peabody board of trust. This support will
be withdrawn at the close of the present
scholastie year, and I earmestly appeal (o the
general asscmbly to provide the means neces-
sary for its muintainance, not by a new levy
of tax.s, but by the appropriation of $10,000
of the school fund now provided by law.
The withdrawal of that amount will add ma-
terially to the efficiency of the public school
systom, and will maintain an institution full
of promising results to the educational in-
terests of Tennessee, The great defect of
our school system is the want of competent
teachers. 'f'hin school will supply this want,
and furnish them from our own people.’ For
the history of the operation of L’hiu school 1
refer to the report of the State board of edu-
catiod made to the superintendent of public
instruction.

HUREAU OF AGRICULTURE, STATISTICS AND

MINES,

. In transmitting the report of the commis-
gioner of this bureau, I adopt the following
article, taken from the editorial columns of
the leading mining and mannfacturing
journal of this comtinent, The Iron Age,
published 1n the city of New York:

“The Tennessee Bureaw of Mines.—Of
late years the attention of ironmasters, both
at home and abroad, has been constantly di-
rected to the eouth, and especially to
Tennessee. Probably at this time there
is more inquiry as fo its mineral re-
sources, from foreign capitalists than
concerning those of all the rest of the south-
ern States. A million dollars of British
capital have already been invested within the
nast two years, and there is strong probabili-
ty that this is but the foretaste of other mil-
lions. For this result the State is indebted
to its wonderful resources, but also in a large
degree to Colonel J. B. Killebrew, chief of
the bureau of agricultural statistics and
mines of that State. We ackmowledge our
rreat indebtedness to him personally, and to
s various publications for information we
have uniformly found trustwerthy., During
the two years this burean has been in exist-
ence four thousand copies of the Resources of
Tennessee, a book of twelve hundred pages,
have been distributed, besides eight thousand
abridgements.  Prof. Haxley, speaking of
the work and its author, said: am in-
debted to this most admiraile work, of which
a copy was presented me yesterday, a Report
of the Resources of Tennessee, which, in m
judgment, does infinite credit to the State
that paid for it and the person who put it to-
gether, which I do not profess to have read
since yesterday, yet out of which T contrived
Lo piui{ the sort of information [ want of the
structure of the region where we now stand.™
We have heard it whispered that some per-
sons in Tennessee have suggested the aboli-
tion of this bureau. Such a course would be
most short-sighted, and oecasion the highest
injury to the State. Tennessee needs capital
from abroad, and this burenu has brought it.
Colonel Killebrew 18 wise enough to
se¢  that 1t is not alone in  the
development of its mineral resources that
wealth is to be found, but in the agricultural
as well, and his effort has been to bringin
capital to this end. No Stale can at this
present day afford to dizpense with such
agencies, because capitalists look for inform-
ationt from official sources, and not from par-
ties who wish to sell; and we speak from
personil knowledge and examination, when
we say that ths publications of Colonel Kille-
brew are among the fairest statements of the
resources of a State we have ever seen,

Governor Porter, in lLis canvass of the
State, said: *“Our resources have been adver-
tised all over the continent, and in many
varts of the old world. Any man who has
L-ﬁ:n working for a farm, for a water-power,
for o mine of ecoal, iron or_ copper, bm-t had
his demand for information supplied from
this bureau, and Tstate it as a fact, the cli-
mate, soil and productions of the State of
Tennessee have be g
telligently advertised than those of all the
States of the south combined. It would be a
source of the greatest regret to those who
know its value, if the burenu were to be dis-
continned. So competent and conscientions
a public officer eannot be spared until the
great work he has undertaken, and thus far
suceessfully performed, is fully completed. If
every southern State bad placed the work of
acquainting the public with its resources in
equally competent hands, immigration would
have been less difficult to obtwin, and capital
more disposed than now to seek investment

there.”
INSURANCE SUPERVISION.

State supervision of the busi-
ness of nsuranee is NECAISATyY
for the security of the citizens and for the
protection of solvent companies; this super-
vision 1s now exercised by the state treasurer,
who 18 ex officio commissioner of msurance.
The duties of treasurer demand the undivided
time and attention of thut official; his duties
as commissioner of insurance are necessarily
secondary to that, and he cannot give to the
business of insurance the attention 1t deserves,
The law requires that he shull, under certain
circumstances, visit and examine any insur-
rance company in the State. He cannot do
this without neglecting the more important
duties of the treasurer's office. 1 recommend
thut the office of commissioner of insurance
be made separate and independent, the fees
now guthorzed by law will be ample compen-
sation for the gervices of a commissioner. |
transmit the report of the commissioner of
insuranct and commend his recommendations
to your consideration,

A GEODETIC SUNVEY OF THE STATE.

It affords me pleasure to announce that

*en more generally and in-

rincipally through the representations of D.
g. M. Sn.&ord, b geologist, the United
States coast survey concluded during the year
Just closed to innugurate, and is now actunlly
carrying on, a geodetic or correct surfice sur-
vey of Tennessee. This is in accordance with
an act of congress providing that in States in
which geological surveys arc in progress, ihe
United States comst survey may institute
geodetic works for the benefit of such geolog-
ical surveys. The surfuce survey thus inaug-
urated within our borders is one of primary
importance. Its results cannot fail to be of
great service, and that, too, without cost to
the State. Tennessee  is  deplorably
deficient i the matter of correct
maps. There is no map of the State
worthy of the name, nor can there
be until such data are st hand as will
be supplied by the operations of the coast
survey. Government maps are needed, not
only to meet the wants of geological delinea-
tions, but for educational, commercial, politi-
cal, and numerous other purposes. Such we
are in a fair way to have. The coast survey
will doubt.ess, within a reasonable time, sup-

ly a complete outline map of this State,
based on accurate instrumental observations
and trigonometrical calculations. This work
in Tennessee 18 under the general direction of
Dr. Safford, as State g\‘(}f\;gist. and is exe-
cuted by Prof. A. H. Buchanan, of Wilson
county, who holds his place under the super-
intendent of the coast survey, to whom he re-
ports, and from whom he receives all instruc-
tions as to the details of the work. It isthus
in the hands of well-informed and able gen-
tlemen. Out of the yearly appropriation
made by congress for the coast survey, $2000
were set apart for the work in Tennessee,
The sur‘ver was commenced last summer, Dr.
Safford selecting the part of the State lying
between Nashville and Knoxville as the ini-
tial region. Considering the shortness of the
time, a large amount of very satisfuctory
work has been done. The country designated
has been reconnoitersd and provisionally
mapped; suitable points have been selected
for stations, and a base-line located. The
latter runs over und in the vicinity of
Lebanon, und will be measured during the
summer. Reconnoitering has commenced
west of Nashville, and will be extended to
the Mississippi river so soon as practicable,
For further information in regard to this
work, I refer ﬁnu to the report nl’g1 the Btate

ologist, to be made to youn at an early day.

o facilitate the survey, so auspiciously com-
menced, I recommend the passage of an
act authorizin the surveyors fo run
the necessary hines upon lands within the
State, to adjust damages, if such should oc-
cur, and for the protection of signals, marks,
monuments, and other property pertaining to
the civil survey.

SIGNAL LIGHTS ON OUR RIVERS.

The Federal government has established a
number of signal lights, and other aids to
navigation, on the of the Mississippi
river, in the State of Tennessee. At certan
points malicious persons have interfered with
these aids to navigation; lanterns have been
broken and lights extinguished, thus endan-

ring steamers and other vessels navigating

e river. This is a subject of public concern,
und I recommend the passage of an act pro-
tecting these mids to navigation, with a pro-
vigion for the punishment of persons injuring
or destroying them,

A ETATE BOARD OF HEALTH RECOMMENDED,

The necessity for the creation of a State
Loard of health is commended to your atten-
fion. In the twelve States where such a bourd
is provided, very much has been accomplished
by arous the public to a sense of the ne-
cessity for the adoption of sanitary measures in
order to prevent &le operation of caunses pro-
ductive of disease. Since the completion of
our railroad system, a large per cent. of the
population of the State are ia direct and daily
communication with some one of the great
centers of population, and citizens of the agri-
cultural districts are as subject to epidemical
disenses as the inhabitants of the cities and
towns, and have a common interest in the
adoption of preventive measures. If by the
adoption of this reform disease can be miti-
guied or preveated, or the lifa of a single
citinen saved, to that extent It will be a cou-
tribution to the wealth of the State.

OUR MILITARY STRENGTH.

At the request of the secretary of war the
mi;utant(—geneml of the State recently made

to that officer a report of the military strength

in Tennessee. This report shows that we
have within the military age 239,584 men;
that we have no complete or efficient military
orgamzation, except a few volunteer compa-
nies, I submit to the general assembly the
propriety of giving force and effect to our
declaration of rights that the sure and certain
defense as a free people is a well regulated
militia.

INSPECTORS OP ILLUMINATING OILS

FLUIDS.

The act creating this office has been ro-
ductive of much good to the people of the
State in protecting them from the use and
purchase of spurions and dangerous burning
fluids. The 'sz now allowed the inspectors
should be incressed, that allowed under the
existing act 18 so inadequate that in the small
town smspectors cannot afford to provide
t‘hwriselws‘ with (tihe necdessary instruments
for the testing an uging or weighing the
fluids, and the mﬁul%aia there are utm!-,onl)‘
seven ingpectors on duty in the State. T trans-
mit the report of the inspectors at Nashville,
Memphis, Jackson, Brownsville and Chatta-
nooga.

AXD

REPORTS,

I transmit the report of General J. T. Wil-
der, commissioner from Tenngesee. His sor-
vices have been of great value to the State,
and should receive suitable recognitions from
the general assembly., [also transmit the
biennial report of the trustees of East Tennes-
see unniversity concerning the State college,
with the report of the treasurer of that in-
stitution.

SALE OF LAKDS,

The act of the twenty-third of March, 1875,
directed the governor, comptroller and treas-
urer to sell the '‘lands purchased by the State
for the location of hospitals for the insane in
the eastern and western divisions of the
State,"" “*provided said lands shall not be sold
for less than threedfourths of ite original
cost.” No lands were bought in the western
division; in the eastern division a tract was
purchased and is now the property of the
State. This tract of land should be sold, and
the terms should be left to the discretion of
the officers mentioned in the act referred to
Under section 3 of the same act 1 appointed
James 8. Boyd and J. M. Carter, of Knox
county, to act in conjunction with the attor-
ney-general “te make settlements with all
persons to whom the State is indebted on ac-
count of said hospital for the insane.” Their
report is on _file in the office of the comptrol-
ler of the treasury.

NAVIGATION OF TENNESSEE RIVER.

In pursuance of senate joint resolution No,
64 I have ap{-mnk--l a board of commissioners
to consider plans by which the passage of rail-
road bridges can be made in safety by boats
navigating this river. The commissioners
have made no report.

ETHE COMMIBSIONERS TO PARIS.

In pursuance of resclution No. 52, adopted
by the thirty-ninth general assembly, I ap-
pointed commissioners to the geographical
congress and syndicates of tmcb(’:"-, held ut
Paris, France, in August, 1875. Four of the
commssioners, Messrs. Bronson Bayliss, Al-
bert Akers, Nathan Adams and Volney 8,
Stephenson, were in attendance, and through
their agency a diploma was awarded to the
3tate of Tennessee, The commissioners have
as yet made no official report.

A. O®P, NICHOLSON.

A. 0. P. Nicholson, chi':ff'uutice of the sue
preme court of Tennessee, died on the twen-
ty-third day of March, 1875. Few citizens
of Tennessee have been honored like this
distingnished man, member of the general
assembly, chancellor, president of the bank
of Tennessee, delogate to the comstitutional
convention, judge of the supreme court, sén-
ator in congress sund to his greater honorand
credit it can be said, that in the performance
of all the high trusts committed tohim by his
fellow-citizéns he never deviated from the
line of principle and mh‘-liril)'. The general
assembly will respond to the sentiment of the
people of Tennessee by giving expression to
their feelings of sorrow at tho death of thus
eminent man, and that of his illustrious

compeer,
ANDHEW JOHNSON.

Om the thirty-first day of July, 1875, Sen-
ator Andrew Johnson, the seventeenth Presi-
dent of the United Statcs, departed this life.
The death of thus illustnous private citizen
and emment public officer, brought deep sor-
row upon the public hcﬂr:]_l and the general
bereavement has become the more bifter by
subsequent p.(l;hhcu.] developments, threaten-
ing alike to freedom and ourfree institutions,
in which, had he lived, he would have acted
a conspicuous part io behalf of the people,
whose cause he e his own. The life of
the deceased is full of encouragement, illus-
trating that neither humble origin, poveriy
or want of sound nflnensa In early life, pre-
sent insuperable barriers to the triumph of an
indomitable will and free spirit.

The Lfe of this distinguished man must
pass into our country's history, and while it
15 open to the criticisms of opponents and the
admiration of frieads, all admit that it would
be im ible to draw a circle of t men,
and wholly exclude therefrom Andrew John-

son. His in the foture of our country

were based upon the following sentiment, ut-
tered to a friend as he was leaving his home
for the lust time: “Our country supplies its
own saving power in the honesty and pat-
riotism it people.”™ May  this
peopie  be equal to 1‘1-- present tronble!
As chief executive 1 attended his funeral, and
tendered to his family a spot upon Capitol
hill as his lust resting place. The death of
Senator Johnson created a wvacancy in our
representation in the senate of the United
States, and I commissioned Hon. D. M. Key,
of the county of Hamilton, to fill the same
ad interim,
THE BULLDOZED STATES,

The representatives of the people of Ten-
nessee cannot disregard the rec nt action of
the Federal authorities in certain States of
the south, motably in  Florida, Louisiana,
South Carolina and Virginia; in three of these
towns und districts had been gmrrisoned with
troops of the United States at o time of pro-
found peace, without any proper dimand
being made forassistance by the local authori-
ties; and the Stutehouse of South Carolina
wis subjected to an armed occupation by
Federal troops. The army was made the are
biter of a disputed election, and has been
prostituted to the base purpose of organizing
a partisan legisladure.  The order of a subal-
tern excluding the representatives of the peo-

le from the State capitol was made impu-
dently und without shame in the interest of
judicially declared fraud, and against the
Judgment of the law as rendered in its high-
est court.  The representatives of the people
of Tennessee should protest against these ac-
cumulated outrages with the utmost solemni-
ty and energy.

EARLY APPROPRIATIONS URGED.

I earnestly recammend that the bill for the
appropriation of money be considered at an
early day. The pernicions custom of post-
poning the consideration of a question of the
first importance to the county, to the closing
hours of the session encourages hasty and in
considerate legislation and the appropriation
uf!um‘ll.?‘ withoot discussion to purposes of
doubtful propriety.
