The cotton market yesterday, spite of

gloom fjid mud, presented an improved as
pect, owing to better tidings from the tele
graph. Isew lork spots were hrm, and New
York futures higher. The demand was fair
and sales larger than on the previous day. At
the close the feeling was stronger, and al-

though no change was made in the quota-
tions many holders were asking higher and
all were firm. The New York Bulletin, of
Tuesday, reports futures improving. "Liver-
pool came higher and buoyant, and for a time
there was an effort to place matters here at a
similar position, but the offerings were too
free and rates went down along the entire
line after the first improvement. This seems
to be generally attributed to an 'unloading,'
the longs still continuing to throw over their
contracts and realize, and the 'bears' im-
proving the opportunity to hammer the mar-
ket. The receipts, too, have tended to pro-
duce a partial neutralizing influence against
the foreign advices, one or two of the ports
howmg up pretty lull, which, in a measure,

verifies the theory that the recent small ran
of arrivals was due to bad roads and diffi-
cult transportation to shippinc points." A
correspondent objects to a remark we made
yesterday, a to an advantage to be gained by
turning cotton into money at present prices,
and using the capital thus realized to control
cotton further and wider than we have yet
done, bo as to secure an advantage when a
material decline takes place. When we say
that the word "factor ' was inadvertently
used for the word "speculator, it will per- -
naps vindicate our intentions.
