From this decision Tipton county made a mo-
tion for a new trial, but this notion has been
overruled by Judge Emmons. A decree was
entered in the case of the Memphis and Lit'
tie Rock railroad company rs. V. J. Smith
The decree gives a judgment for the defend-
ant Smith, for four thousand one hundred
and tliiiTY-nin- e dollars and fifty cents for rail
road iron taken from said Smith by said rail
road company on a wnt of replevin.

FIRST WARD ELECTION.

Mr. Pat J. Kelly's Election as Council,
nan to be Contested by Mr. Jack
Walsh The Points of Contest.

Mr. Jack Walsh yesterday notified Mayor
Flippin that he would contest the election of
Mr. Tat J. Kelly as councilman from the first
ward. It will be retneniLered that the con-
test for councilmen in the first ward was bit-
ter and determined, so much so as to create a
disturbance which resulted in Mr. Walsh
being knocked down and subsequently ar-
rested for carrying concealed weapons. From
the protest, which we print below, it will be
seen that Mr. Walsh makes grave charges
against the judges of election in that ward,
Messrs. Pat Kerns, Thos. Korl'ord and Thos.
Consodine, who were appointed by Mayor
Flippin. The following ls

the protest:
To Hon. John B. Flippin, Mayor of Memphis:

Dear Sir The undersigned gives you no-
tice that he will contest the election of Hon.
P. J. Kelly as a councilman from the first
ward, of the city of Memphis, upon the fol-
lowing grounds:

First That eleven votes cast for him were
not counted by the judges of the election.

Second That six electors, residents of the
ward, who. tendered their ballots with his
name printed ihereon for councilman were re-
fused permission to vote by the judges of the
election.

Third Thnt the judges were partisans,
and used their positions to intimidate and
influence voters who wore friendly to him.

Fourth That . Montedonico, a citizen of
Haywood county, was permitted to vote
against him in the face ot a challenge, and
contrary to law.

Fifth That . Miller, a citizen of Iowa,
and but six weeks a resident of Memphis,
was under like circumstances allowed to vote
against him.

Sixth That he waa so violently treated as
to l forced to leave the polling place, which
had the effect of intimidating his friends.

Seventh That upon a fair count he was
elected, Mr. Kelly's reported majority being
only four votes.

And for these, and other causes which will
be assigned, you are requested not to admin-
ister the oath of office to Hon. P. J. Kelly,
and to lay the matter before the general
council for such action as may be proper,
looking to a full, fair and complete investiga-
tion of the recent election in tne first ward,
in order that it may be ascertained whether
Mr. Kelly or myself was honestly elected. I
