COTiOX.
Tne cottfm market yesterday was very

quiet ; the teb g ams brought unchanged
quotations, but New York continued weak,
and New Oi leans receipts were heavy. Our
market was qaiet and steady, exporters were
doing little, peculators took a slight venture,
the principal buyers were ihe ppinners. The
New York Cotton Record, of Monday, says
the b--ars there were awaiting more active
moveni'-nt- s in spots in Liverpool, the bulls
were willing to pay full prices for futures;
the main point wanted was to put life into
Liverpool, then let matters take root there
first. Some leading houses continue to have
great confidence in an ultimate decline, and
cannot for a moment see how the heavy re-

ceipts will not check any upward tendency.
If we take a liberal estimate of the movement
for the coming week, and call it 125,000, we
think Liverpool is prepared for these high
figures, which if not realized as in all prob-
ability will l3 the case there is an almost
positive assurance of an advance, as spinners
have got something more important to look
after th:in the digesting of whether we, on
this side, are getting too much cotton or not;
still, when disputcnes were received from
Memphis indicating heavy receipts there, the
strong tone was somewhat abated, and, what
with the usual realizing at the eid of the
we'k, a great deal of cotton was ottered, re-

sulting in a small reaction from the highest
prices. Our manufacturers havelieen depend-
ing upon getting their supplies from the
south, and that the market there are held so
firmly, some dispatches stating that nothing
can be bought under jLc advance on official
quotations, there is some chance of having
renewed activity in our own market, as by
tlie accounts from Providence there seems to
le some anx:ety shown to increase the stocks
of the raw material, in order to meet the firm
condition of the print cloth market
