COTTON.
The cotton market yesterday was under more

favorable influences. The telegrams showed
no further declines, New York futures made
a better show, and Liverpool arrivals closed
firm. 'With a fair inquiry, our market was
quiet and unchanged, closing steady. For
the first time since Saturday week the export-
ers appear among the purchasers; they took
but little, but the extent of their inquiry may
perhaps indicate further operations. Some
surprise was exhibited at receiving, the fourth
day after it occurred, a correction of last Sat-
urday's receipts at New York. The market
there was demoralized that day with a receipt
of 3854 bales net; the correction states that
only a net receipt of 818 bales came to hand,
a difference of 3636 bals. The correction, if
the difference originated in a mistake, comes
very late; if it was the result of a fraud, the
proceedings connected with the trick ought
to be investigated and fully exposed by the
cotton exchange of New York.

The New York Bulletin, of Saturday, says
cotton was in excels of the market wants,
with a weak undertone in futures. The run
of receipts were not of a character to cause
any positive weakness of themselves, but suf-
ficient to influence a position lacking natural
stamina, and with Liverpool unfavorable and
disappointing, the desire to sell has been
stronger than any other, while the purchases
made were, in tha main, to cover on a fair
margin accrued, or to fill orders on which the
limit had been reached by the drop. The
main depressing influence, however, was tin
doubtedly to be found in the free unloading
from the "long" side, understood to be large-
ly on account of southern operators and the
result of a squeeze for additional margin, to
which there bad been a failure to respond.
The Cotton Reeord,o( the same day, shows
that trickery is smartly at work among the
New York cotton folks It says: "One of
the plans of operation seems to be to throw
the burden upon the raw recruits, and as tin
holders of actual cotton are very "bearish,"
the strategy can be worked with a per-
fect elcharm; to add to the dis-
may of the routed 'bulls,' one of the strong-
est supporters has turned and openly sold,
right and left, preferring to have his interest
entirely on the other side; his actions, how-
ever, are scarcely ever to be relied upon, and
it was whispered that he was helping the
house out of trouble, who made such an error
the other day in buying back what they had
previously sold at the highest point the
market touched, and who are again obliged
to let go at a considerable loss, after having
been drawn into the conspirator's web." The
same paper adds: "When Memphis contrib-
uted 1"A) bales to the interior returns, futures
weakened considerably, aided, in a measure,
by the receipt of private cables from Man-
chester indicating a weaker market for goods.
With regard to the stock held by northern
spinners, the overland movement, made up
by the National cotton exchange to February
1st, discloses the fact that over 700,000
balee have been taken for consumption, which,
with the stock already on hand, would leave
them with alout five weeks supply; this
would clearly demonstrate that even if they
cut down their purchases one-ha- lf it will uot
be necessary for them to enter the market
till the first of April. Every one is fighting
shy of March already, by the number of ex-

changes that are being made every day.
Heavy allowances are being awarded on spot
cotton bv arbitrators, and exporters think
they will make a nice thing out of the high
classification they will receive, in accepting
' tenders ' an. I shipping them to Liverpool."

lowed with heavy selling orders from that '
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side; confidence was damped, with some
pressure to sell. As a rule, those branches
which use low American and East India cot-
ton are suffering from the scarcity and deaf-
ness of these descriptions, whereas the spin-
ners of medium yarns, made out of middling
American cotton, are doing well. Egyptian
spinners are also doing fairly well, the rwe in
their yams being much greater than in the
raw material. The American accounts at-

tribute the renewal of increased receipts to
the opening of the rivers, and say where
the railways run the country is more
drained than ever before, and that a "per-
pendicular drop" will come, and four and
a half millions will probably not be
reached. We doubt the India receipts fall
ing materially below lat year, and Egypt
has a less deficiency than was looked tor.
The immediate influences bearing on the
market are. however, not very favorable. A
very heavy import is landing; spinners hold
so much that their appetite is now easily sat
isfied. The long spell of active business has
pushed forward supplies to this country, and
the deficit, whatever it may be, will not be
felt for a long time. All expectation of a
great immediate nse in cotton has passed
away, and it is only a gradual hardening of
values that is looked forward to, which may
be more or less marked according as the
"tail end" of the American crop is more or
less attenuated.
