Immediately the house was informed that the
senate was ready to continue the count of the
electoral.vote, and at ten minutes past twelve
o'clock the senators marched to the hall of
the house.

The senate returned at thirty-fiv- e minutes
past twelve, and Sepator Robertson submit
ted a resolution that the aecision ot the com-
mission upon the electoral vote of South
Carolina starjd as the judgment of the sen-
ate, the objections made thereto to the con-
trary notwithstanding.

Senator Merrimon submited a resolution
that it is competent to receive testimony to
sustain the several exceptions to the decision
of the commission.

A. Burke, of Louisiana, who represents the
Nicholls government in this city, states that
there has been no bargain concerning the
election of United States senator from that
State.

have been given, in the event of the in-
auguration of Haves, assuring permanent
establishment of the Nicholls government.
On the other hand the legislature of Louisi-
ana and Governor Nicholls have guaranteed
peace, order and equal justice to black and
white citizens, with full protection to the
colored people in all their rights and privi-
leges, and no persecution of Republicans
for past political conduct, but no immunity
from crime. The announcement that the
President intends to withdraw the troops
from Packard's support, was independ-
ent of any agreement, and was simply in ac-
cordance withjpiis well-kno- views. There
is no agreement, Colonel Burke adds, incon-
sistent with the honor or dignity of President
Grant, Governor Hayes or the people of
Louisiana.

Month Carolina and Irfmisiana."
New York Herald: The situation in the

two States which are still cursed with sham
governments, Louisiana and South Carolina,
is fortunately such as not to embarrass Gov-
ernor Hayes when he becomes President; for
in South Carolina the Democratic committee
of the house has reported that Hayes's elect-
ors carried the State, and there is thus no
room for dispute; in Louisiana, while the re-

turning board counted in the Hayes electors.
the State law gives it no authority over
the returns for governor, lieutenant
governor, or legislature. Section 34 of
the State constitutirn makes each house the
judge, not only of the qualifications and elec
tion, but ot the returns also ot its members.
Article 98, section 44, prescribes the manner
m wnicn tne legislature snaJi organize, and
shows that the returns of the returning board
have no authority over the houses, and do not
appear ihere. Each house is the judge of its
own returns. In regard to the governor, ar-
ticle 48 of the constitution provides that the
returns for governor and lieutenant-governo-r
shall be sealed up and sent to the secretary of
state, who shall thereupon deliver them
to the general assembly, which shall count
the votes and declare the election of governor
and lieutenant-governo- r. If the returning
board, m violation of the State law and con
stitution, assumed to count the votes for gov-
ernor and legislature, that has obviously no
force. In fact the Nicholls legislature is or-

ganized in accordance with the State law,
made the canvass for governor as the law di-

rects, and declared Nicholls to be the governor.
Tnat, the Hayes men point out, has nothing to
do with the votes for the Hayes electors, be-

cause both in Florida and South Carolina a
Democratic governor was chosen with
Haves electors. The two, they say. are not
incompatible, and this the Louisiana Demo
crats freely concede. Th re is, therefore, no
dead-loc- k. lhe present condition m
Louisiana is this: The Nicholls legis
lature has a quorum in both branches.
Packard has not nearly a quorum in either.
In the Nicholls senate there is a quorum even

jof members conceded to be elected by the
returning board. In the lower house ihere
is very nearly a quorum of the same, and a
full quorum capable, under the constitu-
tion, of judging of the election of
the members. The Nicholls legislature has
made a canvass, according to law, of the
yote for governor, and found Governor Nich
olls elected. The Packard legislature at-
tempted to do the same thing, but had
not a quorum with which to do it.
The Nicholls government is, therefore, the
legitimate as well as the lawfully elected gov
ernment and legislature ot the State, and
news here from Republican as well as Demo
cratic sources, shows that it is so regarded
and accepted by the whole people of Louis-
iana, Packard having no longer a handful
even of supporters, and being absolutely
without authority or respect outside the
Statehouse which he occupies. There is no
doubt that the real leaders of the Democratic
party believe with the gentleman who said this.

United States A Year of
Economy and Saunas.

Strong Points of the Business Year The
Way Cleared and Prepared for a

Genuine Revival of Trade In
All Its Branches and in

t All Sections.

New York Tribune: Dr. Edward Young's
tables of the commerce of the United StaUs
during the calendar year of 1876 form the
basis of surer predictions as to the immedi
ate luture ot business m this coun
try than do the ann-ia- l circulars
of business failures and the gloomy
tables of the trade of tlio rort of
New York, to which attention has been too
largely diree'ed during the past two months
The showing of the former is remarkable,
As far as industries are concerned, a contem-
plation of the tables furnishes an excellent
dessert to succeed the substantial feast spread
by the Philadelphia exposition. First, take
the imports. Great changes have taken place
in them, the character of which will appear
more clearly by a comparison with the im
ports of the calendar year of 1872, the one
before the panic, and the busiest in the his
tory of American commerce. Considering
the necessarily diffuse tables prepared bv Dr.
Young, and grouping the articles imported
into principal classes, the following is the
result :

The
whole process of getting rich personally and

show that one part of the formula is now be
ing rigorously followed, lhe economy now
practiced seems to be the largest in respect to
manufactured goods. The saving amounts,
in round numbers, to $1:30,000,000 in this
item alone. The purchases of articles of food
and of chemicals, and of most raw materials,
remain in the aggregate comparatively steady.

One striking feature of these reductions i3

that they have taken place in spite of the
general decline of prices. Ordinarily a de-
cline of price increases consumption and stim-
ulates importation. Brown sugar was about the
only thing amang the great articles of trade
that was imported in 187(in greater quanti-
ty in consequence of the decline. The quan
tity amounted to 1,41)0,000,000 pounds,
against l,42b,0oo,ooo in io(&, although the
aggregate value in 1876 was less, as will be
seen by reference to the table. On all other
principal articles of import the reduction in
quantity was actual. No doubt some of the
reduction was directly due to the economies
ot the fames, the following, for mstance:

A percentage of the reduction is also due to
the fact that the fall of prices ha-- s gone so far
that foreigners are discouraged from com
peting on this territory for the sale of their
goods. A variety of manufactured wares and
articles of vegetable growth from other lands
can no longer be sold in the United States,
unless this country is made a sacrifice mar-
ket, as is sometimes done for the purpose of
keeping up prices in r.urope and elsewhere.
This, however, is only another way of stating
the cause ot one-hal- t, at leat, ot the tailing
off in importations. The real cause is one
that will give satisfaction to every one who
takes pride in the welfare of his own country
It is the development and diversification of
American industry and agriculture. Ameri-
cans are securing the trade of their own coun-
trymen, and have created so vast an amount
of productive property and machinery that
they are now nearly able to supply the de
mands ot that trade without resorting largely
to other countries, at least for staple supplies.
The reason why fewer cotton goods were im-

ported is evidently to be found in the fact
that the production of American mills was
larger than in any year in history. They
manufactured 1,400,000 bales ot cotton into
cloth. The largest year previous to that was
1874, when 1,300,000 bales were manufac
tured. The reason why less iron was im
ported was the ability of home manufacturers
to supply the market, it is not true tnat tne
falling off is due entirely or even chiefly to
the panic. Iron rails were brought to this
country in smaller quantity because fewer
were used, steel rails taking their place; ana
steel rails dwindled to nothing, because the
American production increased so enormous
ly. The facts as to steel rails are as follows :

The same cause
aflected the trade in general manutac.urcs
of iron. The factories developed here and
became capable of taking care of the market,
except for a few of the specialities of the for-
eign makers. As for the imports of wool.
woolen goods, paper, earthenware, furniture,
glass, leather, ana some other sorts of com-
modities, the changes which took place in
the quantities of them are attributable to the
same causes, lhe industries have grown
here. Now take the exports. These show,
in part, what the country is doing in the way
reaming.

The cotton
crop was reported short, and the production
of grain and provisions was not excessive.
Why should the export ot lsib be so large r
Probably when the tables for the year 1877
are made ucu the cause will be made mani
fest by a reported falling oft". No doubt a
part ot the business of 1877 was crowded into
18,i) oy tne ranroaa war, wnien resulted in
bringing the grain, cotton and provisions of
th J interior to the seaboard in an unnsual
hurry. Whatever the reason for the immense
exportation, the fact of it remains, and the
other important circumstance, that the farm-
ers and planters have received their money
or their stun, lhe sale oi American manu

factures abroad has been satisfactory. With
186 an export has begun in earnest ot leather,
cotton goods, woolens, glass, hardware, pa-

per, musical instruments, watches and silk
goods; and the foreign sales of implements,
arms, machinery, furniture, copper goods,
and a few other things have been largely ex-

panded. It is reported in this city and at
the manufacturing centers that orders for
American wares are coming tlucker and
faster with every month. The events of the
year have given American goods the prestige
of superiority as to quidity; and the agents
sent out to Europe, Canada and South
America by manufacturers find that it is not
difficult to build up a trade by means of a
well-direct- effort.
