My friends, ail such efforts,
come from what source they may, should be discour-
aged and frowned upon by the people. The party
ttial builds Its hopes of succe ss on ar.Mi.slng the hates
of the people of tbe sections.

Morton and Blaine entered the senate of

ofttclal responsibility; I deny it for htm. and I shall
flud myself grievously disappointed, and wounded,
and humiliated. If my denial Is not vindicated In
the K)llcy of the administration. But whether It be
vindicated or whether It be not, I care not. It Is not
the duty of the senator to Inquire what the policy of
the administration will be, but what it ought to be;
ana 1 nope the Republican senate win say that on
this point there shall be no authority In this land
large enougn, or adventurous enougn. to compromise
the honor of the national administration or the good
name of the great Republican party that called the
administration into existence.

These extreme utterances were loudly ap
plauded by the Republicans in the gallery,
These facts clearly demonstrate that it is ut-

terly impossible for Hayes to pursue the con
ciliatory policy attributed to him by such men
of the south as are ready to take office from
anybody, and anxious for a pretest to desert
the Democratic party. The course of Blaine
in regard to Packard, of Louisiana, is the
logical sequence of the fraud which makes
Hayes President.

RTILL. OS DUTY.

The firemn and policemen are still on duty
at the great Bond street fire of last night.
The Broadway buildings, running back to a
narrow alley that separated them from the
burning buildings were considerably dam-aire- d

bv fire and water. In the one occupied
by Bangs, Merwin & Co., was the library of
t. J. Asy, of Chicago, which is damaged to
the amount of two thousand dollars. The
stock of several occupants of the buildings
destroyed was very valuable: but as the more
precious articles were locked up in safes, un-
til these are removed from the debris; and
the condition of the contents is ascertained.the
full extent of the losses cannot be known. The
building was so securely bolted and barred,
that it was only by dint of breaking through
the walls of brick and plaster, and the hatch-cove- rs

of iron, the firemen succeeded in gain-
ing an entrance to the cllar, and then after
an hour's valuable time had been lost. It
was three o'clock this morning when the fire-
men felt that they had the flames under con-
trol ; but by this time the rear and side walls
had fallen, and a portion of the iron front
was lying curled up in the street. The tall
chimney was thrown down to-da- y, and soon
after it lollowed the remaining walls. Nos.
1, 3, 5 and 7 Bond street were classed as fire-
proof. Their destruction is complete. If the
treasures in the forty sates now among the
ruins are not safe, the total loss is estimated
as high as two million dollars.

How he Iooks and Feels He Is Not
Dejected, but Vivacious and Healthy

What his Friends May Hewitt .

Wot his Representative.

He Thinks It Remains for the People
to Hay Whether Hueh

as that of the Perjured

New York Herald, 3d: Everybody now
knows now Governor Hayes feels over the
present result of the Presidential struggle,
but what many people would like to ascer-
tain is, " How does Tilden
feel?" And his many adherents, who declare
that he has been cheated out of the Presi-
dency and therefore regard him in the light
of a monumental martyr of the nineteenth
century, feel particularly anxious on this
point, more especially as Mr. Tilden 's consti-
tutional aversion to the interviewing process
ha3 kept the public mind in complete ignor-
ance of his feelings and views during the
momentous crisis which has just terminated.
A personal "inquiry of Tilden
was all the more pertinent, however, and his
silence and comparative seclusion had ren-
dered possible all sorts of rumors, represent-
ing him to be ill and prostrate from the
effects of his great disappointment. These
stories, which nave been industriously circu-
lated for several days past, were manifestly
untrue, but to obtain an authentic statement
of the feelings of the Democratic chief,

Tilden was personally visited with
the following result:

A CALL LTOX GOVERNOR TILDEN.
A representative of this journal called upon

Tilden yesterday noon. He had
juht come in, and was about going out again.
He spoke to the reporter with his usual ur
banity; but it was obviously quite impossible
to entratre him in conversation. He was look
ing in excellent health and spirits. The same
representative called on him on the day after
election on the seventh of November last
found him at the door, and walked round
with him to the Everett house. It wculd be
difficult to see that yesterday, when he re-
ceived the intelligence that he had been count-
ed out, and on the day on which the writer
last saw him on the streets to be congratu-
lated upon his last election, there was any
perceptible difference in his demeanor. We
understand he told a friend the other day that
the cause which he represented so absorbed
his feelings that he was not able to entertain
any distinct emotion on the subject. The
same representative of the Herald visited him
in Albany on the night when, after returning
from a two hours' ride, Tilden
came in and was informed, that he was nom
inated by the tt. Louis convention, and he
received the news without a change of the feve or of the countenance. The same repre
sentative was also present on July 11, 1S76,
when Mr. Tilden made a brief reply to the
address of General M 'Clernard at his resi
dence in Gramercy park, the following pass
age from which Mr. Tilden deems pertinent
to tho present situation.

Especially is this so where
the reform is to be worked out with more or
less of the of public officers who
either have leen tainted with the evils to be
redressed or who. have been incapacitated
by hau:t or toleration ot the wrongs to be cor
rected, to which they have been consenting
witnesses. I, therefore, if your choice should
be ratified by the peop e at the election.
should enter upon the great duties which
would fall upon me, not as a holiday recrea-
tion, but very much in that spirit of conse
cration in which the soldier enters battle."

Man and Beast" Labor Content-

Brick Pomoroy Lecturing on Poverty
and its Cure He wants Store

Circenbacks. and is Down on
the Bondholders.

Little Rock, Ark., March 4. The world-renowne- d

" Brick " Pomeroy lectured here
lat night in the operahouse to an immense
assemblage of ladies and gentlemen. Due
and timely notice had been given through
the public prints of the city of the fact that
he would speak at the "City of Roses,"
which announcement was a sufficient guaran-
tee that Mr. Pomeroy would be honored with
the presence of many anxious hearers.
" Poverty and ita cure " was the subject.
Poverty is a hard task-maste- r, and all iU
subjects desire to know how to extricate them-
selves from its grasp. The tenor of his speech
was somewhat different from what had been
anticipated. In the outset he made a brief
allusion to his early history. He was born in
poverty, but by industry and frugality had
amassed a fortune. Learned the blacksmith
trade when a boy, but abandoned it under
the conviction that the pay was not in pro-
portion t . the lalior performed. He then
learned typography. Years sped on. He
stepped from the case to the editorial chair.
Did not believe a man could make a success-
ful editor without making himself obnoxious
to everybody. In this he claimed to have suc-
ceeded. The developments of the last few
years had caused him to renounce his alle-
giance to the Democratic party, but was none
.the less antagonistic to the Republican party.
He handled a certain class of
individuals, whose immense wealth consists
in government bonds, and denounced the
law authorizing their issuance. Mr. Pome-
roy is of the opinion that the salvation of the
country consists in the success of the green-
back party. "Those bondholding 'Roos-
ters,' said he "ought to be forced to

their non-taxab- le bonds for green-
backs, and thereby become tax-paye- rs and
public benefactors by circulating their money
among the poverty-stricke- n and downtrodden
people." Mr. Pomeroy is evidently the
-representative man of the party that
will at no very distant day supersede both the
Democratic and the Republican parties.

John t- - Hoy t And His Failure Creates
Consternation in Financial and

New York, March 7. John Q. Hoyt has
gone into bankruptcy. Andrew M'Kinney is

'jointly liable with Hoyt. Hoyt's nominal
liabilities are $1,625,000, and his nominal as-

sets are $458,000. M'Kinney is jointly liable
with Hoyt on claims that amount to $1,040,-00- 0.

The announcement of the failure of
Hoyt and the involvement of M'Kinney
naturally created excitement in railroad and
business circles, and exaggerated rumors are
in circulation. Mr. Hoyt says that the failure,
although looking large, is not so important
as it seems. The nominal liabilities of
$1,625,000, he says, look large on paper, but
when this amount is reduced to a compara-
tively small figure by substracting what has
been paid or secured, his bankruptcy is not
such a Be: ious matter after all. The fact is,
that of 'the $1,625,000 liabilities, nearly
$1,450,000 has virtually all been provided for
and in effect liquidated. - The immediate
ause of Hoyt going into bankruptcy is a de- -
