THE MURDERER CAUGHT.

The Fiend who Cut the Throat of Mrs.
Mary Conners, near the Poplar street

Market, Arrested and in Jail.

The Story of his Capture His "Woman
Gives him Away" The Officers Cer-

tain they have in John Kelly
the Right Mail.

' A.t a late hour last night Captain Aratta
arrested John Kelly on a warrant charging
him with the murder 01 Mrs. Mary Conners
Our readers will remember that Mrs. Mary
Conners. a well-know- n huckster, was as
sassinated within fifty yards of the Poplar
street marketnouse, one evening last
January. At the time 6he was goin
home to her children, when a villain seizei
her by the hair and cut her throat, causing
death in a few minutes. The assassin was
seen to plunge into the bayou Gayoso near
by and escaped amid the darkness ot night, it
being about six 0 ClOCK. inis snocKing mur
der, one of the foulest ever committed, ex
cited general comment, and remained
nnsterv unsolved and wonderful, even to
the police. Since then Chief Athy, the
detectives, and the officers of the po
lice have been diligent in their efforts
to discover and arrest the assassin. Whether
Kellv be the gniltv man or not is to be deter
mined by legal investigation, for, while the
police claim that they will establish the guilt
of the accused, he denies the charge and pro-
tests his innocence. Kelly is night watchman
at the Peabody, where he was arrested last
night by Captain Aratta on a warrant issued by

Since then he
had a quarrel with Mrs. Higgins, who, in a
fit of anger, revealed the fatal secret to the
police officers. Another report says that no
Kelly wanted to put Mrs. Higgins out of the or
way, and thought he was cutting her throat,
when, in fact, it was another woman, Mrs.
Conners. However, these reports cannot be
accepted as reliable, and' however eager the
public mind to learn something definite rela-
tive to the perpetrator of the crime and the
causes that induced the bloody work, it would
be unjust to condemn the accused man before
he has had a fair and impartial trial. . 1

One of the
thieves, named Jack Williams, resisted arrest
and t.hot Detective Pryde through the shoul-
der.

Wil-
liams is now in jiiil awaiting trial, the two
other thieves who were engaged in the lar-
ceny having been convicted and sentenced to
the penitentiary. Wednesday afternoon Mr.
Kaufman visited Chief Athy and stated that
Henry Jordan and Constable Butler had ap-
proached him and demanded payment tor
the services which they rendered in atthe matter, whereby the thieves were
apprehended and the stolen property of
recovered. Chief Athy informed
Mr. Kaufman that the above-name- d parties
had not worked up the case, as he and the
detectives were the persons who caught the
thieves and secuted the money and valuables,
lor Whicn they received no compensation.
and did not desire any. Jordan claims that of
Kaufman employed him to ferret out the rob-
bers and work up the case, so as to recover
the money and jewelry, promising to pay him
a reward ot one thousand dollars. Jordan or
claims that owing to his efforts the jewelry
was recovered and the thieves apprehended;
he therefore institutes a suit to recover the
alleged reward of one thousand dollars. Hen-
ry Jordan has been about the criminal court-

several years, his chief occupation being

that of a guard to tbe prisoners who are
brought to and from jail for trial. We do not
know that he is an officer of the criminal
court, but understand that he acts as consta-
ble, and also as detective, but by what author-
ity, we are not prepared to say.

ters from the Tennessee bondholders, mainly
in the western section, of the State, the arbi-
trators would have selected fifty cents, in-

stead of sixty cents, as the basis. Every
member of the committee favored the former
rate. .

nessee and the southwest will be glad to learn
that this institution for the education of
teachers, in which they have so deep an in-
terest, is enjoying a degree of prosperity
which far exceeds the expectation of its most
ftnguine friends. Notwithstanding many of

i 1 i 1 A A l'' Vrne stuuents nave, irom time to tune, oeen
enticed away long before thety were fitted to
leave, by those whose desire to obtain nor
mally educated teachers, outran their wisdom
perhaps, the attendance has steadily in
creased until the college reckons upon its
daily roll eighty or more pupil-teacher- Of
these a large number are young gentlemen
several of whom had been previously success-
ful teachers but who connected themselves
with this institution with a laudable ambi
tion to prepare for themselves the elements

still greater success. By means of the
trustees of the Peabody education fund,
who, it is well known, have , very
largely contributed to its support, the
college has been enabled to add to its regu
lar cores of instruction to emwlov a teacher

vocal music, and to arrange for a course of
special instruction on the mineralogy and
geology of Tennessee, at the same time secur-
ing some three hundred or more specimens,
which will go far toward a permanent cabi-
net. They have also enabled it to put in a
complete set of the most modern and ap-
proved furniture from the celebrated National
school-furnitu- re company of Chicago, who,
through the influence of their accomplished
agent, Mr. Dorian, have aided the enterprise,
not only by terms more than commonly lib-
eral, but also by the gift of a splendid globe
and set of large wall-map- s. Although this
Normal college has been established under
the sanction of the State of Tennessee, and
the supervision of her State board of educa-
tion, and although it is conducted in the
interest of the people ot the State, it has
never received a dime of the State's money
for its support; and our people have, thus
far, been content to see her teachers, on whom
the very existence of her schools depends, edu
cated and trained for their responsible duties

the expense ot the University of riashville
and the ' Peabody educators' fund," neither

which derives, or expects to derive, the
slightest advantage from their liberality, be
yond tne enjoyment ot the luxury ot doing
good. A proposition was made, it will be
recollected, by Governor Porter in his "bien-
nial message," that the sum of ten thousand
dollars be transferred fiom the income

the "common school fund" and
appropriated to the future support of
the college. As this measure does
not contemplate any increase of taxes

the raising ot money, but simply a
change of direction for a small portion of
what is to be expended any wav, it is hoped

struction and training are concerned, every-
thing is, of course, with a strict reference to
the intended profession of the students. No
study or exercise is deemed complete until
the student has not only become well ac-

1 here has, of course, to be much re
viewing of elementary studies and repairing

defects in former instruction, but
the classes advance higher studies a
taken up bo that the class which

expected to graduate this year will have
had also a thorough course in geology, physi
ology and hygiene, algsbra, geometry, moral

and intellectual philosophy, etc.. together
with their more distinctive proies-ionsi- l

and training. Straitened as this new
institution has been lor want of adequate
support, and woiking with material olUn of
the crudest character, and encountering seri-
ous obstacles at every step, the friend of
popular education have great occasion to
congratulation, and the public to give it
hearty sympathy and support.

Tennessee's Sightless Wards.

the governor. The result of the labor wit
the fund-- t at their disposal, being 10,000
warrants 011 the StAte treasurer, was the com
pletion of the south wing, at a cost of --4,
911 65. and work to the amount of $14,14
98 done on the north wing. As the hist gen
era! assembly appropriated :0,000 for the
benefit of the institution, the trustees wer
rciuired to finish the north wing ot the
building, estimated to cost 86; a house
for a boi er and apparatus to heat the buiIJ
ing. laundry, etc., at an estimated cost cf

iHXM). and the remainder in grading, fencing,
etc. After all the debts incurred by these
improvements were paid the sum of :$VJ

was left, and ordered to be carried over
the credit of the last appropriation of $:!),
000. The remainder of the instalments have
been received, being faOOO on the. twenty
fiivt of September. 1875: $5000 on the six
teenth of September, 1876; $5000 on the
thirtieth of December.

The sum of $2639 92 is to be expended on
the rear center building, and there are ample
funds to discharge it.

After the balance is paid there will re
main $2565 29, to be applied to the purchase
of furniture and grading the grounds. The
trustees ask for an appropriation

The health of the inmates is good. On ac
count of the scarcity of books, rendered so
bv the excessive prices charged for them
nearly all the instruction is oral. As the
study of telegraphy has been introduced in
the Ohio, Texas and Massachusetts schools
for the blind, in the hope that some of their
numls might ultimately obtain situations in
telegraph offices, their use has been adopted
in the school at Nashville. Several of the
female pupils can already read fifteen words
per minute, and it is considered that the trial
is well worth the time spent and the trifling
cost incurred, lor it may be that it will result
in the opening of a new field of lucrative
employment.
