COTTON.
The cotton market yesterday did not justi-

fy hopes entertained at the close of the day
before. Liverpool deliveries were lower and
flat. New Orleans spots declined, and futures 7
went down. This made our market heavy,
and low grad"8 went down a fraction; ex-

porters were altogether out of the market.
The tendency at the close was downward.
The New York Bulletin, of Saturday, said:
"Still the demand for actual cotton continues
moderate ami indifferent, and the market
retains much the old. dull and heavy features
tir spots. A lew spinning orders are re-

ceived, and this covers about all the call, and
the movement, in total, hardly would make a
fair day's business for one broker. Exporters
are still mere lookers-o- n. the condition of
Liverpool affording them no opportunity to
handle supplies with any chance of saving a
loss. The amount offering is pretty full, and
thouirh most holders refnun as much as pos-
sible from pressure, there is enough anxiety
shown to weaken values, and quo-
tations have been further re-

duced 4c per pound. For future de-
livery the general tone has continued weak $1
and demor.dized, and the most strenuous ef-
forts fail to pennanentlv check the down-
ward turn of values. The already heavy
shrinkage made on cost naturally induces the
liehef that a pause for reflection would occur,
and afford some ba-i-s for reaction, but as yet
the dexire f get rid of cotton has been too
great to be succe.-sfull- y counteracted, and
along the entire Lne of options a greatly re-
duced ransM of values is the result. So far
a.s can 1 discovered, there was no positively $2
ne influences for the day, the continued un-
satisfactory cable advices from Liverpool and
orders from all sides to sell out long cotton $4
carrying everything before them."
