THE ASHTABULA ICEFORT.

Report of the Special Committee Sub
mitted to the Ohio Legislature.

Colcmbus. 0.. March 22. The special
legislative committee, appointed to investi-
gate the late Ashtabula disaster, submitted
their report to-da- y, accompanied by a vast
amount of testimony, which was ordered
printed. Ine committee, after going into
details showing the imperfections of the
bridge, report the following as their conclu
sion.

First There were from eiehtv to one hun
dred lives lost by the falling of the bridge.

second ine ondce went down under an
ordinary load, by reason of defects in its
original construction.

Third The defects in the orieinal con
struction of the bridge could .have boon dia- -

coverea at any time atter its erection by a
careful analytical inspection, such as the im
portance ot the structure demanded, and thus
the sacrifice ot lite and property prevented.
The truth is, the bridge was liable to go down
at any time during; the last ten or eleven
years under the load that might at any time be
brought on to it in the ordinary course of the
company s business, and it is most remarka
ble it did not sooner occur. It would be
needless to say that an engineer would be
derelict in his duty who did not provide in
his construction of a bridge against wind,
snow, ice and the vibration of a rolling load;
they are as much tobe anticipated and provided
against as tne law oi gravity.

1 he bill was passed over the veto
by a vote of 63 ayes to 6 noes, all the Shelby
members, except Porter, who was absent,
voting in the affirmative. The house took up
the penitentiary bill and concurred in the
senate amendments. Adjourned.

Washington correspondent of the New
York Tribune: The President's southern
policy is meeting with active opposition from
an unexpected quarter. Atter full consulta-
tion with the postmaster-gener- al and promi-
nent citizens of Memphis who are in full ac
cord with the President, he appointed Mr.
Waldran to be United States marshal for the
western district of Tennessee. Before the
nomination was sent to the senate Mr. Thorn-burg- h

and Mr. Randolph, a defeated candi
date for congress from the Memphis district.
called upon Attorney-Gener- al Devens. By
their representations they induced him to
send to the V hite House the name of Mr.
Garrett, in whose favor Colonel Eaton, of
Memphis, a brother ot the commissioner of
education, had resigned just before President
liayes came into othce. Ueneral Urant had
nominated Mr. Garrett, but the senate
failed to confirm him. Mr. Devens, evi-
dently not understanding the case, sent
his name again to the President instead
of that of Mr. Waldran, but the President
sent Mr. Waldran a name to the senate.
Commissioner Eaton himself seems to have
taken a lively interest in this appointment.
and is reported to have declared publicly that
the President's southern policy would not
work in cases of officers connected with the
courts or the collection of the revenue; and
that Mr. Waldran was particularly objection-
able as an Irish Catholic and everything that
was bad. He is also reported to have said
that certain Ohio representatives are giving
the President exceedingly bad advice, and
that some of them are under the control of
unsafe southern men, one of whom had writ-
ten Charles Foster's, speech on Mr. Hayes's
southern policy. By such efforts as this and
similar ones, the nomination of Mr. Waldran,
to which the President had given considerable
attention, and which w.is undoubtedly a good
one, was laid aside in the senate. Among
other aoousations made in-- ihe Sort in defeat
JUr. Waldran was one iictonouslv false, to
the effect . thafe hte wa not a citizen of Ten
nessee, but of Chicago. Mr. Waldran has
been a citizen of Slemphis for eighteen
years, and has been a municipal offi-
cer there for several years. His only con-
nection with Chicago is that he has supplied
a part of the capital for a firm doing busi-
ness there. The defeat of this nomination
involves more than the defeat of the man.
The advocates of the President's southern
Eolicy see in the elements which combine to

about this result the tendency to a
union between the distinctively carpetbag el
ement in the south and the old Bourbon ele
ment in the north. By the carpetbag element
is not meant the northern persons of standing
who went south to engage in legitimate busi-nc8s,b- ut

those whose pursuits has been noth-
ing except office-seekin- g, and who abandon
the south when they can no longer secure
office there. The first objective point of this
faction appears to be an attempt to break
down Postmaster-Gener- al Key, with the hope
of driving him from the cabinet. If this can
lie accomplished, the supposition is that no
other prominent southern man would accept
a similar position. It is. ot course, designed
also as an indirect blow at President Hayes by
persons who have not the courage to attack
him openly.
