Chicage Times: The letter of Mr. Key
to =epator Mernnlon discloses what y be
supposed to be one of the new rules of “civil-
geverice reform'’ which it has been announc-
ed that Mr. Evarts and Mr. Schurz would ere
long bring forth.

After the speech, Parson Stokes, of the
Methodist charch, made a prayer, commend-
ing the soulof the condemned man to God.
Immediately after this the handkerchief was
laced over Lee's eyes, when he raised his
Eands and placed them on top of his head.

But [ was too late; the attack hod been
made Just bafore daglight In the morning, and the
Indlans repulsed with one killed and two of thelr
chiefs from Cedar shiot thirough the legs, beaklng &
leg for each of them. The Indlans were In a terr-
bie rage. [ went to some of them that were in the
ravine; they told me to go to the maln body or they
would kill me for not coming before the attack was
made., While | wns stunding there | recelved a shot
just above my belt, cutting through my clothes to
the skin, soms six Inches necross. The Indiaus with
whom 1 was talking lved with me at Harmony—1
was an Indlan farmer. They told me [ was In dan-
&er, and to go down In the ravine, 1 sald It was ln-
possible for me to do anytiing there, and 1 dare not
venture to the camp or to the emigrants without en-
dangering my life. | mounted my horse nnd started
south to meet Curl Shurtz. I traveled sixteen mliles
and stopped on the Megotsy to balt my animal,
43 there was good griss and water. 1 had rode over
forty miles without enting or drinking. This is the
place whers Tobin met hia sssassinators.  About
sunset 1 saw Shurtz and some ten or fifteen white
men and about one hundred and fifty Indlans. We
camped, and during the night the Indlans left for
the Maadows and reported to the men what had taken
place. They attacked the emlgrants again about
sunrise the next morning, which was Tuesday, and
had one of thelr number killed and several woumd-
ed. With the wiite men 1 resched the Meadows
at oneo'clock In the evening. On the way we met o
small band of Indians returning with some elghteen
or twent; of eattle. One of the Indlans was
wounded in the shoulder. They told me the Indians
were encamped east of the emigrants al some
springs. « On our arnval at the springs we found
about two hunddred Indlans, am whom were two
wounded ehiefs, Mogueetus and Blll. The Indians
were In @ high state of excltement, and had killed
many cattle and horses beloyging to the company.
I counted sixty head near thelr encampment that
they had killed In revenge for the wonnding of thelr
men. By the nssistance of Oscar Hamblin, brofher
of Jacob Hambllu, and Shurtz, we succeaded In get-
ting the [ndluns to desist from kil any more
That night the company of emigrants had
corralled all thelr wagons bt one for betier defense,
T corrill was itbout one hurdred yards above the
springs, This they did to get away from the ravine
on the south, the better to defend themselves. The
attneks were made from the south ravine and from
the rocks on the west. The attack was renewed that
night by the Indians, In spite of all we could do to
revent 1. When the allack commenced, Osonr
amblin, William Young and myself started to go
to the Indians, and when opposlte the corral, on the
north, the ballets came around us ke a shower of
hall. We had two Indinns with us to pllot us. They
threw themselves flat on the ground to protect them-
selves from the bullets. 1 stood ereet, und prayed
my Father In heaven to protect me from the missels
of deasth and enable me to reach the Indlans. One
ball passed through my shirt, grazing m{lamn NEar
the shoalder. A most hideous yell of the Indlans
commenced, and the cries and shrieks of the women
and chlidren so overcame me that I fongot my dan-
ger, rushed through the fire to the Indinns, and
lended with them In tears to deslst. 1told/them
hat the Great Splrit would be angry with them for
killing thewomen and little children, but they told
me to leave, or they would serve me the same way,
and that I was not thelr friend, but the friend of their
enemies; that I was a squaw, and did nel have the
heart of n brave, and that [ could not ses
blood shed without oryiz like a baby, and
called me 4 “‘ery-baby,”” and by that name [ am
known by all Indians to this day. I owe my life on
thls occaslon to r Hamblin, who was misslon-
ary with the Indlans, and had much Influence with
the santa Clara Indians. They were the ones that
wanted to kill me. Hamblin shamed them, and
ealled them dogs amd wolves for wanting to shed
the blood of thelr father, myself, who had fed and
clothed them. We fiunlly prevalied on them to re-
turn to camp, where we would hold a eouncll. that
1 would send for the bl captains to come and talk.
We told them they had pumished the emigrnnts en-
ough, and may be ﬂ:lt‘ryi had killed nearly all of them,
We told them that Blshop Dame and President
Halght would come, and masbe they would glve
them part of the catfle and let the company go with
the teams. Inthis way we counciled them to sos-
ggnl hostilitles for the present. The two that had
i with Humtlin and mpysell the nlght before
sald they had seen two men on horsehack come out
of the emigrants camp under full speed, and that
they went toward Cedar CUy Wednesday morning.
I nsked the man, 1 think his name was Edwards, o
o to Cegar City and say lo Preskdent Halght, for
Giod's sike, for my sake, and for the sake of suffer-
ing humanity, 10 send out men to réscue that com-
pany, On  this day we all lay still
walting orders, oceaslonnlly a few of the
Indluns withdrew, taking a few head of cattle with
them. About noon I crossed the valley north of the
eurril, thinking to examine thelr loeafton from the
west runge. he ecompany recognizred me as a
white man, and sent two 1iitle boys about four years
old 1o meat me. I hid from them, fearing the In-
dinns, who had diseovered the children. [ eall the
Indians, who wanted my gun or ammunition to kill
them. I prevalled with them to lét the children go
back to eamp, whieh they very soon did when they
saw the Indians. | erept up behind some roek on
the west range. where I had a full view of the cor-
ral.  In 1t they had dug rifle-pits. The wheels of
thelr wagons were chalned together, and the only
show for the Indlans was to starve them out or shoot
them ns they went for water. [ lay there some two
hours and contemplated thelr situation and wept
lke s chllkl. When 1 retumed to camp some Slx or
elght men had come from Cedar Clty, Ivel White,
Tliem C, Stewart and Elliott C. Weldon were
among the number, but they had no onders; they
had come merely to see how things were. The
Meadows are about fifty miles from Cedar City,
Thursday afternoon u messenger from Cednr City
returnéd. He sald that Prestdent Halght had gone
to Parowan to oconfer with  Colonel  Dume
and that a company of men and orders would be
sent on to-morrow (Friday); that up to the time he
left the counell had come to no dennits conclusion.
Puring this time the Indlans and men were afyzaged
in bolllug bee!l and making thelr hldes up (uto las-
sops, 1 had flattered myself that Dlosdshed was ot
an end, After the emigrints saw me eross the val-
ley they holsted o white fing in the midst of thelr
eorril.  Friday afternoon four wagons drove up with
armed men, When they siw the white g (o the
corral they ralsed one also, but drove to the aprings
where we were and took refreshment, after which a
councll meeying wus called of presldents, bishops,
and othér church offlcers sud members of m{lh
eouncll socleties, high priests, ¢te.  Major John M.
Highee presided as chairmon; severnl of the digni-
tartes bowed In prayer and invoked the ald of the
holy spirit to prepare thelr minds, and gulde them
1o Ju rizht and carry oul the connsels of thelr lead-
ers. Highee sald that President J. C. Halght had
been to Parewan to confer with Colonel Dame, snd
thelr connsel and orders were Lhat this emigmant
camp must be used up. | replisd, ““Meén, wotoen,

o Yo to tell tales; and 1t the Imdians can-
not do It without help. we must heip them.”
I commenced pleading for the comgtm{. and
sald: * Although some of them hehaved badly, they
have Deen pretiy well chastised.

Immense Demonstration in
Governor Nicholls.

NEw Orreaxs, March 239, —A general
meeting of the New Orleans ecotton exchange
to-day, the largest ever convened, adopted =
preamble and resolutions strongly indoming
the Nicholls government,

The preamble pronounces the statement
that the business men of this city are willing
to recognize Packard a= the lawful governer
of the State as utterly false, and that num-
bers of the adherents of both political par-
ties feel called upon in the interest of peace,
good order and \nwful government, to sol-
emnly protest aguinst any credit being given
to such aspersion.

Third—Protests against the right of any
power outside of the State to set up or recog-
nize any State government other than that of
the Nicholls, which is recognized and oheyed
by the people.

Fourth—Protests against any attempt to
impose Packard upon the people as governor
of the Stats, expressing tha' rm belief that
such attempt wonld lead to eivil strife, to a
resistance which would speedily assume stuch
formidable proportions as would endanger

the pease and prospenity of the entim
country.

The preamble and resolotions were tele-
graphed to I'resident Hayes. [t is stated

that meetings will be held by the chamber of
commesce, merchants” exchange, stock ex
change, board of trade and clewring-house
association in contradiction of the assertion
that business men here wounld e satisfied with
Packard for governor. Meetings bave been
called here and throughout the State to in-
dorse the Nicholls government.
