. THE MORMON MASSACRE.

A Witness) Whose Testimony would
Cilve More Light on the Moun-

tain Meadowst Massacre.

Me Knows Eee'g ComplJeityln the Hor-
rible Affair, and Mays the Hatch-

ery was Almost Kxclunlvely
Pone by Mormons.

San Fkan-cibc- March 25. The Call of
this morning publishes an interesting inter-
view with Captain John Morie concerning
the Mountain Meadows massacre. The gen-
tleman referred to has figured during many
years cf an eventful life as a frontiersman,
prospector, trapper and trader, and was in
Utah prior to the Mormon settlement and for
many years after. At the time of the massa-
cre he was living with a band of Indians not
more than thirty miles from Mountain Mead-
ows. Two days after the tragedy he visited
the scene and saw the mangled bodies of the
slaughtered emigrants lying on the ground,
as they had been left by the destroying horde
of Mormon fanatics and their allies, the In-
dians. Captain Mcrse was intimately ac-

quainted with Lee, and that disputed saint in
a conversation occurring years before the trial
admitted to Morse his complicity in the atroc-
ities; but in his confession, so consistent and
in his otf-han- d declarations, he threw the re-
sponsibility of the butchery upon the leaders
of the Mormon church, and directly impli-
cated as accessory before and after the tact
Brighain Young. Morse disputes Lee's state-
ment that there were five hundred Indians
present, claiming that there were not more
than three hundred in that whole section of
country. The butchery was planned by the
Mormons and almost entirely done by them,
the Indians not Killing over half a dozen.
He says that plunder was the chief incen-
tive to the massacre. At that time the Mor-
mons were excessively poor, having no money
and scarcely anything else. They would
trade their produce with Indians, even for old
clothes. The train was a very rich one, and
excited their cupidity. Morse was very much
with lce during his stay in south-
ern Utah, and the latter unbosomed
himself freely. The subject of the
massacre seemed to so dwell on his
mind that he constantly revertnl to it. Con-
cerning the implication of Brighain Young
with the massacre, Morse relates the follow-
ing interview with Lee: The last time I saw
him wvs in Martin county. I got to ' his
rarrLe at night. The night I got there he
received a letter; in fact, I brought it myself
from a place called Kanava, which stated
that troops were on Lee's track, hunting him
up, and he had better move on a little further,
lie showed me the letter, and I said: "Lee,
this is all an infernal he; there are no troips
on your track: tins is all put up by those
Mormons in St. George, (where Brig ham
Young was), whom Brigham has influenced
to get you out of the way," I told him to
take my advice, and go into the gentile camp
and give himself up, and make a clean breast
of the whole thing and ho would get along
first rate 1 him if Brigham
Young was interested in the massacre. He
at first said "Xn." I said: "I know better; a
good deal." He says, "Of course there is no
use lying to you. As a matter of course I
was under orders. Brigham Younir knew
everything with me from the time we left
bait Iake; but bis intention was to let them
pass on to Muddy, and then catch thein at
Muddy. Do you suppose that any of these
men you know were of them ? Do you sup-
pose tliey would have entered into this ar-
rangement if they had not believed in the
Mormon church, and that, this thing ema-
nated from Brigham Young, their Mormon
prophet?" Captain More says that no at-
tempt was made to procure his testimony,
further than that he was sent for to attend
the first trial, but did not appear, Wing down
on the Colorado river, near Fort Youma. Lee
wo confidential with him on account of their
frequcnt solitary companionship on prospect-
ing and other expeditions, and because he
knew Morse had other sources ot informa-
tion from the Indians. Captain Morse is now
a resident of this city.

The pretended legislature wnicn canvassed
his claims to the ofllce of eovenior bad not before
them any legal returns oi me election, as prescrioea
by tne constitution, and lacked two oi a quorum in
the seriate and twenty of a quorum in
the house, the secretary of state re-
fusing upon a formal demand made
iiuoii him by the partisans of Nicholls. placed only
the If gul returns of the election before the legisla
ture recognized by Governor Kellogg that legisla-
ture meeting In the Statehouse as required by law,
and. having a full, legal quorum present in both
bouses, opened aim canvassed the returns, and de
clared me eiecreu governor, i ne vote oi ine state
of Louisiana was further passed upon during the
recent contest over the Presidential election by the
mghest tribunal In tne nation. That tribunal de
clared the vote of the State to have been cast for
Hayes and Wheeler, and by doing so proclaimed In
effect my election, for the vote cast for me exceeded
by nearly seven hundred that cast for several or tne
Presidential electors. The constitution names as ex

These Include the ma
chinery for the assessment and collection of
taxes. The supreme court appointed by my prede-
cessor recognizes me as governor.

It is notorious that the patri-
otic service thus rendered consisted In several thou-
sand armed White Leaguers, with artillery in battery,

It
would be a violation of principles which underlie
the very foundations of republican government.
The middle and poorer classes, white as well as
black, are Interested In stamping out. once for all,
the theory that revolution can be successfully re-
lied uiMin as a mode of resisting power In opposition
to the will of a majority of the people. It seems to
me the true course, evi-- for those who voted for my
opiionent. Is to give to Uie legal government their aid
and support in restoring order and enforcing the
laws, lest the anarchy now prevailing in New Orleaas
and the disturbed parishes should extend to other
parts of the State, disorganizing labor and destroy-
ing the prospects of the valuable crops upon which
even the members of the cotton exchange, and other
wealthy corporations of the city rely for subsistence.
If force Instead of law ls to determine the rightful-
ness of tiie government, the great body of producers
who voted for me can hardly be blamed should they
prove as patriotic as the aristocracy of
New Orleans, and abandon their legitimate
pursuits to defend the government of
their choice. If they leave the plow at my call there
will be no harvest for either the cotton exchange or
cotton-picker- s; both alike will suffer, and here It
may not be Inappropriate to recall tbe tact that the
slxty-hv- e million dollars added to the wealth of the
country by the staple crops of Louisiana, last year,
were mainly produced by my supporters, and that
the cottun exchange and other organizations who
now undertake to decide upon the lawful govern-
ment ot this State are largely composed of aliens,
whose business In the State ls to handle
the crops which these native born
citizens have raised. Mr. Nicholls
urges the payment of taxes to his unauthorized col-
lectors. It ls due to property-holde- rs who. may be
misled by the specious representations so constantly
mmie by the Nicholls government, that I should
warn them that receipts given for tales paid other
than to legal collectors, will not be valid against the
Slate. It Is hardly iecessary for me to reiterate my
determination to defend to the last extremity my
title to the office to which I have been
ileclared elected, and the rights and priv-
ileges of those by whose votes I have
chiefly been called to tbe executive chair. I am

dally in receipt of letters and messages from the
north, east and west, assuring me of the active
sympathy and. If need be, tbe supiort of the great
party which has so long and so successfully admin-
istered the affairs of the country. The reign of po
litical terrorism and disorder in mis Mate ls rapidly
drawing to a clone. Official Information reaches
me that In a few days a national commission will
visit this State and pass upon Its condi
tion. Confident of the Justice and recti-
tude of my claim. I have no doubt
of the result, and I am encouraged to believe that
so soon as the legal State government shall have re-
ceived from the national authorities that recognition
to which It Is Justly entitled. It will be enabled to
draw to Its support tbe active of a large
class of conservative citizens, whose Influence has
heretofore been crushed under the tyrannies of that
Intolerant oligarchy, whose last desperate effort to
govern by minority we now witness.

person what I have the honor to submit in
writing: that in my judgment all impedi-
ments to the objects so earnestly desired by
yourself and so anxiously expected by the
people of the State can at once be removed
by a withdrawal of the Federal
troops from the Statehouse. This ac
tion on the part of the commander-in-chie- f
of the United States forces would not only be
hailed by our people as evidence that the civil
authority is no longer to be subordinated to
the military power in our country, but it
would establish law, insure domestic tran-
quillity, revive our wasted industries, and
give assurance that this State is to be restored
to her just rights under the constitution.
Whatever grievances exist, whatever wrongs
we suffer, we propose to redress them not by
resort to force, but by legal and constitutional
agencies.

In opening the meeting,
President Tapper said: "Our Dusiness is lan-
guishing, capitalists have become timid and
are withholding their substance, property is
depreciating in value, and a feeling of uncer-
tainty and gloomy depression pervades the
State.

Too
many politicians, too many candidates for of
fice and men claiming to be lnomcehave been
interviewing and supplicating him in their
own behalf as well as in ours. It is time for
the merchants, bankers and business men of
Charleston, who want no office and will accept
none at his hands, to speak for Hampton and
South Carolina." It was then resolved that
a committee should be sent to Washington to
repiesent to the President the true condition
of affairs here, and the terrible effect political
complications are exerting on the business in-

terests of the State and the city.

The Irfust Day's Work of the Legisla
tureWhat Both Houses Eirect-e- d

The Speakers Caned.

Special to tbe Appeal.
Nasuville, March 26. Senate. House

bill conferring additional jurisdiction upon
justices of the peace in misdemeanor cases
passed third reading. Mr. Chambers ottered
senate joint resolution for a joint committee
to investigate and report on what is denom-
inated the back school fund, with power to
send for persons and papers; said committee
to report to the extra session of the general
assembly, if one should be called, if not,
then to the next general assembly; adopted.
The chairman of the conference committee
on the house appropriation bill reported the
amendments recommended by the committee;
report of the committee concurred in. The
following house bills passed third reading:
To encourage the raising of blooded stock in
M .Nairy county; exempting the speed nng
from tax; to repeal the tax on marriage
licenses.

House. The following senate bills passed
third reading: To require a registration of
liens and judgments; to regulate the tax on
real estate brokers; to regulate the laws for
an inspection of tobacco; to amend the law
providing for the appointment of recorder's
courts; to create a Stat; board of health. A
message was received from the governor re-

turning, without upprovoJ, house bill No.
680, it being contrary to section fourteen of
the bill of rights, w Inch provides that no per-
son shall be put to answer any criminal
charge but by presentment of indictment or
impeachment. The bill applied to minor
offenses, and its supporters claimed that it
would do away with much expense. A pecu
liar force was given the veto, as the governor
was a member of the last constitutional con-
vention which framed the bill of rights.

At the night session. Mr. Manson ottered a
resolution requesting the governor to signify
to tbe house some action on two important
bills. A long discussion ensued, some con-
tending that the adoption of the resolution
would be an lncult to the executive, t inally,
Mr. Lowe offered a substitute asking the gov
ernor whether he had anything further to
communicate. Pending discussion the house
adjourned.

One 01 the bills reterred to is tne bill fixing
taxes at ten cents on the hundred dollars.
The other repeals the forty-ce- nt tax. The
tune allowed by the constitution to the gov-
ernor for the consideration of these bills will
be up and next day. Tiie legisla-
ture would have adjourned to-d- ay but for
the failure to hear from the governor on the
bills. The friends of the bills say they will
stay and se them become laws.

Washington, March 2o. There is much
conversation here about writ1 en pledges said
to have bwn given by President Hayes's
friends and advisers during the progress of
the electoral count to certain Democrats.
The following are the facts: When filibuster-
ing in the house was at its hight several
Democratic senators, among whom was Sena-
tor Gordon, were called into counsel by some
of the southern representatives, who felt it
to be their duty to vote against all dilatory
motions and to stand by the electoral bill in
good faith. Senator Gordon stated that he
had no responsibility as to the count, inas-
much as he was not a member of the house,
but he did feel a responsibility in protecting,
as far as he could, the government of Hamp-
ton and the people of South Carolina, as he
had been specially asked to do so, and would
therefore go to Foster, of Ohio, and others,
and know in advance of the completion of
the count what was to be the fate of South
Carolina and Louisiana. Senator Gordon did
go with John Young Brown, of Kentucky,
and demanded written pledges, in his capacity
as friend of the Hampton and Nicholls gov-
ernments, that they should not be disturbed,
whatever might be the result of the count.
It is alleged, and not denied, that some such
pledges in writing were given by Stanley
Matthews and Representative Foster.

A very largely-attende- d meeting was held

The Louisiana Representatives Protest.

Washington. March 23. Messrs. Ellis,
Levy and Gibson have under consideration a
protest, which they will file with the Presi-
dent, against the appointment of a commis-
sion for Louisiana.

The protest objects to the policy of the
commission as failing to redeem the assur
ances ot the President and ot his political
friends, made in his behalf, before the elect-
oral count was completed, these assurances
being both verbal aud in writing.

and tends to continue Federal interference
in State matters.

What the South Carolina Dodge Means.

The Washington correspondent of the Cin
cinnati Enquirer, writing on the 24th, says:
The action of the cabinet to-d- in deciding to
send tor Hampton and Chamberlain is such a
bewildering surprise that hardly any body
here attempts to fathom what it means. It
smacks too much of peanut statesmanship to
be indorsed by lair-mind- men. 1 he car-
petbaggers are pleased because it entails de-
lay, and delay is just what thev want, for it
gives them the chance to make a bad case ap-
pear in a better light. There was the hope
early to-d- ay that inasmuch as it had been de-

termined not to send a commission to the
State, that Hayes meant to take action one
way or the other, lie has blundered into
taking a course probably about as unpopular
as if he had directed that the rival guberna-
torial claimants should cut cards for a settle-
ment of their differences. The agents of
Hampton, who have been here pleading his
cause for two weeks or more, are dispirited.
They say that Hayes, his cabinet and the
country are in possession of all the facts in
the controversy, and to make Hamp-
ton plead his cause before the cabinet
is to consult those who have al-

ready deluged the imbecile administration
with all the attainable informatioa arising
out of the unfortunate complication. More-
over, Hayes places himself in an equivocal

as he has tacitly admitted ever sinceEosition,inaugurated that the South Carolina
case presented the strongest claims for Hamp
ton s recognition, inasmuch as the very con-
gressional committee which declared that he
had fairly carried the electoral vote just as
pointedly proclaimed that Hampton was le-

gally elected governor. The obiect of bring
ing the rival governors to Washington is to
try and make terms with them in some man-
ner. It was charged in the cabinet by John
Sherman that Chamberlain would have no
show in the courts of the State, as the major-
ity of the judges had already decided against
him. It is believed that Hampton will be
persuaded to accept a compromise which shall
give him the executive office of the State. In
consideration for this, he is to so consolidate
the dual legislatures as will insure Chamber
lain s election to the senate. It is said that
Chamberlain has indicated a senatorship to
be his price, and that he will eat no less
humble pie to get out of the way. The
administration has virtually placed itself
in the attitude of an aider and abettor
to this disgraceful dicker. Hampton's
friends here are disgusted. They look upon
this new movement of Hayes's with distrust.
The past three days have developed him in a
true light either that he has no policy, and
that his inaugural is a high-soundi- plati-
tude, or that he has no mind of his own. He
has made fair promises, but his actions have
belied them. In view of this very general
feeling of distrust, Hampton will be advised
by his friends to decline the invitation. They
hold tnat u ne consents to come he acknowl
edges that Chamberlain has a title equally
as good as his own, and that a consent to ap-
pear before the Sheiks of the administration
with Chamberlain carries with it on its face
that his claim has a flaw in it. General M.
