The Hemt Art of the LfsjUUtar? Ie.
rlsurrw. I'neanntltatioiial and Void

by Klctat r the Le&dinc
Lawyrrs of nrnphla.

In view of the recent act parsed by the
legislature to confine the operations of the
Memphis' city railwav to the corporate limit,
and also to reduce the fare from six and a
quarter to five cents per passenger, the oth-ce- rs

of the company sought the legal opinion
of a number of well-know- n and prominent
lawyers respecting the constitutionality of the
bill. This they did in order to acquiesce, if
it were legal, or to continue the present lines
beyond the city limits, and maintain the pres-
ent fare, if the act were unconstitutional. The
officers believed this ait to be unconstitution-
al, and in this belief the attorneys who ex-

amined the subject concur, as will be seen
from the opinion presented below. The offi-

cers of the Memphis city railway, in view of
the opinion of these attorneys, signify their
intention to continue the present operations
and fare. The following is the opinion of
the attorneys who were called upon to exam-
ine the act alluded to:

MxMi'His, March 2H, 1 77.
Mr. F. S. Davis, President Memphis City Railway

Company:
Siit At yoar request we have considered

the act passed by our legislature, during its
late session, by which it is supposed that the
city railway company is prohibited from
charging mote than five cents as the fare of a
Dassenger, and also prohibited from operating
its road outside of the corporate limits ot
Memphis. We concur in the opinion that this
legislation is unconstitutional and void. The
right to extend the railroad beyond the city
limits, and to charge not exceeding ten cents
as the tare of a passenger, was conferred
upon vour company in lbi7, by an amend-
ment of its charter. This amendment was
accepted. Under it you have extended your
tracks beyond the corporate limits, and have
received the money of stockholders who be-

came such in order to promote the extension.
Without going into argument upon the ques-

tion, we repeat that, in our opinion, the legis-

lature had no power to pass an act impairing
these chartered rights, and that the act sub- -
nutted to us is whol.ywntnout enect.

THE ELL.'. SUNK.

Particulars of the Mlnkiux and Proba-
ble Total Lm" or the Memphis

and Arkansas Kiver
meaner Ella.

Sixth Koat Lost by the Pluc BluA I.lne
In Fourteen Months, and Heeond

One in Two Weeks Xo
Lives Lost.

Private dispatches from Pine Bluff yester-
day announce that on Tuesday night the
steamer Ella, which left this port Saturday
last in place of the Governor Garland, which
was burned on the filteenth instant, sunk in
Arkansas river and will be probably a total
loss. The Ella was purchased last Thursday
by Captain Ed Nowland, from Captain Wil-

liam Elliott, for fifty-fiv- e hundred dollars
cash, and was afterward turned over to the
Memphis and Pine Bluff mail packet line,
valued at six thousand dollars, and was im-

mediately made to supply the place of the
Garland, with Captain Nowland in

command, and manned by the Garland's
crew. The Ella left here last Saturday under
most favorable auspices, the friends of the line
hopeful that they would soon recover from
the severe losses and almost insurnlountable
difficulties with which they have been
afflicted in Atkansas river the past year.
She made the run without difficulty to Pine
Bluff, carrying a splendid trip into that port,
and had started on her return to Memphis
with a good trip, the principal items being
eighty-seve- n bales of cotton for Memphis,
and seventy-nin- e barrels of oil for

here to Cincinnati. The dispatches re-

ceived yesterday are very meagre as to the
particulars of the Ella's sinking, and give no
fight on the subject beyond the simple state-
ment that she struck an obstruction at Row-sey- 's

cutoff, about fifteen miles below Pine
Bluff", and but a short distance from where
the IiCgal Tender and Fort Gibson, of the
same line, were sunk a few months ago. She
went down in eight feet of water, and is re-

ported breaking badly, and will most cer-
tainly prove a total loss. The cotton was
taken off and floated to shore, and will, per-
haps, be but little damaged. The Ella makes
the sixth boat lost by that line within the
past fourteen months five of which were
sunk and the other burned three of them
commanded by Captain Ed Nowland, with
the same crew, with one or two exceptions.
Elisha Evans and Eugene B. Smith, who en-
joy the reputation of being among the best
Arkansas river pilots, were on the Ella at the
time she sunk, and have been with Captain
Nowland in all of his misfortunes. The Ella
was insured for four thousand dollars in Cin-
cinnati offices. As far as heard from, no lives
were lost.
