Colonel W. W. Vaughn, the efficient and
energetie president of the Brownsville rail
road, addressed the court, askintr that the
road-be- d, iron and rolling stock of the Mem
phis and Haleigh railroad is? given to the
new combination, or to the throuirh narrow- -
gauge line from Memphis via Brownsville to
Cairo. Colonel aughn made a proiosition
that he would place to the credit of Shelby
county eight thousand dollars of the

bonds of his company upon the
ultimate completion of his road from Mem-
phis to Brownsville. Colonel Vaughn miule
a forcible speech and an eloquent appeal, in
which he set forth the benefits that would
accrue to Shelby county and to Memphis by
the acceptance of his proposition. His re-
marks, embodying such an array of facts and
ngures, as weu as assurances ot an indisputa-
ble character, were well received, and will be
maturely considered and thoroughly digested
oy the magistrate to whom he spoke.

Colonel Bradford and Colonel Brockway,

more to retard progress among over-cautio-

people than the accumulated hereditary preju
dices which environ almost every human be
ing from the cradle to the grave. We can isnot be in too great a haste to do good. "Life
is short, art is long," says Goethe. The timid
should bear in mind, however, that the
chances aru favorable for the selection of a
committee of arrangements, who shall be
possessed of sufficient knowledge and judg
ment to unite prudence with speed.

Murder in the firstdesrree is not
a bailable offense, but any grade of homicide
is. it remains to be seen what view Judge
logwood will hold of this matter in which
Mr. Coe is accused. Should the fccts attend
ing the killing show that it was done under
an impulse, and not the result of a dehlerate
purpose, the accused will be admitted to bail.
ivecorder Dim, after an examination ot the
case, decided that the delendant was entitled
to bail, and fixed the sum at ten thousand
tollars, which had readily been given but for

the issuance of the capias and the finding of
the indictment, bo tar as any tacts elicited
in court relative to the affair are concerned.
it appears that a fight ensued between the
two parties, and that both were beaten with a
cane. According to the statement of Mr.
Beach to Mrs. Barbour, who testified before
the recorder, he had felled Mr. Coe to his
knees, when the latter fired the fatal shot.
