The Firm Difficulties which Led to the
Blowing Up of the Partnership of
Jewett & Co. by a Hand-Girenade
—A Bloody Business,

““That Crazy Orville'” has Sense Enongh
Left to Say. ** God Bless You!™ to
his Ared Mother—The Cries of

his Wife Awake the Sympa-
ihies of All her
Neighbors.

New Yons April] 6—The tragedy in the
the office of the Messrs. Jewetl vesterday is
an absorbing topic of conversation to-day.
The thousands of people who cross every
morning from Brooklyn to New Yorlk by the
Fulton ferry all turn this morning inlo “Hur-
ling slip and linger for a while at Front
street, looking up to the second floor at the
Wlll{lul\‘h of the office in which the calamity
occurred. The building is closed, and the
police, s0 heedful yesterday to kwju the erowd
rom pressing in, have been withdrawn.

IN ADDITIOX TO THE STORY
credited to the Times this morning,
that puper ale publishes the Hollowing:

“All the members of the firm bear the very
highest possible reputation not only for pro-
bity, but for amiabiliy of charscter and
charitableness, except Orville D, Jewett, who
was of aclose,surly disposition. Orville’s orig-
inal interest was one bundred and fifty thou-
sand dollars. He never got along very well with
his uncles. He came and went as he pleased,
and refosed to be tied down to any routine
whatever. Notwithstanding his penurions-
ness he did not hesitate to spend money free-
Iy for hiz own enjoyment. He kept a yacth,
fast horses and dogs, and was a generous
liver., Theee characteristics brought him
into collision with his purtners, and he re-
ceived their remonstrances in anything but a
friendly spirit. The breach thus formed was
continually widening uatil four vears ago,
on the occasion of the annuul settlement,
when there was an
OPEN RUPTURE,
caunsedd by the demand thad Orville should
change his course, or leave the firm. This
was settled, however, at the time, but with-
out producing any alteration in the relations
of the members of the concern. Orville con-
stantly grew more insolent and independent,
and finally, about four weeks ago, forbear-
ance ceased to be a virtue, und he was in-
formed that his connection must end without
further delay. Heretofore his uncles, pre-
suming on their relationship, had taken upon
themselves the duty of chiding him. which
produced a ftwlmc of intense hitberness
agninst them in lus breast; but now Dean
added the weight of his putspoken determina-
tion to theirs, and Orvilje saw that he must
go. He made a stubborn resistance, how-
ever: but one day last week he went to Dean,
and, begging his pardon for anything offen-
sive he might have said to him 1n the pasg,
told him he copsidered bhim his best friend,
and if he wished to buy out hi= intevest, he
might huve it at a fair price, but he

on any terms. Dean told him fo name his
own price. He said he would take two hun-
dired thousand dollars, but would requive that
the papers should be drawn up by his own
lawyers. Dean replied that he did not eare
what lawyer drew up the papers, so long as
he was respectable.
