ARKANSAS.

Tbe Hot etprinars .Reservation In Ar-
kansasA. (jireat It la" Job, with

"aiillions In It."
New York Herald.

The commissioners appointed last week to
take charge of the Hot feprings reservation in
Arkansas, consisting of or Cragin,
of New Hampshire, Co-bur- n,

of Indiana, and Stearns,
of Florida, are required by the act authorizing
their appointment to meet at the Hot Springs
within thirty days after their appointment,
and proceed to lay out the reservation into
squares, lots, streets, etc., adjudciate the
claims of persons to tracts of land claimed by
reason of improvements made thereon, and
to determine the right of each occupant to
purchase the land at an appraised value. The
tract of land embracing all the warm or hot
springs, or what is known as Hot Springs
mountain, is to be reserved by the govern-
ment and placed in charge of a superin-
tendent to be appointed by the secretary of
the interior,, and this officer is also authorized
to fix a special tax on water taken from the
springs, sufficient to pay for the ..protection
and necessary improvement of the same.
The commissioners are to hold their office for
the period of one year, and a com-
pensation of ten dollars per day. They are
also authorized to employ competent en-

gineers to make the maps and a stenographer.
A clause in the sundry civil bill appropriates
twenty-seve- n thousand five hundred dollars
for the expenses of the commission, such sum
to be repaid to the treasury from the fund
arising from the sale of the Hot Springs re-

servation.

Women in the Legal Profession.

"ResolveI , That although the legal profes-

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The Deplorable Muddle Begotten or the
Repndiator The Fair Fame or an

Honest Comuinnity Dragged in
the Mire or Repudiation.

The People Willing to Settle at Sixty
Cents, but the Repudiators in the

Legislature Prevent them The
Equities or tbe Case

Fairly Stated.

Chattanooga correspondence Cincinnati
Commercial : The governor has not yet sig-

nified his intention to call an extra session of
the legislature, to dispose of the State debt
question. If he dees not, the matter must
hang at loose ends for two years more. As
he vetoed the one-mi- ll tax-bil- l, the tax will
remain at four mills, which is more than
enough to pay current expenses, and some-

thing will be left over for the creditors. The
one-mi- ll tax meant repudiation, or, at least,
to force the bondholders to take thirty-thre-e

and one-thir- d cents on the dollar for their
debt. This action of the legislature is most
disgraceful, coming, as it did, after the bond-

holders had ottered to shave down their claims
forty cents on the dollar. Meantime, bonds
remain at about forty-fou- r cents. For a State
having two hundred and seventy-fiv- e million
dollars of taxable property, and but twenty-thre- e

million dollars of debt, to allow her
londs to be hawked about at that price is
disgraceful; but the legislature seemed to be
without sense of honor. Should the propo-
sition of the creditors be accepted, the debt
of the State will be about fourteen million
dollars, and the yearly interest account re-

duced to about eight hundred and forty
thousand dollars. This can be met
with the present four-mi- ll tax, but it will re-
quire strict economy in the management of
current expenses. However, the legislature
lias manifested a steady disposition to econo-
mize. They have indeed exmomized to a
foolish extent, if any economy can be called
foolish, when the State fails to meet her ob-

ligations. They have reduced the governor
salary to three thousand dollars and circuit
judges to two thousand. Out of this the
judge has to pay his traveling expenses, and
some of the circuits extend over half a dozen
counties. The argument which prevaded
with the legislature was that good men ac-

cepted these positions before the war at
eighteen hundred dollars yearly, and they
can do it now, or they can step aside and let
tliose who will. The whole thing is upon the
false theory that a four-mi- ll tax is oppressive.
There is not a State bordering Tennessee but
what has a higher rate. If the sixty-ce- nt

compromise is made with the creditors, the
rate should be put at five mills, thus paying
the interest and not reducing salaries below
the point that good and competent men can
afford to serve. The sentiment of the State
is in favor of accepting the sixty-ce- nt com-
promise, which the creditors so generously
otter. The opposition comes from two par-
ties, those who hold the honor and good name
of the State at a higher value than dollars,
and are in favor of paying the creditors what
is honestly their due, and not a cent less.
Unfortunately this class is in the minority.
Could they shape events they would
put up taxation to six mills, where
it ought to be, and deal hon-
estly with those who have parted
with their money on the plighted faith and
honor of the State. On the other hand, there
is a party of repudiation who would swindle
the creditors out of the whole debt, and at
the same time keep all the improvements that
were built with this borrowed money in
other words, they would not hesitate to do
that which would send the State to the peni-
tentiary were she a person. There is still an-
other party who advocate "compromising"
at thirty-thre-e and a third cents that is, giv-
ing the creditors that or nothing. The evils
of repudiantion in whole or in part are great-
er than that of taxation sufficient to meet
just obligationc. The example of dishonesty
is contagions. Men see the State in which
they live swindling its creditors, and they are
emboldened to do the same. Credit is broken
down and confidence destroyed. The beauti-
ful State capitol was built with borrowed
money from these bonds. Yet the repudia-tionis- ts

propose to keep the building and re-

pudiate the debt on the ground that the State
is not able to pay! Very well, if the State
cannot pay, she should turn over all the pub-
lic improvements to her creditors, like any
other bankrupt. If she is bankrupt, let her
ivct like a bankrupt, and not like a sneak.
But she is not bankrupt, and the cry of pov-
erty is the cloak of dishonesty.

THE EQUITIES IN THE CASE.

Nashville A merican : It is time that those
who are capable of instructing the people in
regard to the footing upon which the State
debt stands were engaged in that occupation.
The proceedings of the Wilson county meet-
ing snow how little is popularly known con-
cerning the real merits of the question. The
real point to be considered, admitting the
debt, of Tennessee to be a valid and subsist-
ing obligation, is how much are the people
able to pay, not how little. It is not how
much can we compel the holders of Tennessee
securities to abate of their demands, but how
much of the debt are we able, with care and
economy, and unquestionably with some
trouble to ourselves, to meet in the future.
To demand a reduction to forty cents because
lxmds happen to be quoted at forty cents in
; he market reports, is to mistake the entire
question. If the question were one, not of
how much can we pay of a subsisting debt,
but how much is due one of some equity,
entitling us to a reduction, the market quo-
tations would afford no indication as to that
amount, and tbr-- have really nothing what-
ever to do with the question except to mis-
lead. Our bonds are quoted at forty and
fortv-fou- r cents because the interest is not
paid. If we were paying interest, and the
supposed question of equities should arise on
a demand for reduction, we would find our
bonds selling at from ninety cents to a dollar.
If we were not in default, fiat would then be
the gauge, and according to the present rea-
soning, would be taken a3 the standard. Upon
such demand they would fall in value, and
the fall would be increased by the probability
of a reduction being made and by the proba-
ble amount cf reduction. It can thus be
seen how little the market quotations have to
do with the question, and how far we should
be from mistaking the consequence of our de-

fault for an equity in our favor or a measure
of the equities in our favor if any there are.
Only a few londs are ever sold at these
prices, and those wrested by necessity from
nolders who can hold no longer or who have
utterly lost confidence. The great part of
our bonds have not changed hands at any
such price. If such a principle were adopted,
a State, or a county, or citv, or an individual,
did the law permit, could by suspending
payments reduce the price of their paper,
and claim by default an equity against the
purchaser for reduction of the amount of his
claims. Such a rule would destroy private
credit, ruin trade, demoralize society, sap the
very foundation of private morals; and cer-
tainly there cannot be one rule for the col-

lection of individuals we call the State and
another for the individual. Our default was
beyond our control, but we should not turn it
into an equity in our favor to the injury of
others. The people of the State have been
misled and misinformed about a subject
which could easily be made clear to any can-
did man. The plain question is, how much
of a debt that is due can we meet in the
future? Let us meet that in a fair and
honest spirit.
CAN THE PRESENT LEGISLATURE BE TRUST-

ED?
Clarksville Tobucco-Iea- f: The present leg-

islature, we fear, is not to be trusted to pro-
tect the honor of the State or the best inter-
ests of the people. Ternessee never needed
good credit so much as just now. Our pres-
ent financial distress comes mostly from bad
legislation and the agitation of the doctrine
of repudiation by demagogues office-seeke- rs

who always coin sweet sounding sentiments
for tax-paye- rs and know how to appeal to
predjudice against capital. The loss of cred-
it has brought reproach upon the State, just
as it would affect an individual, and paral-
yzed all publicenterprise. The laboring class
are the real sufferers because the result attects
the demand and price of labor. This class of
people never study financial problems; they
rather look to the average politician to do
their thinking, and he finds it easy to
appeal to prejudice in saddling the blame
upon capital. Good credit makes
money easy and stimulates enterprise
and speculation which are sure to give re-

muneration to labor. The people as a mass
are honest, and would never sanction any-

thing looking to repudiation, if not led on by
designing office-seeke- rs. We may expect the
repudiators to harangue the people, appeal-
ing for an indorsement of their acts and
views, and it behooves good men, who would
protect the honor and prosperity of the State,
to go to work. Tennessee should not be
placed in the humiliatingattitude of demand-
ing more liberal terms from her creditors. It

is altogether a matter of ' "nor and justice
with the State whether w y the debt, and
Tennessee will hardly be ex. used on account
of inability or poverty, while other southern
States in no better condition are promptly
meeting their liabilities. By all means let us
accept the proposition of sixty cents on the
dollar, submitted by the bondholders, and at
once settle the credit of the State. The Dem-

ocratic party is pledged to this course, and we
are, by every interest that is dear, bound to
uphold it.

LET US SETTLE.
Tipton Hecord: The legislature has ad-

journed without taking any definite action in
regard to the settlement of the State debt.
We hope the governor will call an extra ses-

sion of that body, and that this vexed ques-
tion, so material to the prosperity of the
State, may be settled. The proposition of the
holders of our bonds in reference to its ad-

justment renders this a propitious time. The
proposition to scale the debt forty cents on
the dollar is liberal, and gives the desired op-

portunity of relieving the people of much of
the debt, at the same time maintaining the
credit of the State.

Comes to the Front and Tells what he
Thinks of the Kecreant )emorrats

who have Sold Themselves for
Office.

The duty of northern and southern Demo-
crats is well and clearly set forth in the fol-

lowing extract from a letter of Governor
Vance, of North Carolina, to the Augusta
(Ga.) Chronicle and Constitutionalist:
"Briefly and simply, then: In everything,
except the mere forms of law, I regard Mr.
Hayes as a usurper. By maintaining armed
intervention in the States recently declared
by the commission, under which he claims to
be sovereign, that no act of theirs could be
impeached or even inquired into, though
tainted by a fraud that would have voided
any other human transaction, in any court in
Christendom, he is flagrantly defying the con-
stitution of his country. Every day that
United States troops are kept in and aliout
the Statehouses of South Carolina and Lou-
isiana by Mr. Hayes's order, he is guilty of
crucifying the constitution afresh and putting
it to open shame. And all men who hold
office under him of political significance, are
holding his garments while liberty is bayonet-
ed to death. The plea of uniting with evil-
doers for the purpose of controlling them is
as contemptible as it is stale. It lot its effi-

cacy in the service of renegade native south-
erners, who joined the Radicals in time to
participate in the reconstruction era of plun-
der. The duty of the southern Democrats,
as well as the northern Democrats, and of
Democrats and friends of constitutional lib-

erty everywhere, is to wage open war against
Mr. Hayes and all other men who disregard
the plain provisions of that great charter of
the rights of the States and of the people.
Especially is it the duty of the L'emocracy to
see that not another dollar is voted to the
support of the army until guarantees are
given that it shall no longer be used to de-

stroy the States, and shear them of their just
powers.''

Senator Iiamor,
Senator Lamar, on Monday last, being un-

able to visit Mr. Hayes, wrote him a private
letter in regard to the jiolitical situation in the
south, and deprecating his recent course to-

ward South Carolina and Louisiana. It was
couched, the telegraph tell us, in dignified
but caustic language, and seemed to make a
deep impression upon the President for the
moment, at least, for he remarked to a friend
that he feared he had alienated Lamar from
bim.

We had supposed that the address of the
Democratic committee, of which Senator
Lamar was a member, to the people of the
United States branding the action of the high
joint commission as an outrage and Hayes a
usurper, would have alienated things a little.

THE POPE'S ALLOCUTION.

He lieplores the Treatment or the Chnrch
by the Italian Government, and

Declares He will 'ever
Surrender.

And He Invites the Faithful Everywhere
to Act Upon their Governments

and Urge upon Them to Co-

operate for the Squelch-
ing or Italy.

New York World: The allocution which
was delivered by Pius IX to the cardinals in
secret consistory on the twelfth of March, be-

gins by deploring the attacks upon the
Catholic religion of these last years, and
points out the increasing gravity of the situa-
tion in these words :

"It is already the seventh year since a
usurping government, treading under foot ev-

ery divine and human right, in despite of the
most solemn treaties, and profiting by the

of a generous nation, occupied by
main force all that remained of our provinces
and invaded this holy city, filling the univer-
sal church with mourning at the consumma-
tion of so iniquitous a deed. In spite of the
hypocritical and disloyal promises made at
that moment by the usurpers to foreign gov-
ernments, that they would respect the liberty
of the church and the independence of the
Roman pontiff, we were never under any
illusion whatever as to the sad and miserable
future in store for us under their dominion.
On the contrary, indeed, well knowing the
fell designs proper to men bound together by
the spirit of revolution and iniquitous ties, we
then foretold that the aim of such sacrilegious
invasion was not so much the conquest of our
state as the wicked design of destroying the
more easily, through the suppression of our
temporal dominion, all the institutions of the
church, of annihilating the authority of the
holy see, and of cutting down the supreme
power of the vicar of Jesus Christ, to us, al-

though undeserving, confided."
Casting a retrospective glance upon the

laws made during this period the pope de-
plores the suppression of the religious orders
as causing the disappearance of so many cen-
ters where the religions of other nations were
welcomed and as doing immense injury to
the propagation of the faith. He declares
that young clerics were forced to become sol-

diers, that a great part of the church's sacred
patrimony was usurped, that sacred edifices
were reduced to profane uses, that institu-
tions of charity were taken from the church,
and finally says:

"We have seen, and we repeat it with the
most intense bitterness of soul, both public
and private instruction, whether scientific or
literary, withdrawn by degrees from the au-
thority and direction of the church, and the
office of teaching intrusted to men of sus-
pected faith or to open enemies of the church
who had no scruple in making public profes-
sion of atheism."

He next takes up the clerical abuses bill,
and, having reviewed its provisions, con-
clude;

"So soon as this law can be sanctioned and
promulgated, a lay tribunal must judge if
and how a priest, in the administration of the
sacraments, disturbs the conscience of the
faithful and the peace of famdies, and the
word of the bishops, of the priests, shall
remain shackled and smothered, and not less
shall Vie that of the vicar of Jesus Christ,
who, although he may be personally called
responsible for reasons of policy, shall, never-
theless, be punished in the persons of his ac-
complices; as a minister had no hesitation in
declaring in public parlianient.when alluding
to our person, he stilted that it was neither a
novelty nor an anomaly, in penal legislation,
to punish accomplices when the principal au-
thor was beyond reach."

He finally "utterly condemn and reproves
this unjust law, which is called of the regio
placito, declaring openly that the di-
vine authority of the church is offended by it,
and her liberty violated." He cannot under
stand how men can be found, under these
circumstances, to create the belief that the
Roman pontiff can exercise his supreme min-
istry in Rome with tranquillity and freedom :

"For who are they who do not know 'that
the acts which to-da-y it is boasted are free
are not dependent upon our power, but upon
that of the present rulers, so that we can
only perform them within certain limits, and
for so long only as they are not prohibited?
That upon them depends the exercise of these
acts called free is even if other evidence
were wanting clearly shown by the last laws
we have already deplored, in virtue of which,
with new and intolerable oppression, the
free exercise of our spiritual power, and that
of the ecclesiastical ministry, is limited and
shackled."

He wishes that such persons could
"Hear the injuries and the insults which

are daily launched, even in public parlia-
ment, against our humble person injuries
and insolts for which, individually, we pr.r-do- n

those imbeciles who pror.o-inc- them, but
w ilich ca;,:. uu oilier than ott'end the whole
church in the person of its chief, whom they
would seek to deprive of that high authority,
in the minds of the faithf ul, which the vicar
of Christ requires for the supreme govern-
ment of the church. They would then be
witnesses of the opprobrium and calumnies
which in every way possible are vomited forth
daily against your sublime senate, and
against the high dignitaries of the church,
with great disadvantage to their respective
administrations."

He complains of profanations of the most
august mysteries, of impiety and atheism
honored daily with public uemonst rations
and solemn processions, of blasphemies vom-
ited forth against the cnurch in the parlia-
mentary chambers, where they have gone so
far as to qualify her as subversive and aggres-
sive, her liberty as wicked and fatal in princi-
ple, her doctraies as perverse, anti-soci- al and
immoral, and influences as hurtful to society.
He would that these sustainers of his pre-
tended liberties would wander through the
city and

"Judge if the temples erected to false doc-
trines, the schools of error found at every cor-
ner, the many houses of perdition opened at
every step, the most obscene and repulsive
spectacles presented to the eyes of the pub-
lic, make the position tolerable of him who
by the duty of the apostolic ministry,
ought to prevent, and would prevent, all
these disorders, but who, on the contrary, is
deprived of every means and of all power of
preventing even one, and of guarding
againt the rum of so many souls."

He then asks if it is not mockery to ask
him to come to an accord with the govern-
ment, and declares that the world must be
enlightened as to the value of the guarantees
which a show was made of giving the head
of the church, but which have no foundation
beyond the caprice of the government which
carries them into effect according to its par-
ticular interests. His conclusion is that in
Rome he

"Must either be. sovereign or a prisoner,
and the Catholic world can never be tranquil
as long as the action of the Roman pontiff
shall be exposed to the agitation of parties,
to the arbitrary power of the rulers, to the
results of political elections and the calcula-
tions of crafty and interested men."

Nevertheless he does not lose courage and
does not seek a tranquil asylum in a foreign
country. He remains to sustain the interests
of the church and to defend inch by inch the
little that remains from the usurpation of the
revolution. As to the ruling powers, he asks:

"How can they be unaware that there can-
not be prosperity for the nations, tranquillity
and repose for the peoples, a'ld firmness and
stability for thrones, if the authority of the
church, whfch is the foundation of all well-order-

society, is down-trodde- n and out-
raged, and if the person of the supreme hier-arc- h

is not free and independent in his ele-
vated ministry."

His holiness then pasges on to rejoice at the
spontaneous and generous movement among
tiie peoples of even the most remote nations
in fiivor of the Roman pontificate and his
humble person, and says :

" We would wish only t.iat, as a useful les-

son, might be recognized by all, the value and
the sitrnifici-uc- e of these pilgrimages, which
in beinrr promoted exactly in the greatest mo-
ment of peril for the Roman pontificate, are
not so much a demonstration of simple affec-
tion and reverence toward our humble person
as a cleat and eloquent mini testation of the
internal uneasiness which reigns in the heart
of all Catholics as to the abnormal position of
their common father, an uneasiness which
will not cease, but rather increase until the
head of Catholicity returns to the possession
of his full and real independence.'

Alter expressing his personal gratitude to
all Catholics for their rceated proofs of af-
fection and devotiou, he wishes that hit
voice might reach them all against the perse-
cutions in Italy of the Vicar of Jesus Christ,
and declares that nothing could be more op-
portune than that the holy pastors should

"Study to arouse up their faithful flocks to
act upon their governments through the
means allowed by the laws of their respective
countries, in order to induce them to cast a

glance upon the situation of the head of the
Catholic church, and provide in an ellicacious
manner for the removal of the obstacles which
prevent his full and real independence."

The allocution closes by asking prayers for
the conversion of the church's enemies, and
urging that there should be no cessation in
the combat against the powers of darkness
and the perversity of the age.

Day Is Ione Like a Mqaeezed Oranee

he 1m to be Thrown Aalde The
Nfum of the Political Cauldron

is Kejeeted by those with
Whom it has Nerved

a Purpose.

New York Tribune: It is reported that
certain senators and thirteen representatives,
of the variety called carpetbaggers, have
signed an agreement to withdraw from the
Republican party. The news is too good to
be true. They promise to give the Denio
cratic party control of both houses of con-
gress; but, if even that advantage could be
gained, it would be purchased too dearly by
affiliation with these persons. The Republi-
can party has been carrying them long enough
to know what they cost If they, and their
respected leader, Mr. Butler, wish to do that
party the greatest service in their power, we
trust they will "stand not upon the order of
their going, but go at once. ' That they do
not mean to do the Republican party this fa-

vor, and will not go at all if they can help it,
we are fully convinced. The fact is, that the
Republican party has been running a politi-
cal poorhouse quite too long. The one fatal
defect of its policy, since the war, has been
that it gave opportunity for adventur-
ers, who were utterly without stand-
ing or consideration in any northern commu-
nity, and who, if not propped up by United
States bayonets, could not nave been elected
to any office by the colored men of the south,
to fasten themselves upon the party and the
country as the representative Republicans of
the reconstructed States. Good men as well
as bad men have gone from the north to take
part in southern politics. But it is an unhap-
py consequence of the peculiar influence
which worthless men attained under Grant's
administration that the most worthless of all
the generation of carpetbaggers seemed to
have, in the fullest decree, the sympathy and
support of that administration, were enabled
to select officials who would serve them, were
thus recommended to the Republican voters
of the south as the men of all others who were
trusted at Washington by official leaders of
the party, and secured a controlling position
in the party at home by means of tins influ-
ence. We all know how decent men have
been repelled by this prominence of unscru-
pulous persons. All other blunders put to-

gether have not cost the Republican party as
many votes as the single fact that it was
represented and controlled in reconstructed
States by unworthy men. To get rid of this
inwbus has been the one thing needful. Un-
happily, it has also been ot all things the
most difficult. For these schemers have
been cunning to represent that their cause
was the cause of the colored people; they
have made many northern men believe that
all opposition to them was hostility to Re-
publican principles and to colored suffrage;
they have filched tor themselves whatever
sympathy the loyal people had for "the wards
of the nation;" and they have not been re-

strained by gratitude, conscience, decency, or
humanity from fomenting bloody strife be-

tween whites and blacks at the south when-
ever it suited th'jm to revive northern memo-
ries of the war. These men have made the
southern problem a hard one. Months ago
we said that the Republican party could solve
that problem only by dropping the carpetbag
politicians who have disgraced that party by
managing it at the south. But to this day they
have stuck tighter than leeches. It has been
impossible to drop them, or to shake them
off, or to get rid of them on any terms. If
this set of corrupt politicians will transfer
themselves to the Democratic party, they
will render the country a great service. Next
to the advantage of gaining men who
strengthen a party is the advantage of losing
men who weaken it. As their unwholesome
influence has made more powerful every bad
element in the Republican party, so they are
certain, if they go to the Democrats at all, to
contribute all their own unscrupulous reck-
lessness to its most dangerous elements.
Thereby the more decent and patriotic Dem-
ocrats will be repelled, even as they will be
drawn to the Republican party by the expul-
sion of its most odious men. A real recon-
struction of parties, a bringing together the
best and worthiest men of both political or-

ganizations, would be the natural result if
the remnant of carpetbag plunderers would
be good enough to transfer themselves to the
Democratic camp. But the news is too good
to be true. The scamps know that Democra-
cy would only use them for a day, and then
drop them forever. They know that they
have made themselves offensive in
the last degree to the property-ownin- g

and substantial citizens of the south.
They do not like the liberal policy of Presi-
dent Hayes, but it is not possible for them to
be ostracised more completely than they
would be within a year after alliance with
Democrats. They thirst for revenge, but
they burger for the flesh-pot- s. Reform is a
bitter word to them. But tby cm turn re-
formers, and pretend to be zealous adherent s

of the new policy, and hope even yet to g :

some place and retain some influence. The
danger is not that they will .o but that thr y
will stay. The administration would gaia
many supporters, not only from substantial
citizens ot the south, but from the independ-
ent class at the north, for every vote it mpy
lose by a departure of political paupers. Bi.t
the danger is that the paupers will not secede
from the poorhouse as long as there is t!.e
faintest possibility of victuals.
