detenzined to follow Simmes exgmple.
ter's brother Thomas wis opposed 10 Simms's
return, and on account of James Potter hav-
ing assented to i, did not speak to James for
severil years after. The ﬁ'nl:-'b had never
ill-treated hun. He bad been well nsed by
them. While in jail at Savannul. Poland,
James Polter’s =on-in-law, came {o him and
advised bimi to go a short distance up in the
country, that all excitement concerning  hiw
might be allayed. 1t was sobsequently ar-
rangl_'d that ‘Simms shonld be sold to any
man whom Simms himself might select.
This coming to the ears of a man named
Mordicai, Mordicai represented to one Wildy,
to whom Smnms’s sule had be intrusted, thal
Simms had expresse ] a desire to be purchased
by him, which Simms had not done at all.
It was nnder these circnmstances that he was
sold. When James Potter heard of the de-
ception practiced by Mordicai he was very
angry: but the transaction had been made,
and was irrevocable. Simms was finally sent
to New Orleans, where he remained for some
time, and was sold toa man in Mississippi,
with whom he Uved on the best possible

terms for ten years, when he was
set at  liberty in 1563, While
in Mississippi, he visited his rela-

tives in Savannah, and was well received by
his former master, James Potter, who mvited
him to come and see him before his re-
deparbure forhls bomo in Miccicaippi., In
1857 or 135 Simms commenced acorrespond-
ence with o man in Boston. 1t continued for
a short time, and then suddenly stopped.
One day he asked his owner why he had not
given him his letiers. The owner remarked
that he had opened one of them, and found
that there was an effort being made to secure
his purchase, and, fearing that this would in-
duce in him a desire to leave, he had pur-
posely withheld the letters. The Potters were
northern men, Though James Potter owned
one hundred slaves, he never allowed Simms's
family to go on the plantation with them.
Instead, l}l.l')' were allowed to live ont by
themselves, until a popular feeling and preju-
dice arose against them and Potter ,'nr al-
lowing them to act as “free negroes.” Potter
was forced to sell them. and Sunms’s mother,
by process of purchase and the knd inter-
vention of friends, came into full possession
of her own family, himself excepted. As
will be geen, Simms states definitely and pos-
itively that the war and not General Devens
freed him.

Nashville American, Sunday: Very soon
after Mr. Hayes's appointment of (Generul
Devens, of Massachusetts, as atiorney-gen-
eral of the United States was announced, it
was brought out as partof the latter’s record
that, while serving ns Umted States marshal,
in the return o

in 1851, he had assisted
hondage of a fugitive slave named Thomas

Simms, who escaped from his naster m
(ieorga and was captured in Boston. Wen-
dell Phillips took up the cry, denouncing
Devens as a *“‘slave-hound,”" and Hayes's ad-
visers as a ‘‘slave-hound cabinet.”” An ex-
tract from Phillips’s fierce attack was given
in the American oneday last week. General
Devens's friends came to his defense, and the
chief point they urged in extenuation of his
official action of twenty-six years ago was
that, although as United States marshal he
was compelled to hold the fugitive in custody
and see that he was sent back to his master,
the duty was so distasteful that, after great
personal exertion, he raised sufficient money
to purchase Simms from his owner, and made
him a free man, This statement is denied by
Phillips in his most vigorous English, and his
secanvs onslanghtu [:\en Jevens 18 Ven more sav-
age than the firet. Now it happensthat Simms
is still living. and that he is a resident of
Nasahville, and, acting upon the idea that he,
of course, ought to be able to settle definitely
the point in (Eiaputp.. he was sought out and
interviewed )'eﬁterda{l h{l an American re-
porter. Simms said that he had read every-
thing that had been printed here on the sub-
ject, and hod intended making a full state-
ment, but thought he would not be able to do
s0 before the qatter part of this week. He
desired to refresh his memory and to give the
facts as accurately as possible, so that injus-
tice should be done tomno one. He staried
out with denying that James Potter, his for-
mer master, had treated him cruelly. On the
contrary, he was uniformly kind, and went so
far as to put & nominal price on Simms's
mother and children that they might be ena-
bled, through friends, to purchase their free-
dom, which they did. He had himself asked
Potter to sell him, but Potter declared that
no man should have him for less thun eight-
een hundred dollars, which was equivalent to
no =ale. Simms finally offered to find a man
who would purchase him for eighteen hun-
dred dollars, but Potter refused to entertaun
the proposition, giving as a reason that
he did not want to part with so pgood a
brick-mason. One day Simms saw his mas-
ter in the act of stepping into a carriage, with
a view to taking a trip to New York, and
said he need not be surprised if he found
him in New York shortly after his arrival
there, To this Potter made no reply, the
driver cracked his whip, and the cur-
ringe rolled away. It was not long be-
fore Simms himself was on his way in
4 steamer to New York. The man who
arrested  him in  Beston was  pamed
As=sa 0. Butman. He supposed it was on
United States Marshal Devens's order, who
wus acting in his offical capacity under the
then existing law. That he might do no in-
justice to Attorney-General Devens, Simms
said he desired to wuil until this week before
making any detailed statement with regard
to his arest and detention in Boston. He
hid been constantly thinking over the mat-
ter and cndgeling his memory to bring out
all the facts connected with that eventful
period of his life, as accurately as  was pos-
sible. He desired to say nothing calculatad
to inany manner wound the feelings of either

In the most unmistakable
manner Russia  engages {0 abstain
from any aggression, to maintain an
agreement with the other powers to watch
with them for a reasonable time for the exe-
cution of the reforms, and finally in case
things comes to the worst and the hopes of
all are deceived, to advise with them on the
fttest means to attain the common object.
After such an engagement with all the great
wers of Europe, the Turkish government
ing intentionally excluded, can Russia be
ustiied in  making the refusal of
Turkey to enter into any parlicular
negotiations with herself u reason for war?

New Yonx, Apnl 8. —Yesterday's devel-
opments in the Jewett tragedy make the
thecry that Orville committed muoraer and
suicide more coriain.
