The rite of Incrense has been more than three and
i hall per cent, per annum—a rate outstripplng all
Furopenn fdeas of progress. At the same ratio, by
the year 1000, the United States will contaln one
pundred mlilion people. With such a population,
and the undisputed ecommnnd of the Atlantic and
Paeitic consts, what may be the lmit of thelr power?

During the past fifty years more than five million
forelymers have seliled among us, & number egual-
iz the combined population of the great Stiles of
indianaand Hlinots la 1500, and exceeding that of
many of the kingdoms of Europe. It ls estimated
thay brought with them an avernge of aixty dollars
aeh, of an aggreginte of three hundred milllon in
Nineteen-iwentieths of them settled In the
northern States, adding to thelr population, wealth
and lndustry. No other country of llke aren, and
within such temperate latitude, has so many long
and navigable rivers, so many I hi-water
aies, such extensive and fertile valleys, and such
rich and varied deposits of mineral wealth In its viest
mountaln-chalng,  While nine-tenths of Europe lle
betwisen the fortleth and sixtleth dygrees of north
lntitude. more than that proportion of the United
States moy be found In the more temperate beit be-
tween the thirtd and forty-fifth degrees, Every-
tiing, therefore, combines to stimulate all depart-
ments of Indostry, and we now stand wmong the
foremnost nutions of the earth.

INLAND COMMERCE.

I IS80 our forelgn commerce wias exceeded by
that of Gireat Britaln only; and we had an Inland
commene greater than that of all Europe combined.
The commerce that floats upon one river only—the
;nulaﬂﬂ—m 1o parallel In any other country.
This ‘am, with Its large tributaries, dralns a
tasin one thoosand miles from north to south, und
fifteen hundred miles from east o west; and has a
steamboat navigation of nearly thirty thousand
miles. Many of these tributarles are ]‘ung\‘:r than
any river of Burope, except the Volga apnd the Dan-
ubis,  But two citles in Europe, Loandon and Parls,
exeesd New York In population, _London and Parls
are more than a thousand years old; New York nol
jet two hundred. The la gridn depot In the
world ts Chieago, i place not yet thirty years old.

RAILROADS IN THE UNITED STATES.

But In ncthing has our progress been so mnrked
and so great as In the eonstruction of rallroads. In
1850 we bad but X588 miles in operation. In 18640
we had 30,600, costing the enorinous sum of $1,-
Li34,500.000; 22000 miles bullt 1o ten sears, and
several thousand mlles since then. Our people re-
gnrd them as not only the best means to deveiop the
resouroes of States and distrigts, but &s the chief
agents in reclalming the wilderness, multiplsing
farms, crenting new States, nnd Increasing wealt
aned  power. Hence, they have more eapital
investad In them than in anything else, save farms,
Before the year 1850 most of these roads were short
lines, bullt and used for loes! purposes only. Now,
many of them are important chanoels of trade and
travel, hundreds of willes In length, connecting the
ocean with the Mississippl river, and the Likes of the
north with the gull of the south. In u feyv years the
Allantls and Paettie oceans will be united by severnl
lines of milroad, extending dcross our entlie conti-
nent; and the stiks and tens of China, and the malls
of Europe =111 ind their shortest transit across ous
borders. The produetions of our country are as va-
ried und yalusble as s patursl features ire wonder-
lul. XNot ouly do we rulse all the ooroils known to
any other portion <¥ tha world, but w o arti-
oles of Commerie found nowhere else in such abund-
ance snd perfection. Cotton 1s the chief staple of
the worlil’s commerce, as It elothes more people and
enters into more of the wants of life than any other,
Its value In Europe may be conjectured when we
stale that In the year 1500 we exported but 5000
;-::i:-r , and in 1860 we sent 11,000,000 across the At-

untie

Tobaoeo, sugar and rice are also amoug our lead-
Ing productions, the former constituting a chief fea-
ture In our export trade.

In 1860, the south had one third
less population than the north, and made but Hitie
use of the agricultural Implements used to moltiply
the laboring forces of a country. Yet she produced
more than one-haif the corn, two-sevenths of the
wheat. nearly all the sweel poleloes, seven-elghihs
of the tobacco, six-sevenths of the hemp, four-fifths
of the peas and beans, and all the cotton, sugar,
molasses and riee.

Nearly every county In West Tennesse and north
Mlsslsaipid hasa rallroad running th it, and
the citizens of no county In any one of the States
within ihe circle are more than iwenty-five miles
from a rallroad or na ble stream. In 1854 the
soutliern Sustes ralsed 65,387,000 bales of cotton, of
4100 pounds each; the state of Misslssippl alone
rudsed 1,200,000, or nearly one-fourth of that whole
crop.  In the season of 1858-"00, Memphis recelved
:E_Hei! 791 bales, and was the fourth cotton muarket in

nlon,

Memphis belng so readily accessible In any diree-
tlon, by river or rallroads, buyers mset here from all
parts of the Union. The agents of the Ohlo Fietories
meel the New Orleans buyers on our streets, and
both compete with the New York and New England
huyers. he river never feezes over at Memphis,
and the t.mﬁe-{ steamers lamd nt our wharves sl all
seasons of the year, Wao ars within (wo days of Nar-
Tolk, the finest harbor on the Atlantic; within thirty
irnrs of the northemn lukes and twenty hours of the
gull. Thia region arcund Memnjlds, oondalming bl
vne Lhirly-fifih of the population of the Paion, pro-
duced one-sicth of all the cotion, one boenty-firth of
Wl e corn, one-fenlh of all the sweet pofato s, and
one-telfth of all the pras and teanx raised in the
Urdan e 1860, Its graln and frolt ripen several
weeks before those (o the northern States, and our
lines of rallroads and steamerns enable us to sell our
griln and frult In the northerm markets at very high
prices. A reglon of egual extent =0 favored In ell-
miats, 80 bountifully vielding the luxuaries, as well as
the necessaries of e, and so bleased with (he many
facilities of transportation, can be found in no other
portion of the Union.

THE BURTON BADNESS

Aud the Unsecemly, Rlotous Conduct of
her Discarded Lovers—The “Backs™
on the Stand Testify for Them-
selves and for Eanch Other.

The Beautiful Octoroon as ahe Appenrs
in Court, surronnded by the State's
Counnsel and Members of the Bar
—FEd shaw's First Law Case.

The trial of the Mary Durton rioters is still
progressing at the erimimal court. Yester-
day testimony was introduced i behalf of
the five defendants on trial, the defense be-
ing chiefly to prove the good character of the
nccused.  All the day long the courthouse
wias crowded to excess by negro men and
women, who evidently sympathized deeply
with the young “*bucks,"” who were the riot-
ers. The fancy negro gamblers, “‘cappers,”
‘“three-card monte' and “‘over-and-finder™
players were present in strong force, as was
alzo o fair sprinkling of negro thieves and
lack demireps. Quite a number of vespect-
able black people were also on lLand, and
whenever a witness made some odd unswer,
all around the court-room in the Llack bacdk-
grouud hundreds of white eyes and scores of
rows of white teeth shone out like stars from

the heavens when the moon had ceased to
stine.  Several of the witnesses for the de-
fense admitted that they  ba?  Lon
arrested o tame pust  ou  charges

of gambling, siculing and other offenses.
They seemed to take great delight in
slating that the quadroon girl, Mary ﬁmt-tn.
was of bad character; that & white nuaw lived
with her, ete. The coloced lawyers appeired
to muke it a point to bring into the case the
name of the white man as often us possible,
wlthongh he had nothing in the world to do
with the present case. race feehng evi-
dently existed in the bosom of the Alrican
man—a feeling no doubt inspired by jealeusy
aver the possession of the pride of “de siety ™
and the “belle of Memphis,”” Mary Burton.
They seemed to forget that by exposing the
shortcomings of one of their own ruce of wo-
men, they added materially to the belief in
the mind of the white man as to the lack of
virtoe in the negro race generally. The trial
has attracted no httle public altention, and
the bar is crowded dauily with young lawyers,
who are taking legal notes and enjoying the
fun bronght out in the international and mter-
race trinl. The scornful style in which the
girl, Mary Borton, answered the questions
propounded by the colored lawyer Casselis,
was most amusing, and the contemptuous

manner in which she referrad to “‘the
low nicgers,” was, if anything, more
comical and nbsard. The bheroine of
the  trial, Mary Burfon, was,

understand, born und raiged in this city. Her
mother was a good-looking guadroon woman,
and her futher a Spaniavd named Burton, at
least so it was Angliciged and called here by
those who knew binmy. Heryp nts are deosd,
and the girl was mused and edocated by her
aunt, & large and corpulent’ colored woman
of light complexion and waighing over two
hundred peands, The girl was well educated
at the Fisk university at Nashville, and was
tanght sowme of the fine arls, such as paint-
g, deawing and music.
