V York World: l'rfjfessor Felix Adler
l.viie.l to a very lanre audience lit
Siiudird hall, on "The Kducition of Women
io He lieuan ly saying that
women ar' the guardians of mortality and
the prewrvers ot the domestic hearth, the
birthplace of all tht; virtues. "But,"" he con-
tinued, "they are also the enemies of pro-gr-j- is

of every kind, none are as tenacious of
their opinions, non-- ' more jealous ot their
traditions and prejudice's; so they have ever
been the dupes, tools unit allies of priestcraft
and npiritual The opposition of
women to the reform movement is most d:tli-cu- lt

to overcome. Can their hostility be
changed so that they rimy be converted from
active foes to steadfast friends? Let us con-
sider the social position of women, past and
present, and its effect upon ln-r-.

"Among the lower tribes, the position of
woman was that of abject slavery; she was a
mere menial, a drudge. 'lhe law of force
obtained in ail its repulsive coarseness. As
civilization advanced, came marriage, and
mutual regard for the children gave birth to
at least one tie of sympathy. In the (Jrecian
household there was still further progress,
antl its jesult may be noted in the lives an 1

histories of Andromache, Alcestris ami
l'enelope. With the Greeks, the woman's
duty was to superintend the internal economy
of the house. Still she was a subordinate,
and was early taught the tluties of obedience
and submission. Among the Hebrews she
was accorded more dignity and consequence.
Their worth and position are seen by the
active role they play in the lives of the pa-
triarchs, and by the example of Hebecca, the

and the leading women infirophetesses Jewish scriptural and Talmudi-ca- l
ordinances concerning women, and the

tact that so many 'eligious observances de-

pend upon them f. r fulfillment must have
raised them, too. in the popular mind, above
the level of the Romans. Among them the
witVs was simply a bondswoman; our very
word family, which is derived from the Latin,
meant, originally, the household of
slaves. The influence of Christian-
ity upon the position was twofold and
in opposite directions. Woman was in-

cluded in its church system and was second
only to its founder, so she was an ally and
champion of Christianity. Still in the early
days the church looked with undisguised con-
tempt upon the institution of marriage, de-

claring that the indulgence in the natural
was horrible. Women lett their husbands,
maidens their lovers to seek a religious life.
The celibacy of the clergy was enforced, and
1 need not dwell upon the shocting irregu
larities and disgraceful license that followed,
and of which the annals of the middle ages
are full. I will merely mention how it low-
ered the dignity of woman and unsettled the
relations ot the sexes, then came the age
of chivalry in society and in the church, ami
consequently the worshipof the Virgin Mary.
I hen began the education ot woman, or, at
least. Her induigenc in music anei poeiry,
intellectual sweetmeats, and her recoiraitiou
as the genius of tenderness and eiueen of the
graces.

In all these stages ot progress you win
notice one strong point, namely : 1 be uni
versal belief, the uncontested assumption ot
woman s inferiority to man. lhe disabilities
under which women have labored on account
of this assumption is, alone, sufficient to ex
plain their opposition to social, political ami
social reform of every kind. It is only by re
moving these disabilities that we can hone to
remove the opposition of liberalism. The
position of dependence in woman must tend
to develop abnormally their reliance or au-
thority, and their guidance by feeling rather
than bv reason. The one remedy is to
counterbalance the preponderance of
the feeling by the cultivation of the mind in
woman, and thus estatmsn ner equality wiin
man. fApplause. Similarity to man is not
desirable, but she should have, at least,
equal facilities to cultivate the mind.
Applause. as to tne auegea pnysicai in

feriority to man. lhe appeal to physiology
is premature; this science is not yet sum'
ciently advanced to settle this question.
What the nature ot woman is no one snows,
it is so overlaid by the crust of customs ac
cumulated in bygone a?e3. But those quali
ties which we all hnd in women are Bureiy
valuable enough to call for wide and more
thormiirh cultivation. What the possibilities
of woman are we know not; what we ask for

the lartrest. freest and broadest cul
ture to untold the latent powers oi
her mind. But it is urged that woman s
snhere is in the household, in the cares ot
family; this is true to a great extent,. iui
the number of women who never marry is
exceedinirlv irrc-at-: there are two million in
the United States who are working tor their
livelihood ; 13 it not mockery to say that the
business cf these women is in the household V

And if we lot them work in the held and the
. is it not lust to open to them all pro

fessions in the hisrher irrades and to make the
schools free to them, too? Antl is there not

demand for higher culture among the
seven million wives and mothers? The pres
ent principle ot the education ot the girls is
to make agreeable companions uistead f in-

tellectual partners of their husbands. There
is a lack of permanent intellectual interest in
one dim-ction- . Music and drawing, for ex
ample, are not. pursued for the sake ot art,
but like a new gown or a new tie are valued
mil v as a new attraction, fApplause.! And
their studies over, these xuiure wives anu
mothers a- - e torn awav to dissipations and to
the thousand poisonous flatteries that lies in
their paths, the desire lor pleasure becomes
a passion, the old musty, never liked, are
abandoned, the literature of sentiment alone
takes their place.

"Is it a wonder, then, that undue luxury
sure sign for lacking culture is the jrreatest
consideration that the web ot conversation is
too often woven of the shreds that have been
torn from others' reputations; is it any won-

der that, when trouble conies, these women
fly for consolation to the first handy super-
stition? We want notagTeeable companions,
but full partners of the marriage bond. An
edutational reform is the first point and the
most important in woman's emancipation.
Women should be able to pass an intelligent
judgment upon the leading political questions
of the day, should possess enough knowledge
of natural science to know the main results
of scientific investigation ; should have some
understanding of the human body and of the
laws that govern it to fit them to be the
mothers of future generations. Above all,
women should understand the instrjetion of
children. These additional acquirements
need entail no loss of Bweetness nor of any
of those other qualities which make up the
charms of women. A course of study like
this would be the means of creating perma-
nent ambition for all high and useful knowl-
edge, and thus the problem of how half the
human race shall be emancipated would solve
it.se' f. Woman is not undeveloped man.
Could we make her like man sweet love were
slain. Still, in years to come the man must
grow more like woman and woman more like
man; man must rrow sweeter and net less
strong, and woman stronger and not less
sweeter." Loud applause j
