THE UNITY OF THE BRITISH CABINET A

FANCY.

Liverpool, May 10. The Post's London
correspondent says: "When Mr. Cross boast
ed on Alon.lay ot tne enure unity 01 tne cao- -

met, ne was indulging in a nigm, 01 imagina
tion. The truth is, unity was only restored
Saturday, and this result was obtained after
an angry discussion in the cabinet and by the
threatened resignation 01 lour members.
Earl Beaconsfield was in favor of a violent
and sensational policy. The British fleet had
been ordered to rendezvous at cortu, witn
sealed instructions to sail for the Bosporus,
and there was every probability that an armed
demonstration in favor of the Turks would
be made. Gladstone s resolutions, or rather
the expression of public feeling they invoked,
put matters in an entirely different position,
and when the cabinet met Satnrday several
members declared that they would not at pres-
ent sanction an armed demonstration on the
Bosporus. The four members to whom
the country owes the final decision of the
government in favor of neutrality are Lord
Salisbury, Sir Stafford Northcote, Lord Car- -

narvan and Air. Cross. 1 nev declared mat
they would not support a warlike policy, and
as, their retirement would break np the gov-
ernment the prime minister and his warlike
colleagues were compelled to submit. Thus
a sort of unity has been patched up for the
present, and the government, in - the mean-
time, is committed to the policy of neutrality.
It should not, however, be forgotten that this
policy is provisional, and that the whole cab-
inet recognize that intervention may become
necessary."

IX THE BRITISH HOUSE OF COMMONS.

London, May 10. In the house of com-
mons, Mr. Sullivan withdrew the questions
which he eraye notice Tueada7 he should ilsk
Monday next, relative t the intimation of
the heme secretary that England would de-

fend Egypt from interference or attack. The
undi.'r secretary for the foreign department,
In reply to a nueation by Mr. Jenkins, said no
steps have been taken to send a naval forcp
to the Danube, eucn steps would lead to
much misinterpretation, and possibly to se-

rious results. He said he had no information
about the state of the Black sea blockade, and
that no representations had been made about
its insufficiency, in reply to the question by
Mr. Wait, he said England had asked the
Porte for a further extension of time for the
entry and clearance of vessels from the block-
aded ports.

THE CZAR'S MISTAKE ENGLAND'S THREAT- -'

ENIXG ATTITUDE.
Washington, May 7. Mr. Kurd Yon

Schlozer, envoy extraordinary and minister
plenipotentiary of the German empire to this
country, in an interview, says that the recent
activity of Ijreat Britain in warlike prepara-
tions was undoubtedly preliminary to an im-

portant diplomatic movement to check the
advance of Russia and secure an armistice for
the purpose of reopening negotiations. He
said Ihe situation of Russia, which has now
become too palpable to le longer concealed,
was due to the apprehension of a demonstra-
tion on the part of England. When the tzar
declared war he was assured that there was
no possible danger of Engluh intervention,
but the events of the paat few days have con-
vinced him that he was The Rus-
sian idea was that the anti Turkish feeling in
England, represented by Gladstone, was
strong enough to compel the government
to maintain strict neutrality in any event,
but the more recent rapid military

nil n;)val preparations ot England
have opened tl.e char's eyes to the
tact that the opposition as led by Uladatone
cannot even exercise a restraining influence
upon the Disraeli cabinet. L nder these cir
cumstances and in view of the uncertain atti
tude of Austria, the minister said it was evi
dent thai th C7ir had begun to realize
that his action had been precipitate, and that
an early armistice was very probable. Being
asked whether he thought hncland would de
clare war in the event of the rapid advance of
tlie Russians 111 Asia or on the Danube, the
minister replied that it would depend en- -

tir. ly upon the extent of the advance and the
ability displayed by the Turks to defend Con-
stantinople. He said the British trovprnmeHt
regarded the czar as having pledged himself
lAj riojt null lur iA.Liipiiiiu vi I'uiiit in a
material guarantee for the reforms demanded
of Turkey, and that any advance of the IJus-sia- n

forces boyond this limit, or any policy
looking to the permanent occupation of Turk-
ish territory in Asia would be taken by Eng-
land as cumis belli.

Sonora Wanted.
Washington special to Chicago Times, 8th;

There is a movement on foot against Mexico.
The objective point is Sonora, and the pur-
pose, from what can be gathered here, seems
to be to annex this province to-th- e domain at
the Texas Pacific railroad, and incidentally to
Uncle Sam. The movement is said to have
wide ramifications. The deposed President
Lerdo, who is living here in seclusion, is a
silent partner i it. The headquarters are
naturally in Philadelphia. New Orleans is
the basis ofactive operationa. The interested
parties here are trying to see how much
toleration they can count on from the national
government when they begin active operation
next autumn. They propose, itis understood,
to colonize the State of Sonora with some
thousands of Americans, and to set up an
independent government there. Then they
will play the role of Texas over again, and
endeavor to secure admission to the.Unlou as
a federal State. The Texa3 Pacific railroad
at one point will run along the southern bor-
ders of Arizona, and almost touch the terri-
tory of Mexico. The anarchy that prevails
in Mexico opens the way for this new coloni-
zation scheme. There is said to be a gyeivt
deal ot money avilabie to carry out the enter- -

firise. If a new government should be
in Sonora, Lerdo will undoubtedly be

the nominal head of it. The means for estab
lishing it will be furnished from this side of
the border. The capture of Sonora would
inevitably carry with it the control of Lower
California and the addition of the territory to
the American Union, and will extend our ter
ritory two degrees south on the Pacific coast.
It is a highly aftractive scheme, Sonora is the
Stato in wiiiontno JUeiican national authority
is naturally the weakest. The defenders of
the scheme say that the Mexican authority is
at fn end, and there can bo no government
thte unless it is sustained from this side ot the
line, and that the time has come to make
another huge addition to our territory on the
southwest. You will lie likely to hear a good
deal about this matter before the summer is
out.

The American Israelite, a newspaper pub-
lished in Cincinnati, saya that hereafter when
European powew feel a desire to make war
upon one another, they will have to apply
first to the Jews for money: and secondly, to
the Americans for arms. For it has been ad
mitted that the European Jews govern the
monev market: the first Xancleon found on
his return from Elba that the Rothschilds
were hostile to him. and it is said that they
gave him just one hundred days in which to
rule France, and that their maneuvers for
crippling his army and obstructing hu sup-
plies were the cause of total defeat at Water- -
too. The London Times lately admitted that
the American manufacturers produce the best
fire-arm- s, andjtherefore Turkey is supplying
nerseii wun American are-arm- s exclusively.
Russia is also sending large orders to Ameri
can fire-arm- s companies. -

Wonderful Petrlractiont in Colorado.
Colorado Springs Mountaineer, April 28:

On Friday last we received a call from Mr. L.
Allen, an elderly gentleman from Rochester,
N. Y., who came to Colorado about a year
ago. By the advice of physicians Mr. Allen
was instructed to keep in the open air as much
as possible, and so he traveled extensively
through southern Colorado, prospecting and
viewing the conntry. He gave us the par-
ticulars of a strange discovery he made on one
of his tramps, but declined to give the exact
locality, mentioning only that it was some dis-
tance from Pueblo. At the place mentioned
several large mounds or foothills appear rising
from the plains, and situated tome distance
from the mountains. Mr. Allen visited these,
and the first thing peculiar he noticed was
what appeared to be a petrified cocoanut. It
was much larger than the ordinary fruit of
this kind, but almost perfect in formation.
The three eyes of a cocoanut were plainly to
be seen. On breaking open the strange
stone or petrifaction the shell appeared perfect,
being some half an inch in thichness, and the
inside was composed of white crystal quartz.
Mr. Allen continued his investigations and
discovered a number of other specimens sim-
ilar to the first; also others resembling other
kinds of fruits. Some of these contained what
appeared to be seeds embedded in quartz. Spe-
cimens of petrified wood in large quantities
weie also found. The mounds or hills ap-
peared to be made up of loose, sandy soil, and
shells were found in great variety and quan-
tity. The strangest part of the discovery,
however, was yet to come. In digging into
the side of the hill Mr. Allen unearthed what
seemed to be a perfectly petrified sea-turtl- e,

and before closing his investigations about a
dozen of these were discovered. He describ-
ed them to us as being almost perfect, and no
doubt appears to remain in his mind but that
they are genuine petrifactions of sea-turtl-

such as are found in the Pacific. From the nu-
merous specimens of shells that are found at
verious places on the plains, and numbers of
which are found in this neighborhood, many
persons are led to believe that the great plains
on which we live were at one time the bed of
an immense ocean, and thi3 discovery tends
to confirm that theory. We learn that sev-
eral gentlemen of this city, to whom Mr.
Allen has disclosed his propose ac-
companying him in a wagon to the scene of
his explorations and bringing with them some
of the new found curiosities.
