For many hours
ihe efforts of the assailants were desperately
maintained, but toward midday their artillery
fire unu! aally slackened, and they
at lenglh withdrew, after suffer-
ing consideralile loe:us. An  eye-witness
of this important engagement testified that
the Ottoman soldiers behaved admirably.
They had, however, during a great part of
the n(,hcm the u:!n\ntm,n* of intrenchments
on high ground; and it is due to this fact, no
doubt, that their losses, comparedgto those of
the Russians, were insignificant.

The Tele _r,u.aph s Batoum dis patch, dated
Saturday, says the victory was won by the ex-
traordinary courage of the Bashi-Bazouks.
The Russian dead and wounded exceed four
thousand. The engagement lasted over eight
hours of actual fighting. The last of the Rus-
sians did not withdraw until near midnight.
The Ruossians lost many guns. The only
Turkish officer of note killed is Khalim Bey,
major of the irregulars.

The Porte has given most satisfactory as-
surances relative t lthﬂ destruction of British
shipping at Becket, and promises full com-
pensation.

The whole of the Russian headquarters staff
will be on the Danunbe within a week.

Owing to a fall of water in the H.mulw the
remaining monitors behind the island oppo-
site Braila, in the old bed of the river, can-
not get out, and must be abandoned or de-

oyed.

A dispateh from Bagdad describes a flood,
which has overwhelmed both banks of the
Tigris—a flood hitherto unknown. The
river threw out a new out-branch, completely
blockading Bagdad, and swept away two
hundred houses in Kiamizie. The worst evil
which the overflow may bring is premature
invasion by cholera.

The municipality] of Kischnew have de-
cided to raise an obelisk in memory of the
czar's stay there, and to found an asylum for
invalid soldiers.

The only survivor of the crew of the Turk-
ish monitor sunk estimates the crew at two
bundred. The ship’s name was Lutentield,
and was armed mlil five guns, two nine-inch
and two five-inch.

The T'imes says that the war in Asia-Minor
will not be the kind of parade the Russians
anticipated by English alarmists, The Rus-
sians run 4 great nsk of disappointment if
they endeavor to repeat the mpid triamphs
of the twenty- 1'lghtL and twenty-ninth. The
anti- Russia demonstration in Hyde park yes-

terday numbered about three thousand., The
speakers include no one of note. The crowd
finally overturned the platform and dispersed
in disorder.
