1872. when the crop was onlv 2.974.351 bales

Receipts in Mempliis during the official
week aggregated 795 bales, against 829
bales the previous week, and 2192 bales the
corresponilintr week last season. The total
receipts since September 1, 1876, are 377,786
bales, aetun.st47o.12i bales at the correspond
ing time last season, showing a decrease of
97,341 bales.

Shipments during the official week aggre-
gated 5385 bales, against 5242 bale3 'the
previous week, and 2i')4 bales the corre-
sponding week last season. Total shipments
since Sentemljer 1st are 352,9C1 bales, against

Iwles the same time last year; a de-

crease of 87,903 bales.
The total stock on hand was 30,223 bales,

against 34,813 bales last week, and 36,830
bales at this time last year.

Sales during the week were G900 bales,
against 4000 bales the previous week. Of
the 6900 bales sold this week, exporters
took 3500 bides; spinners, 3300 bides; spec-
ulators, 100 bides.
