The general market has a summer dull-

ness about it which was not to the liking of
enterprising operators. No boat arrived from
the higher waters, and the produce market
was wanting in activity. Corn was in slight
inquiry; the brisk demand recently existing
is gone; holders at over 62c had no chance,
and those who asked 62c did not get offered
over 61c Oar were without movement; the
demand is slight; but a few of good quality
could be placed. Bran has lost that eager
demand that caught it up so readily two
weeks ago; wheat bran was offering at f 20,
and no takers in sight. Cornbran is in in-
creasing supply; 197 sacks sold at 13; 100
sacks were sold to a consumer at Jf 14; tlie
large amount of cornmeal grinding gives
promise of illimitable supplies of cornbran,
which depresses the price. Hay moves rather
heavily; 100 bales of choice timothy sold at
f 16 50; a lot of hay from a flatboat at 10
fails to find a customer that, after trial, will
keep it. and rejections do not raise the price,
Cornmeal continues steady at 3 10, but de
clining corn is increasing confidence in the
rate being sustained; some cold-bolte- d meal
changed hands at $3.
