A GRAVE CHARGE.

Arrest of a Colored Mail Agent for Rob
bery He Waives an Examination

and elves Bond for bis
Appearance.

Yesterday morning a deputy United States
marshal arrested T. S. Stewart, colored, upon
the charge of stealing registered letters and
retaining their contents. Stewart, up to the
lime of his arrest, had been a mail -- agent on
the Louisville railroad, his route being from
Memphis to Paris and return. Stewart
waived an examination and gave bail for his
appt arancc at the next term of the United
States court to answer the charge. The
amount of robbing is not stated, but it is said
hat pf late many a letter sent over the Louis-

ville mail roate has mysteriously disappeared
ana ianea to reacn lis proper ties u nation.
Through an excellent detective system, it is
now well-nig- h impossible for an agent to rob
the mails and escape arrest. So lar as charged,
Stewart is not thought to have stolen more
than one registered letter. Stewart has here
tofore borne a good character, and we are in- -

formed that the postmasters along the route
indorse aim as a good agent. The amount of
money which he is charged with taking is
four dollars.

M'CIiEIiliAJT GUARDS.

Presentation of a Flag to this Colored
Company Street Parade, and Festi-

val at the Exposition Building
X.ast Xlght.

Yesterday afternoon" the colored military
company known as the M'Clcllan Guards pa-
raded the principal streets ol the city, and
finally marched to the Exposition building.
The Appeal office acknowledges the compli
ment of a salute from the Guards as they
marched up Second steeet. lhe Guards made
a creditable appearance, and elicited compli-
ments from their friends who saw the parade.
The company's uniform is of blue cloth, blue
caps, and white leather belts and sash. The
men are well drilled, for which they are in-
debted to their commanding officer, Captain
Jim Glass, lhe festival in the Exposition
building last night was largely at
tended by the colored people, who seemed
to enjoy the occasion much. The great
feature ot the evening was the presentation
of a handsome flag to the guards, lhe pre
sentation speech by Miss lulu Holmes was
appropriate to the occasion and well deliv
ered. Captain Glass, upon receiving the flag.
replied gracefully to the presentation speech.
expressing the thanks of the Guards for the
honor conferred upon them. Tho flag is of
fine silk, being the regular army size, and is
truly a specimen of excellent workmanship
The presentation ceremonies were witnessed
by a large number of colored people who ap- -
llaudod botil specht8.

JUSTICE TO THE 1EAI.
Conclusive Bebuttal of the Humored

Suspicion about II. F. Smith A
Card from Sir. John T.

Flynn.

Our readers are already aware of the acci
dental drowning of Mr. Horace F. Smith,
general freight agent of the Memphis division
of the Louisville and Nashville and Great
Southern railroad. Rumors to the effect that
Mr. Smith committed suicide, or else fled
from the sight of bis friends and is not dead.
have been circulated, but by whom and for
what purpose are not known. Mr. Smith
was a trusted and faithful officer of the Louis
ville railroad, a popular citizen and honorable
gentleman, whose character would not admit
of any such unjust suspicion, except among
those who did not know him. 1 he rumors
of his disappearance and also of his suicide
are untrue. The following communication
from the superintendent of the Louisville
and Nashville and Great Southern railroad
explains itself:
