The partial insurrectionary move-
ments in Epinius and Thessaly are assuming
a more decided charactar.

From Erzeroum.

Erzerovs, June 2. —The Turkish head-
quarters, with eighteen battalions of infantry,
two batteries and five hundred Kurdish cav-
alry, are established near Zewin. The Turks
hold strong positions commanding the Zewin
road. Their prospects appear to be improved.
It is believed that Mdkhtar Pasha contem-
plates attacking the Huossiun right wing in
three separate columns, operating from llrze-
roum, Zewin and other points.

From silistria.

Sruistria, June 10.—It is reported that
the Turks, by an agreement with the railway
company, have cut the dykes and flooded the
Kustendje and Tehernovada railway, and
converted the hills skirting the road intoa
line o{)edefenm, extending from the sea to the

ube,

A large number of Cauwcasian horsemen,
assembled at Rustchok, are being equipped
with arms of precision, and put ueder com-
mand of competent officers.

Berlin,

Orders have been issued by the Russian
government to aceelerate as much as possible
the lovy of two hundred and eighteen thou-
sand men. Despite this opinion conbnues to
prevail here that Russia wishes to setile with
Turkey on abasis of the nominul integrity of
Turkey in Europe, and that sonse such settle-
ment will be advocated by powerful persons
at Constantinople.

The Russians have succeeded in crossing
the Danube, and assuming energetic offensive
movements in Bulgaria.

From Constantinople.

CoxstanTizorLE, June 10.—The chamber
of deputies passed through its first reading
the proposal for a forced ten per cent. loan,
repayable in twelve years.

THE STORM.

Additional Particulars of the Damage
by and Incidents of the Rnln-atorlf
—Rivers and Creeks ail Un-
precedented Hight,

Houses, Bridges, Fences, and in Many In-
stances Entire Fields of Corn and
Cotton, Swept Away and
Completely Destroyed.

Four Negroes Drowned in Nonconnah
Creek—People Barely E=cape from
Houses with their Lives—
Railways Submerged.

Startling News from the Northwest—
The Missouri and Tributaries In
Angry Flood—Argenta, Ark.,
Overflowed, Ete.

Additional information respecting the
damage done by the recent rains in this
county continues to be received. From what
we can learn the rain was fearfully severe
north, ecast, west and south of this city.
It is believed that the damage to the erope
will prove much greater than has heen
thought, as 1n many instances entire fields of
cotton and corn were uprooted, swept away,
or buried under ground, In some &uua‘nitiea.,
stock was caught by the swollen streams and

DAMAGE BY LICK CREEK,

Sunday morning Deputy-Coroner Britt
was notified that the remains of an unknown
infunt had been washed out of the ground in
Chelsea by the rains of Friday. In company
with Captain Weatherford,of the police force,
Coroner Brift proceaded to the place de:ig-
nated, which is near Seventh street, Chelsea,
and between Auction street and the Lonis-
ville ralroad. There they espied a candle-
box lyingin a gully where it been earried by
the water. Upon examination the box was
found to contain the remains of an infunt,
but neither the age, sex, nor calor ofthe child
could be ascertalned. Theremains were de-
composed, and presented a mass of putrid
flesh, so as to give no identity to the child.
It seems that the babe, after being placed 1n
the candle-box, was secretly buried beneath
an osage-orange hedge, bub as the bank
caved in, it was washed ont.

A portion of Trezevant street caved in Sun-
day at the river and is now in a condition to
demand immediate attenbion, and should re-
ceive thorough repair.

RESIDENCE UNDERMINED.

At a late hour Saturday night the resi-
dence of Constable George L. Williams, in
Chelgea, was undermined by water and dam-
aged o the exteut of two hundred dollurs.
No mjury oecurred to the oceupants.

FURTHER DAMAGE TO CROPS.

_ Crops throughout this and adjoining coun-
ties are badly damaged. In the country
north of here and the Big creck district the
damage 13 sail to be excessive, (orn and
cotton were washed away, and in other in-
stances buried under ground. Tkhe extent of
the damage in this respect cannot be esti-
mated, though it is believed to be much
greater than ever known from thi= caunse, and
to embrace a very large scope of country.
The bridges in the northern part of this
county are all gone. One hundred feet of
the Rawlings bridge, on the Big creck plank-
road, were washed away. Ia addition to
this one, four other bridges on this road are
gone.

EVERY BRIDGE ON WOLF RIVER
was borne away by the flood. The bridges
thus destroyed are as follows: Raluigh
bridge (and levee washed down), Glencoe
bridge, bridge on the old Raundolph road,
bridge at Taylor's old mill on Big creek,
bridge on the Cuba road, Hatchie bridee,
bridge across’ Royster creek, Yates's bridge
on the new Raleigh road, Mnesn bridge and
bridge at Lucy’s station on the Paducah rail-
road. In the viciniiy of Lucy, planters have
suffered great loss by the rain and flood.
THE DAMAGE T0 RATLROADS

has not yet been repaired, consequently all
mails are forty-eight hours behind. The Lit-
tle Rock road resumed trains last night, pas-
sengers being transferred by a ferryboat at
Argenta, where an abutment to the bridge is
washed away. The Mississsppi and Tennes-
ree railroad sent out a train at thres o'clock
yesterday afternoon, making a transfer with
the up-train at Nesbitt's, eighteen miles be-
low this aty. Onthe Lonisville roud the

Hatchie and Wolfe river bridges were dam-
aged, but are being rapidly repaired, in time
for trains to leave on schedale to-day. The
Memphis and Charleston road having been re-
puired will resume regular trainsat ten o'clock
this morning. On the Memphis and Padacah
travel is still interrupted, and as no report
has been recsived from the officers it 1s not
known when the regular trains will be re-
sumed. The Missiceippi Central railroad,
north of Grand Junction, is not running for
scme distance. There are several bad washes
south of Milan, and between there and Grand
Junction. South of Grand Junction trains
are running on time, but it will be two days
before trains are resumed thence north. The
Mobile and Obio railroad is also damaged
north of Corinth, but teains are running to
all points south. We are requested to state
that the Memphis and Charleston railroad
wil honor all tickets held over other roads

going north, south or east of here. Tickets
can be exchanged for tirksts nvar the Charles-
ton road.

AN IMMENSE FLOOD COMING.
Spectal to the Appaal.]

Sr. Lovs, June 11.—Special dispatches
and other informalion, which the St. Louis
Times will publish in the morning, furnish
the following facts: The rise in the Missonri
continues sweeping down with abated fury.
At Lexington yesterday the current was fully
nine miles ‘an hour, and at Booneville it was
so swift that the steamer Alex Kendell was
nnable to stem it. The buolk of the water
comes from below Sioux City, and is out of
the Platte and Kansas rivers and other smell
streams éntering the Missouri from the south.
The rise from the Yellowstone and mountain
regions is sufficient for navigation purposecs,
but is doing no damage. How long the rise
will continue remaips {o be seen, as it is now
raining at Bismarck, St. Paul and elsewhere
in the northwest. To-day at Kansas City
the river is some feet highier than in 1366,
and all the bottom plantations are overflowed
and stripped of ayf*thing that would float.
Here, the water Bad reached twenty-five and
one-half feet by the gauge this evening, an'l
it is expected to attain the thiriy-foct mark
by to-morrow afternoon. This will be Ewo
feet lower than one yearago, when it reached
the sidewalk on Front street. It is fortunate
that the tloods below Cairo will have exhanst-
ed themselves belore this immense bedy of
water arrives, otherwise it would prove dis-
astrous to the cotton planters. As it is, they
will in all probability escape without material
injury.

Latest accounts froim th%west gay the Mis-
sonri river, at and below Mantfas City, is still
rising and doing great damage, e wF.tt'r
being higher than at any time since the flood
of 1344, The town of Harlem, opposite
Kansas City, is about six feet under water
and likely to be entirely destroyed. All the
railroads in the vicinity are greatly damaged
by wash-outs or subtticrged tracks. People
living in the bottoms along the Misseuri river
are moving to the blufls, taking what prop-
erty they can with them. The Missouri Press
association are water bound at Hot Springs,
Arkans=as, there being an impassable break
on the nm-r:rw-ﬁf.m,-.;-? railroad between the
springs_and Malvern, on the St. Louis, Iron
.\llmmmin and Southern railwiy. )

Eikhorn river continues very high., The
bottom lands are overflowed, dumaging crops
as well as preventing planting. The Mis-
gouri is now seventeen feet one inch and shll
rising. The bottoms are entirely overflowed.
The railroad company has been obliged to
move their engines and cars froni their shops
to high grounds. Reports from above show
at least six inches to come.

GexTLEMEN—We respectfully submit the
following report. in response to interrogato-
ries dated and mailed May 25th. The repost
we present you is derived from 167 responses,
average date May 31st, to wit: 43 from West
Tennessee, 55 north Mississippi, 57 Arkansas
(north of Arkansas river), north Alabama 12,
The latter not being embraced in territory
allotted us by the National cotton exchange,
we do not mnclude in our aggregate. As an-
ticipated in our prospective report of April
Ilth. much damage has resulted from the
prevailing miny season, which was continued
until the close of the first week in May, fol-
lowed by very dry, cool and windy weather,
with but 5 100 inch rainfall for 25 days. It
has been with much difficulty that planters
could give the first plowing, since when the
soil has become so hard and dry that cotton
cultivation has been almost impossible. Much
of the advantages of early fallowing has been
lost. From an advaneed state of forwardness,
April Ist, of 10 days, our district is now re-
ported 9 days later than last year. From a
prospective increase of Flg per cent. in cotton
area, our report indicates 197 per cent. less
than lask year, and 2 per cent. less than 1875,
We deem it important that we should state
that, subsequent to average date of responses
(May 31st), we have had good and general
rains, which will in the mam prove a great
benetit to all crops save wheat. However,
great damage must result from the almost
unprecedented rain that fell during the night
of the seventh instant, all day of the eighth,
and with little intermission continues to the
present moment, in which there has fallen
131¢ inches of rain. Such storms never come
upon us without very disastrous results, by
hill-side washing and flooding creek bottoms.
We also fear much damage to the now har-
vesting wheat crop. Inwiting your attention
to the Ratterning prespects for an abundant
corn, wheat, grass an p-‘.‘-rk crop, as also to

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THE EARTH'S UPHEAVAL.

Additiona! Details of the Recent Earth-
quake and Tidal Wave on the South
Pacifie Coast—Six Hundred Lives

Lost—Pestilence Feared,
L

Estimated Loss of Property 520,000,000
—Towns and Yillages Dastroyed—Lo-
ecomolives, Cars-and Rails Tossed
by the Ocean Like Feathers,

An Entire Town on the Bolivian Coast
Swept Clean as a Desert by a Wave
Thirty-Five Feel High—Relief
for the Distressed, Etc.

NeEw Yourg, June 11.—The Star and Hey-
ald, of Panama,.ri ed to-day, has details
of the disaster and destrnction cavsed on the
South Pacific coast by the earthquake and
tidal wave of May Yth. The towns of Ar
Igquique, Porta de Lobos, Pabellon de Pica,
Chanavaya, Huanillas, Tocophilla, Cobija,
Mejllones de Dolivia, Autofagosta and Chan-
aralal are nearly all destroyed., About six
hundred lives were lost. The destraction of
property is estimated at {wenty million dol-
lars, confined mostly to the coast, althengh
the town of Farapaca, twenty-three leagues
inland, and the villages of Pica, Matilla and
Cauchall, fiur in the interior, were more or
less ruined. The shipping of guano from
the southern deposits will be indefinitely sus-
pended, as all facilities in the way of lannch-
chutes, wharves, water-condensers, and
buildings of all kinds bave been swept away.

SERIOUS LOSS OF LIFE.
At Mollendo the railwny was torn up by o sea
for three hondred feet, and at Ito the railway
was also injured. At Arica the people were
preparing temponiry fortifications to repel
the threatened assault of the rebel ram Hauo-
sear at the very moment when the roar of
the sarthquake was heard. The shocks were
very numeroug, and caused immense damage.
The sea was enddenly perceived to recetle
from the beach, and = wave from ten to ff-
toon feet high rolled upon the shore, carrying
all before it. Might times was this assault of
the ocean repeated, and four miles of the em-
bankment of the railway melted away like
sand. Locomotives, cars and rails were hurled
around by the sea like so many {tl;l_‘;ll.ing;,
and left in a tumbled mass of rubbish. The
United States steamer Wateree, which was
stranded by the wave of 156X, was lifted bod-
ily and floated two miles north of her old po-
sition.
