"Old Cltlaen" Sets Matter JllKht.

called to the parenthetical reference I made
to James H. Lawrence, sr., one ot the old
citizens of Memphis, by his son. It was an
error on my part, though unintentional,
through one of tilose freaks of memory, as to
names, whrth are unaccountable to many ot
us at times. The allusion in parentheses
("his was a sad death"), although attached
to the name of Mr. Lawrence, referred to the
unfortunate death of John K. Chester, Esq.,
while in office as city recorder. Mr. Lawrence
and Mr. Chester were each the city recorder
for a considerable time. Mr. Chester was as
sassinated bv a norrrn nrithnv tU"
provocation, which so enraged our citizens
(including the very best) that tne murderer
was seized and hung to a txee ere the sun set
upon his atrocious deed. I, therefore, wil-

lingly make the correction requested by my
friend Lawrence, as I would not intentionally
cast the slightest reflection, undeservedly,
upon the name or reputation of any one of
the pioneers of Memphis. I esteem them too
highly.

A Mistaken Idea Corrected.
Editors Appeal From the report in the

city papers of the school board proceedings,
an impression prevails that I proposed to
teach elocution, and wanted the board to
give me a room to teach in. This is a mis-
take. I did not ask for the room or want it
for my own U9e. Some of the lady teachers,
and pupils of the public schools, and others,
young men of the city, have formed them-
selves into a class for improvement in read-
ing and elocution, and have invited Prof.
Bedu, of the Kentucky military institute, to
come and teach them during the vacation.
They never supposed there could be the
slightest objection to their using a room in
one of the school buildings for three or four
hours a week for such a purpose. Colonel
Leath was spoken to about it and said he had
no idea there would be any objection what-
ever. Among those who desired the use of
the room are some of the best tax-paye- rs of
the city, and how the public interest or the
building could suffer detriment from using it
for so laudable a purpose, none but the wise
red-tapi- sts of the school board who, with a
dog in the manger spirit, voted against it,
can determine.

A Friend of the Tramp.
Editors Appeal It is greatly the mode

at the present time to write against the
tramp, to enact laws for his especial oppres-
sion, to accuse him of all the crimes that
have a name without a shadow of proof, im
prison him at sight, and insult his poverty in
every conceivable way without once thinking
that society is responsible for that state of
things, and that under the guise of the tramp
will be found hundreds of honest working-me- n

whose poverty is their greatest crime. I
hold that' there is no community that should
dare to arroe-at- to itself the right to punish
a tramp or to brand him a. vagabond without
first giving him the chance to work, and any
city that is not able to employ the idle should
not be allowed to punish them as felons.
There are men in every city amassing colossal
fortunes at this time who begrudge to pay
the poor laborer enough to keep body and
soul together, and thev are among the first to
brand poverty as a crime and to insist that it
be tmnisiie as mob. jha mfn areimorant
and short-Bighte- d, and the curse or tne coun-
try thev infest, for it is only when the poor
are that a sure and steady
stream of gold flows into the coffers of the
rich. Throughout the couatry, here as else-

where, a premium is placed upon crime; the
rich ra8cal is petted and fawned upon, while
for the honest poor the treatment ot dogs is
considered too good. It is of no use to deny
these things, for they are pateut to
the most superficial observer. The first duty
of every individual, and of every community,
is to help the poor and to raise the fallen.
We cannot shoulder on tnat responsibility,
and say it is the business of some one else.
It is our own work, each to assist the other,
and in that last great day to which we are
hastening we shall find what a terrible mock-
ery all religion has been where common hu-

manity has been forgotten. It is not required
that we give all our substance to the idle and
vicious, but it is required that we prove a
man to be so before we punish him ; and if
nothing can be brought against him but his
poverty, the parties making the investigation
become really criminal if they do not relieve
him. In New York and tie eastern cities
they say (in derision, I suppose, for they
know lull well how helpless tne poor reaiiy
are), "Go west." An indefinite direction,
meaning, probably, beyond the setting sun.
Memphi?, on the western borders or civiliza
tion, says to her poor. "Go east, north or
south, but do pot come hare. Itis true we
have rich men here, land and resources un-

limited, a climate unequaled, and we have
invited immigration, but we mean the immi-
gration of capital; we do not love poor peo-
ple; our sympathies are with money that has
been acquired, with gentlemen to the manner
born, and with successful crime, i do not
say this city is "worse than others, but five
thousand wrongs do not make one right, and
until these things are understood we shall
neither have prosperity nor deserve
it. Give work of some kind to
the unemployed. Convict labor is
profitable. Cannot free labor be made so?
Let no man have the excuse that he cannot
get work; let Memphis set a noble example
to the continent, and give work to all that
want, at some price that will enable them to
live, and then driye off the drones. This is
not an impossibility. Concentrated action
will do it, and then there will be hope for the
city and the south, and bread riots, and dis
turbances that menance the very, foundations
of the government will not reach us. I will
now close my unfashionable letter, for it only
contains a few facts that we have all in our
secret minds been well aware of since we
have had the power of thinking, but I am
afraid if they are not heeded, the utterances
of them will come faster and louder from
other sources. o. w. gill.

THE FLOOD.

Bat Little Additional Information Be-e- el

Ted The Damage to the Rail-roa- ds

being- - Repaired The
Trains Rnnnlng To-Da-y.

Effect or the Deluge at Helena The
Town Under Water Consider-

able Damage Done In Sev-

eral Localities.

But little additional information respecting
the recent flood has been received. The
damage to the crops has not been exaggerated,
and it is feared that in many localities this is
irreparable. The interruption to railroad
travel is not yet removed, but by ten
o'clock to-d-ay trains will be running on all
the lines to this city. Regular trains are
running on the Charleston road, and also on
the Mississippi Central, both north und south
of Grand Junction. The Mississippi and
Tennessee road has resumed schedule time,
trains running regularly. The trains on the
Little Rock road are all right. The Louis-
ville, Nashville and Great Southern road be-
gins to run regularly to-da- y, begining at the
usual time of departure. As transfers have
to be made at Hatchie and Wolf rivers, no
baggage save what passengers caa carry in
their hands will be received. It is proper to
state that within a day or two baggage of
every kind will be forwarded, and the.bndge
rebuilt. Nothing has been heard from the

'atluctttrToad, along the Hue uf which the
damage is reported to be heavy. To-da-y the
mail and express matter, which are stored at
Bartlett, will be brought down.

Helena Cinder Water.
The Helena (Ark.) World, of the ninth,

has the following respecting the flood in that
city: Up to five o'clock last evening the
amount of rain-fa- ll exceeded five inches by
measurement, and everybody was surprised
at this continued pour-dow- n, and congratu-
lated themselves that the rain was over: but
at an early hour last evening the threatening
clouds broke loose, and the rain came down
heavier than was ever before seen by the old-
est citizens. It rained for nine hours, not in
drops, but streams, and our citizens, on rising
this morning, found that the city was under
four feet of water, and those living
in East Helena were imprisoned in
their houses. Fences and sidewalks,
were broken to pieces and floated squares
from their original places. The damage done
the city is great. Every bridge has been
torn from its position, and carried, in some
instances, a quarter of a mile, and lodged
against dwelling-house- s with a shock that
made them quiver. Twenty-on- e bridges have
been swept away, and the crossings are all
gone. The scene in West Helena is inde-
scribable. The ditch there is the only means
of drainge, and the rush of water was so pow-
erful that it was unable to carry it off; the
consequence was that it overflowed and turned
into the streets a body of water irresistible in
its downward rush. Bridges were snatched
from their fastenings, and colliding with
houses and fences, did great damage. J. T.
White had his stable knocked down by
bridge, and his entire back-fenc- e torn away.
At Captain Crawford's, the water stood
for several hours four iuches deep
in the rooms, doing considerable UT
jury to carpets and furniture;
his back fence was totally destroyed. Mr.
Fritzon. whose lot is opposite Crawford's,
just across the ditch, had his outhouses and
fence swept away. The ditch makes a curve
around the residence ot Mr. Sawyers, but the
force of the water was so great that it did not
follow the curve, out swept, with tearful ra
pidity, against the Underwood fence, tearing
it away. Here the maddened torrent made
a change and struck Mr. Ham Horner's place

it carried away both front and back iences;
and at this point one could arrive at some idea
of tne velocity ot the stream. Against the
shade trees fronting Mr. Horner s lot was
piled bridge-timbe- r, drift-wood- , barrels and
outhouses, from four to ten feet high. At
Mose Clark's the water was eighteen inches
in his grocery, and damaged him to the
amount of twn hundred dollars siiga;
unit' salt were dissolved, while other --fcrti-j
cles were Tuin;a vy tuOi-m tuw;tj
At the Flower garden the water in the ditch
seemed to have again jumped from its bed
and rushing through the garden, did much
damage, carrying away thirty or forty bee
hives and drowning the bees. The beautiful
shrubbery was torn up by the roots and taken
awav. Down Beech street a river must have
coursed, judging by the cut-u- p condition of
that thoroughfare. 1 his portion ot the city
is the greatest sutlerer, because the confine-
ment of the water between the two hills gave
it great strength and velocity. The circum-
locution ditch was also on a rampage, and
forced its' way through Columbia, between
York and Rightor, knocking down fences,
etc. It is estimated that over two thousand
chickens were drowned. Gardens in every part
of the city were inundated and the contents
destroyed. In East Helena, in many resi
dences, floors were covered with water trorn
four to ten inches deep. Both livery stables
had two feet of water on their floors and the
stock had to be removed. To the back action
railroad levee can be credited the overflow.
The culvert was entirely too small to allow
sufficient outlet, consequently the water
backed up rapidly into the city. There was
no backing ot water in West Helena, the
valley between the hills did not afford enough
room to allow the water free egress, and the
result was the whole yalley was covered by
the roaring current with three feet of water.
Every bridge was washed away, and the
greater number demolished. The cellars
contain several feet of water. The back
action levee gave away about nine o'clock this
morning, which caused the water to recede
rapidly, and this evening it has fallen suffi-

ciently in many places to allow walking. We
sympathize with Marshal Meyers, The work
of months has been swept away in a single
night, and the marshal views the complete
wreck with sadness depicted on his counten-
ance. He said to us this morning: "I feci
like crying if it would do any good." There
are many more in our worthy marshal's fix,
but we must take it philosophically. "There's
no use in crying over spilt milk." Helena
has been damaged several thousand dollars,
and the beauty of West Helena is destroyed
for at least a month.

MISSISSIPPI LEVEE TAX.

State Auditor tffbbs Promalsates
Important Item Concerning the

Payment of Certain Taxes.

Office Auditor ok Public accounts,
Jackson, Miss., June 5, 1877. "

The injunction restraining the execution of
the act ot February I, 177, entitled "an act
to amend an act to abolish the office of liqui-
dating levee commissioner," etc., having
been dissolved by a decision of the supreme
court of this State, rendered June 4, 1877, I
take this opportunity to inform all parties
concerned that lands lying in the levee dis-
tricts and subject to levee tax, and which
were forfeited prior to January, 1877, can
now be redeemed through this office by pay-
ing R.the tax of 1874, 1875 and 1876, which Ft.
tax State, county, teacher's fund and liqui-
dating levee tax can all be paid in liquidat-
ing levee scrip, bonds or surplusage certifi-
cates. One-thir- d of the levee construction
tax, and one-thir- d of the seven and one-ha- lf

cents tax, can also be paid in the above funds,
and two-thir- ds in currency, as provided in
the act of April 11, 1876. Lands in Issaquena to
county can be redeemed by the payment of
all taxes in liquidating levee bonds. Lands
Bold in 1677 for taxes of 1876 can be redeemed

at this office by paying the taxes of 1376, in
such funds as are receivable for current taxes.
The court has also decided that the act of
1867 in relation to the liquidating levee board
is in the nature of a contract, which cannot
be impaired, and that the' five cents and the
three cents tax per acre must be continued
until the entire indebtedness is liquidated.
The decision is also to the effect that lands
sold to the liquidating levee board for taxes,
upon which the time of redemption has ex-
pired, b?long absolutely to said board. I am
advised that steps will be taken by the hold-
ers of the bonds to secure these lands and
have them sold for the liquidation of said
bonds. In the meantime, however, the own-
ers of such lands may avail themselves of the
benefits of the act of February 1, 1377, in the
redemption of said lands.
