THE SELIGMAN TROUBLE.

The exclusion of Joseph Sehigman from
the Grand Union hotel, at Saratoga, on the
ground of his being a Jew, continues to ex-
cita pgreat public interest, and is
the topie of conversation among citizens of
all classes. His brother, Jesse Seligman,
when questioned this morning in regurd to
the proposed pablic weoting on the subject,
said he onderstood that some christian gen-
tlemen were taking steps to call a meeting of
that character, bot be E:ul no definite infor-
mabion on the matter. He thought it very
unlikely that any measures would be taken
to mstitute legal proceadings agamnst Jud
Hilton under the civil rights act. What he
wished to impress npon the public was the
fact that this was not a_ personal controversy
between his brother and Judge Hilton. His
brother was excluded from the Grand Union
hotel on the ground thata rule had been
made excluding all of his race. Judge Hilton,
Mr. Seligman thought, ought to say frankly
whother bhe had established a role in the
quesiion. Judge Hilton was in his wholesale
store as usual this morning, and what 1s not
usual, was snrrounded by reporters, He gave
them five minutes, He said: “What [ have
done | conceive to be my duty in the protec-
tion of the interest of the property in my
charge. There is a class of 'Imople whom [
will not have in the hotel, and I have a right
to say so. I don't see how this cuncerns

pablic. respectable hotel has

e right to exercise discrimination in accept-
ing guests, and | have simply exercised my
judgment 1n that way., So far as the damage
to business is concerned. we have received no
formidable overtures of ruin.

He says: On the thinl of Felruary
you (Fairchild) and Mr. Peckbam, in my
company, called in the evening to see Tweed
at the Ludlow street jail. The object of this
visit was that yon might give Tweed to un-
derstand that nothing short of & complete
confession of his crumes and nccomplices
would be accepted by you. In confrast with
your subsequent actions that inlerview stood
out most creditably to You. Tweed, I remem
ber, endeavored to induce you to give lnm an
idea on What subjects you desired special in-
formation. Nearly six years had elapsed
since he had been associated with ring mat-
ters, and his memory of some things con-
nected with them had become somewhat in-
distinct. You declined, however, to suggest
any special matter, and said to him, in effect,
that yon desired he should coneult with me
and have me make propositions to you, thus
mtimating that in your position as prosecutor
you did not think it proper to hold direct con-
versation with him. In accordance with this
understanding, I prepared a Lrief statement
in letter-form, on the twenty-sixth of Folru-
ary, and addressed it to youn. 1t contnined
the names of the members of the lem=lature
with whom Tweed had had corrupt dealings,
and the names of a few others who had been
benefited by ring practices, and was entered
ouly as a summiry of what he could do and
to show his good faith. This letter, addressed
to you, 1 handed to Peckham, who said he
was going to Albany next day, and I was
not a little astonished to Jearn from you, on
the fifth of Murch, when I met you at the
rooms of the State bLoard of charities, that
{.““ had not, up to that time, received it.

rom about this time I believe 1 neither
heard from nor saw anything of’ you until
about the fourth of April. You, with your
friend Carolan O'Brian Bryant, seemed

Tweed {o believe he war your mouth-
piece, and Wias, 1 consequonce, to

great extent ignored; so much so that [ sori-
ously considered the propriety of withdraw-
ing from all connection with the matters.
The only information I coald receive as to
how matters stood was through Brysnt, and
1 was informed by him that you did not de-
sire Peckham to have anthing further to do
in the matter.

1 presume you have seen Demar, and
hea.nl of his favorable hearing with the at-
torney-general.

O’Connor, having read them, desired me to
have them pl in Peckham’s hands, with
the suggestion that *‘the iron was now hot.

10 p.m.—Mr. Tweed has since informed
me, while [ was inrpressing upon him the al-
solute necessity of making a clean breast of
his misdeeds, in conformity with the tenor
and spirit of his letier to O'Cenor, and what
they believed to be your wishes, that Bryant
was advising him that it wus not your desire
that he should do so, and that my persistence
was onli' the result of John Kelly's wish to
make political capitul out of it. This, Tweed
informs me was the cause of his temporary
ment from me. This will explain,
also, the cause why Tweed’s full statement
was not submitted until the seventeenth of
Apnl. Tweed well knew thut he must con-
form to your wishes if he expected to be lib-
erated under his proposition. He felt that |
was a comparatively unimportant feature in
his case, and he was mmpressed for a long
time that Bryant really represented vou, and
during the month of March he had abundant
reason for thinking =o. and for being con-
firmed in such belhef. For reasons
which I mnever knew, the interview
with Peckham were suspended, and when at
the Buckingham hotel, at one o’clock in the
morning, prior to the seventeenth of April, 1
asked you, in order to make myselfcertain on
the point, whether it was your desire [ shoald
not censult with Peckham, yon stated you
wished me to bring all the information to
you personally. I cannot give the exact text
of that interview, bul it was on an eccasion,
and the only one, at that hotel. When [ met
ou and Peckham together in the parlor,
eckham wall probably remember that 1
walked with you aside after hizs intorview
had closed, and that I left the hotel with
him, and then excused myself for not having
called upon him in reference to the Tweed
matteis. The following letter from Mr.
Bryant. addressed to me 1s, [ believe, the first
letter I received from him after his nssocia-
tion with you:

My DeAar Towxsexp—I have just got in
on the night train, having left Albany at
one o'clock. A deferreds appointiment with
Fairchild was made for teven o'clock last
evening, at his office, with closed doors, and
lasted until balf-past twelve o'clock. 1 have
no hope of presenting the interview in the
scope of this er}istle. bat the result was most
satisfactory. e accepted Tilden’s invitation
for himself and wife, and will be at
Gramercy over Sunday next. The
future conduct of the affair will be con-
fided strictly to O'Conor and the attorney-
general. I saw our happy client this morn-
ing, and will see you further after my return
from Sleepy Hollow. 1 entered fully uponan
extensive insurance field with Fnirchiltﬁ, and
have established in that connection a most
important and valuable footing.

This was an interview impressed by Bryant
on [weed as one that 1 was to know nothing
ibout, and you never alluded to it yourself
until | subsequently expressed my astonish-
went to yoa that | was not told of your in-
tentions. Then yon pretended that you konew
nothing about Dryant, and bad thought he
wus Tweed's friend. To use a vuolgarism,
the explanation was ““too thin."” How odd
your condnct on thisoccasion looks when con-
trasled with the high-toned views you ex-
pressed when Peckham and 1 first accom-
panied you o the jail, to the effect that yon
inust  receive  everything from Tweed,
through his counsel. Tweed, as he informs
me, had expected nt this interview a foll ex-
anvnation. He says you cursorily cast your
eyes oves his mass of papers, then in a con-
fused condition, but showed no interest ex-
cept on subjects afp Senater Woodin and a
certain editor of a newspaper. Thkose you
grasped eageriy, and took a statement from
him 11 regard to them, which you carried off,
and, by the wuy, n3 you have not
retarned 1t be w',nl‘-‘ be giid v have you do
sa atence, The proposition toat Tweed offered
was made a= an absolute condition of his re-
lease; he was not an informer in the ordinary
acceptance of the word; he maude it not to in-
Jure a particular individual, but to save him-
2clf, aa he thonght, from perpetival imy'rison-
meni. It was nnt mntended {or a political re-
wavd to Ye vsed by any one, and it was pre-
pared, as you well know, utterly regardless of
poitical parties.  He was not pleased that
this interview with you could only assure him
that you wished to. make palitical capital.
He was in your hand=, howater, and he had
to submit: biit, not content with this inter-
view, wilhout my knowledge you called again
at one o’clock on the following day, and cur-
ried some papers away with yon which you
have not since returned. Tweed cannot par-

tienlarize them, but would feel much
obliged if you wownld return them,

alzo, and not carry out your expressed inten-
tion of baving nothing more to do witk Mr.
Tweed until you have done so. (n the sama
day, as Mr. Tweed inforrss nie, Bryant called
on him, and wrote a fuller statement in re-
ratd to Senator Wood than in the letter men-
tioned, which was sworn to by Tweed, as
Bryant told him, by your direction. This he
carried away with him, as also a very large
amount of checks, which he said were needed
by Mr. (V'Conor and you. YConor informed
me that the chiecks were never exlhibited to
himt, and he had never asked to see them,
and Bryant has said both to Tweed and my-
seif, and, 1 believe, to others, that you and
Tilden had them on the same day with your
last visit to Tweed, and after Bryant's de-
parture, Tweed received a telegram, of which
the follawing is a copy:

I was determined, about this time, to meet
you, if possible, and accor d.uu' v faalegrenphad
to yon ult Alhiu::r,":‘tgd you repl ?vd tome by a
telegram dated April 24, that you would be
at the Buckingham hotel Wednesday morn-
ing, which was the fourth. ! am not certain
whether you met your appointment that day,
but I met yon there about that time. Our in-
terview was a short one, and I asked you if
you really desired Twoed to make n full and
complete statement of his association with
ring matters, and [ stated to you that Tweed
was in such a condition of nund that he did
not appear to be aware what course would
meet your approval. You then said you
wantea to know all, and that if he made a
full confession and restored what property he
had left, he would be released, and not other-
wise, Having heard that olr, John Kelly, the
comptroller, had had interviews with you
about the same time I called upon him, and
learned that you had made about the same
statement to him, and bemg impressed by
Kelley with his belief that you were sincere
in your promise, I set to work with Tweed to
propose a statement of his offer. In spite of
your nssurance, Tweed was in doubt as to
whether yon intended good faith, and this
uncertainty was not lessened by the apparent
intimacy still kept up by you with T&rya.nt.
On the fifth of April he teﬂ'gmphed Tweed

no one but yourself should see the statement,
but to thi= you would not assent, but yon na-
sured me that it would be sacred to all eyes
vutthose of Samuel J. Tilden and your father,
whom you designated as your advisers, and,
as [ thonght you needed advisers, T assented
to this, and with the understanding that if
your pledges were in any way broken, Tweed
should be released. All parted. In order to
refresh your memory, andthat the public may
understund what Tweed really offered, the
following is a copy of the prelude to, or the
beginning of his statement: *“Tweed's
Statement fand Promisz." Tweed] asserts,
and is willing to swear, that the facts set
forth in the annexed papers are true, except
such as are slated on information, and those
he believes to be true and susceptible of cor-
roboration.
