The Nicolson Pavement Tax Muddle.

Epirors Aprrar—I have been requested
to write a communication for the press on
thr subject of the *“l'ax Dilemma,' as it was
presented in Sunday's Arpran. We pre-
tend to live under a constitutional form of
government, and, so far as this question is
concerned, it is but a pretense; for legisla
tors, who enact laws; lawyers, who expound
the law; judges, who decide the law, and the
mayor, w'im orders the decree of the court to
be executed, have all violated the sanclity of
the constitution of the State of Tennessee in
this case. Let us see if the facts will justify
so grave a charge. Artficle second, twenty-
eighth section of the constitution is as fol-
lows: “*All prop:srly shall be taxed according
to its value. o one species of property,
from which a tax may be collected, shall be
taxed higher than any other species of prop-
erty of egunal value,”” Now for the applica-
tion: Judge H. Brown of the United States
Federal court, acting in the place of Judge
Emmons, says, in his decree, that all persons
who have paid the Nicolson pavement tax by
the foot shall be exempt from paying any ad-
ditional taxes to T. E. Brown. Riayor ‘lip-
pin directs J. J. Rawlings to execute the de-
eree and collect the money. When the owner
of the northeast corner of Jefferson und Main
streets pays his tax per [uot, he will have
paid for twenty-five feet on Main street and
one hundred and fifty feet on Jetferson street,
making in all one hundred and seventy-five
feet. At thirteen dollurs per foot, it amounts ¢
to the sum of t“cnt;, -two hundred apd sey-
enty-five dollars. The owner of the adjoin-
ing property, fronting twenty-five feet on
Main street, and extending back one
hundred and fifty feet, pays only
three hundred and twenty-five dollars.

hundred and fifty dollars. 1 ask, 1s this not
an outrage to the owner of the corner? What
and how should it be? It should be taxed
according to law, and that law i85 to tax ace-
cording to wvalue. Say the cormer is worth
twn.nt\ thousand dollars, and that at six per
cent. (the estimated amount to pay the debt),
he would have to pay twelve hundred dollars,
Vidue the property next door at cighteen
thousand dnﬁm. and the owner would have
to pay the sum of one thousand and eighty
dollars, or a difference of only one hundred
and twenty dollars. Again, we have the
property fronting twenty-five feet on Main
street, valued at Hfteen thonsand dollars, and
yielding an income of two thousand dollars a

dollars, and yet baving to pay the enormous
sum of twenty-six Thundred  dollars. It
amounts to confiscation, and deserves a
harsher term. One more illustration, and the
one that gives wide-spread dxﬂatmi'.lcuon
and weakens all veneration and confidence in
the administersof the law. Select a buildin
on Main street worth twenty thousand dol-
lars and yielding a large mconm, fronting on
the Nicolson pavement and paying only three
nundred and twenty-five dollars tax, by the
foot, when by lawe, justice and equity it should
pay twelve hundred dollars. Contrast that
with the fact that thonsands of persons own-
ing property not on the Nicolson pavement,
receiving no  benefit, directly or in-
directly, have to pay four times as much.
it has been suggested to me,
that the above phase of the quosti-m
was not presented to Judge Brown, and there-
fore he 1s not to be held responsible for the
great wrong done to a large number of the
citizens of Memphis. Some one, whose duty
and business it was to attend to the interests
of all the citizens, is culpable for this most
grievous neglect. If the order of the mayor
should be exeented, it would deprive hun- |
dreds of people of their homes, and ntterly
ruin many. No bonest man will oh}m:t to a
settlement of this much-vexed guestion, if it
be done according to law and equity, whicli

is to tax all property according to its value,
giving to those persons who have paid by the

foot full credit for the amounts paid, and col-
lecting the ve due. or restoring what has
been paid over the just amotnt due.

Eprrorn Arresr—In your Sunday’s issue
you have an edforial under the goading:
“*Flouring Mills Wanted," that | think does
Memphis, and especially sotne of our citizens,
great injustice. In this article you speak as
it thers were no flouring mills in Memphis,
yet you have in the saune issne an announce-
mentof “*New Wheat Flour at Benjes's Mill.™
Now, this is calculated to deceive and drive
away our country cousins, who have “‘wheat
to eell.” 1 have made some inquiry into the
subject and find that we have two mills now
in operation—DWBendjes’s mills, corner of Jiickson
_1m| Serond streets. and Yales's mills, Wash-
ington street, near the market, and still an-
other in course of erection by 514333:‘5. Delaney
& Co., Concord street. just south of the Mem-
shis and Ohio railroad depot. I am further
informed that these mills have a capacity to
consume over one hundred and Gty 1]|n susand
Lushelz of wheat a vear, and that the num-
ber of grists and capacity can  be increased
two or three fimes the present, if the wheat
brought to this m.uk-»t. will justify it. These
mill owners are live business men, striving to
build up a prosperous and fiourishing business
in our midst, and to fix and maintain here a
certuin and positive wheat market. Let our
country grangers know that they can sell their
wheat here 1n our home market, and for
as much as they can get elsewhere,
{all of which they can do) and they
will do it, and the results will be that while
the farmers have a permanent market for
their wheat, our millers will bave a perma-
nent supply of wheat for their miils, and
both of these classes, as well ~aa_all others,
will reap a rich harvest from the interchange.
I know, Messrs. Editors, you are glad to be
corrected, or at least to have the ympression
corrected which your article was calenlated
to make. 1 therefore write you these lines.
Wheat can be brought here, and will be
brought here, at the highest market price,
and in any quantity. Have you forgotfien,
Messrs. Editors, that one of our mills fook
the highest preminm at two of our county
fairs? Such is the fact, whether remembered
or not, and this, too. against compe tition
from the north and west. Let oar farming
neighbors know the above facts, and you will
do a favor to them and to the people of Mem-
phis. CITY GRANGER.

[Our editorial remarks were intended to
convey the idea that there were not a snffi-
cient number of merchant mills in the city to
consume the product of the wvast area of
grain-growing district contiguons to Mem-
phis, which our rivals, with commendable
energy, are taking away from our very doors.
Erect the mills, and the culture of wheat will
be increased in proportion to the demand for
it at home. But it will not do to lic idly at
home and wait for the “‘grangers’ to come
and ask you to buy their wheat when our
neighboring cities are sending out agents to
every point of the compass, visiting every
farmer at his home, offering as much, per-
haps, for the grain in the bin as would
be given here. To successfully compete with
our enterprising neighbors, we must be up
early and late, and meet them at the bomes
of the grangers. The real point at issue,
which our correspondent does not meet, is
that when wheat came here there were not
millers to buy it at such prices as would pay
as well as sending it up the river, and up the
river it went, and was not ground here,
When the war broke out there were four
mills, three of them very large in Memphis.
