The cotton telegrams received yesterday
show no changes of importance. In our mar-
ket the state of things existing the previous
day coutinued; holders' nskings wers above
what buyers' arders admitted of their paying,
and trausactions were fow and smali. The
New York Bulletin, of Tuesday, reports:
““The genera! tone of the market has been
slack, and values generally are lowsr., For
spots thero was scarcely any demand, the rep-
resentalives of we foreign call showing no
interest whatover, and home buyers maki
only a smoll attendance, with bids low an
indifferent and orders confined to a few un-
fruportant parcels. Holdews have in fow cases
sbown any undoce anxiety to force business,
anl the open offering of stock does not great-
ly increase, but, on the whole, there was =«
better i i to renlize. On contracts
basness was cosumed after the long holiday
with o florry, and sales made at 10@@ 11 points
over Toesday last, but ocly to o very limited
extent, as it soon became evident thal wery
little demand prevailed, and soon a reac-
tion set in which carried rates back
all they had gained within an hourfafter the
first sules. From this time forward the tum
was downward, with sales mnde at 21 points
under the highest of the morning. There did
not appoar to much in the way of pew
features on the market except the apathy of
the 'balls,” who made no great resistance to
the efforts of their up‘rmnh to improve an
opportunity for crowding values. Liverpool
commen fiurly, but did not hold out, there
was an absence of orders of any magnitude,
and the latest crop accounts are encouraging,
and the patural sequence was a lower runge
of prices.” The Manchester, England, Er-
aminer lately remarked: "‘The prospect of a
large American cotton crop next season de-
tn\‘u speculators and bolders of courage;

ut this prospect depends omly upon very un-
certain data, and we must be prepared to see
our market extremely sensitive for some time
