The
Turks took many prisoners and six guns. A
new Turkish army ia to be raised for the de-
fense of the Balkans.

THE COTTON CONVENTION.

The Liverpool Standard of Classifiea-
tion to be Adopted Throughout
America— In=peation and
Sapervision of Car-
aoen, Ete.

LivearooLr, July 13.—At to-day's sitling
of the cotton convention Mr. Campbell, of
New York, read a_letter from the president
of the American National cotton exchange,
stnt:inf that an effort would be made to adopt
tbe Liverpool standard of classification
throughont America.

Mr. Simpson, of New Orleans, read the in-
stroctions he had received from the New Or-
leans cotton exchango relative to the system
of inspection and supervision of cargoes ab
that port. and moved for the establishment of
some mode of mspection of cotion on arrival
at Liverpool, the expenses to be defruyed by
levying a small import charge. Carried
unanimously, and & committee appointed to
further the olijects proposed.

Mr. Phelps, of St. Louis, moved to substi-
tute the term “*American cotton" fir the
term *“*Orleans,’’ which is at preeent used in
quolations, on the ground tha{ the latter was
vague. Rejected by a vote of 11 to 9

On motion of Mr. Reynolds, of Norfolk,
Virginia, the convention to recoms
mend that cotion should be sold at Liverpool
at net cash without deduction, as at nt,

On motion of Mr. Simpson, the Cotton
brokers' association were requested to devise
means of remedying the ntﬁmowledged de-
fects of the present system of dealing in fu-
fures,

On motion of Mr. Campbell, it was re-
solved, by a vote of eighteen to one, to take
steps to organize an international cotton as-
sociation.

It was also resoived that the official gquota-
tions of middling, low" middling aml{
ordinary should be given daily.

It was announcaed that it was proposed to
hold the next international conference at Liv-
arpool, in 1879, The president congratulated
the convention on Lhe success of its labors,
and the proceedings then terminated.

Before the adjournment a resolution was
passcd that efforts should be made to induce
all conntries, who had not slready dbne eo,
to a law holding master’s of vessels re-
sponsible for the safe delivery of cargoes.

The convention also agreed to recommend
that when cotton is sold on spot, the payment
shall be by cash before delivery if required.

i ANOTHER MURDERER HANGED.

Edmondson, the Murderer of Bhaw,
Hanged at Bloomfleld, Missouarl—
He Anserts his Innoeence, but
Warna all to Beware of
his Fate.

&v, Lovis, July 13.—Specials from Bleom-
field, Bioddard county, say that Poindexter
Edmondson was hung there to-day for the
murder of William Shaw on October 2, 1876.
The gallows was erected in an open field,
about a quarter of a mile from the jail, and
from iwo to three thousand people—men,
women and children—from the surrounding
country witnessed the execution. The con-
demned man was taken from the joil at half-
past eleven o'clock, and eeated in an open
wagon upon his coffin. A guard of fifty men,
armed with loaded muskets, with fixed bayo-
nets, surrounded the vehicle, and forty armed
horsemen fcleared the way to the scaffold.
At forty-five minutes past eleven o'clock Ed-
mondson ascended the steps of the scaffold
with a firm tread, accompanied by the shenff
and two ministers. After a short prayer by
one of the cler en, the prisoner made a
brief speech to the people, asserting hisinno-
cence of the erime, but acknowledged ill-
feeling toward Shaw. He cantioned all to
tuke wurning by his fate and keep out of
trouble, and complained that he had not had
afair trial. He then made a prayer, suppli-
caling the Lord to receive him. As he aross,
the rope was adjusted, and at five minutes
past twelve o'clock the trap fell, and the cul-
prit’s career on earth was ended. He died
easily and guickly, but the body was not cut
down fur forty minutes, owing to the presence
of Dr. Jackson, the resusecitator of the mur-
derer Skaggs. The doctor tried his battery
on the body after it was cut down, but it wos
too late; the spirit had fled beyond recall.
Edmondson made the usnal profe.gion of re-
ligion, and a few days before his execution he
r":_m baptized, and died in the hope of eternal
JadE8.
