The Railroad War Circulars from the
Little Rock Road, In which the Case

Is Clearly Made Oat against the
Iron Mountain.

The Monopoly of the " City of the Fu
ture" will hare to Succumb to the

Combination which has Cut
Rates below any Figures

It Can Reach.

' The war between the Memphis and Little
Rnrlr and St. and Iron Mountain rail
roads has not abated. The particulars of the
origin of this bitter fight have already been
triven in the ArPEvL. and also the tact that
the rates to all eastern points had been re--
riiireH hv thn MemDhis and Little Rock road,
This cnmDanvhas determined to fight the St.
Louis and Iron Mountain road to the bitter
or, A ami tn afmmnhsh its Duroose. has se
cured the of all eastern and
northern lines at Memphis and IiOuisville. In
this connection we would state that the Mem-

phis and Charleston railroad company is
ami rl wtrihutiniz in Arkansas and

Texas thousands of dodgers, making the
rales of nassace to Washington and otiur
eastern points the same as now charged by
the Louisville and Nashville and Great South-
ern mil mad. Persons who Durchase tickets
at Little Rock for the cast have the choice of
either the Memphis and Charleston or tne
Louisville and Nashville and Great
Southern line from this city. It now
only remains for the "VrTr'ough rates
from Little KocK so as to complete me ar
rnnwement of all Memphis lines in their re
sistance to and Dunishment of the Iron
Mountain monoDOlv. - The Iron Mountain
road is working for the benefit of St. Louis;
why will not the railroads that center at
Memphis unite in a determined opposition
andunvieldinerfiaht? It behooves them to
ro nnite. and accomnlish the great com
mendabie rjurrjoses of the Memphis and Lit
tle Rock railway. The managers of the Iron
Mountain railway are now at Little Rock,
and are said to be no little alarmed because
of the astonishingly low rates the Memphis
and Little Rock road has made from that city
to all eastern points. In speaking of the
matter, the Little Rock Gazette indorses the
action of the Memphis and Little Rock rail-
way, and is pronounced in its aversion to the
tyrannical demands ot tne iron mountain
road. The Little Rock Gazette, of the four
teenth, has the following circular correspond
ence upon tne suujeci oi mis rauroau war:

for the passatre of passengers or bagr- -
gage, any such tickets or checks which may
be used or issued after July 11, 1877. Our
reasons for this action are that the Memphis
and Little Rock railroad company declines to
advance rates from Little Kock in accordance
with the recent advance by eastern lines.
and persists, after repeated and friendly re-
monstrances from us, in selling tickets from
Little Rock to northern and eastern points at
un remunerative and unreasonably low rales,
for the only revealed purpose of injuring the
revenues ot this company, in revenge lor im-
aginary wrongs, or to force upon us a disastrous
and unprofitable arrangement at the expense
of our lines between St. Louis, Cairo, Colum-
bus and Texarkana.- - This company has, in
view of the fact that it owns a Line from Est.

Louis four hundred and ninety miles to Tex-
arkana, which it is its bounden duty to fos-

ter and protect, granted the Memphis and
Little Rock railroad company over one hun-
dred and forty-fiv- e miles of the St. Louis,
Iron Mountain and Southern railway be-
tween Little Rock and Texarkana all reason-
able facilities and rates for the proper and
successful transaction of its business; out, ap-
parently, because we are not willing to place
that one hundred and forty-fiv- e miles at its
disposal, to be operated as that company may
desire, to the manifest detriment of, and in
active competition Willi tne remainder ot our
line three hundred and forty-fiv- e miles lie
tween St. Louis and Little Rock the Mem
phis and Little Rock railroad company has
inaugarated an ungenerous and causeless
conflict, and promulgated a policy of low
rates from Little Rock, which can only injure
its own receipts, as well as our , and result in
no benefit to either party or to the communi
ty. That company has adopted a schedule of
rates from Little Hock to northern and east-
ern points which inflicts a very considerable
loss upon mis company on eacn
ticket sold from that point at equal rates.
Besides, the adoption of such low rates from
Little Rock forms a basis for constructing
nearly all rates between lexas and eastern
points, which would cause great and entirely
unnecessary Joss to this company on its large
and growing Texas traffic, as well as that of
other lines which do a considerable business
between Texas and the north and east, and
are interested, equally with us, in sustaining
rates that Bhall be remunerative, ihis com'
pany claims there is no necessity lor sucn a
reduction, and that these low rates will not
increase tie business of either company, but
decrease the revenue of both.

this hostile action, that "the Memphis and
Little Rock company declines to advance
rates from Little lwck in accordance with the
recent advance by eastern lines, and per-
sists, after repeated and friendly remon-
strances from us, in selling tickets from
Little Rock to northern and eastern points
at unremunerative and unreasonably low
rates." If this is true, the fault rests entire-
ly with the St. Louis, Iron Mountain and
Southern railway, as the rates from Little
nock to normern and eastern points were
named by Mr. Ford himself, and assented to
by us, as shown by the dispatches given be-
low, the only exception beingi the rate to
Washinirton City, Mr. Ford claiming that the
rates to Washington and Baltimore shonld be
alike, and we insisting that the rates should
be one dollar less to Washington than to Bal-
timore, for the reason that the rate being
made over the short line through East Ten-
nessee and Virginia, Washington is reached
in forty miles less distance than Baltimore,

and this distinction is made by other lines as
well as ourselves from all points where tickets
are sold over the southe;n route. I submit
the following dispatch:

here, we are willing to recognize rates named
in your telegram of to-da-y, except Washing-
ton, which shonld be tone dollar less than
Baltimore. Louisville, f Is 70; Cincinnati,
$22 50. m. s. jay."

From the tenor of Mr. Ford's circular the
natural inference is that, having the oppor
tunity, he would raise the rates from Little
Rock to northern and eastern points. What
are tne tacts inis road assented to, ana
placed in effect, rates named by Mr. Ford, to
go into effect on the first day of May. These
rates were, in every instance, higher than the
rates named in his dispatch, herein quoted,
of June 29th. The rate of May 1st makes
New York forty dollars, the dispatch of June
29th thirty-nin- e dollars and twenty cents, and
a similar reduction to every point named.
These rates were not disturbed until the re
cent reduction of rates east of St. Louis,
when we made rates from Little Rock to eastern

E3ints by adding Iron Mountain local rate from
Rock to St. Louis to the reduced rates

from St. Louis. When rates were restored to
eastern cities, Mr. Ford named rates given in
his dispatch of June 29th, to which. tcSr
in shown, on the same day. w "f0.th Kui oi Washington. Mr.
i ord's premises beincr thus shown to be in
correct, all liis inferences fall to the ground,
and we are willing to submit to the judg-
ment of all fair-mind- men as to who is re-
sponsible for the unnecessary contest inaugu-
rated by the Iron Mountain railroad. We
confidently ask the aid and of
roads with which we are in connection, and
at least strict neutrality irom others.

Walsh, in many respects, is a good man-
ager; he is, at least, conscientious in
his views and faithful in the dkcharce
ot his duties. In some respects he is quite
deficient, but his merits far overbalance his
failing as regards the qualifications of a base-
ball manager. We regret to see the Reds
disbanded. They were a good club, and if
the deserved local support had been triven
them, the organization would still exist. But
it iS too late to recount virtues and faults,
and lamentations are now useless. Had the
management of the Reds invited and re-

Louis. It is proper to state that the business
of the club has been fully settled, and noth-
ing is due or unpaid.

The proper discussion her subject, as a le-

gitimate consequence, led her to consider
woman's rights, which is diametrically op-
posed to popular teaching. Knowing well
that she was to combat common prejudice,
she displayed a rare knowledge of human
nature.
