Citt of Mbxico, June 30. Before I closed
my last letter (on th'j eighteenth instant) the
Mexican war department had issued a furious
order to General Trevino, in which it was
stated that the honor of Mexico would be sat-
isfied with nothicir lees than the modification
of the order given to General Ord authorizing
htm to cross iuto Mexican territory in pursuit
of m.irauders. This order stated that the
American government, in issuing the order in
question, bad violated the treaties m force be-

tween the United States and Mexico, the rules
of international law, and ev?n the practice of
civilised nations. The official journal con-
taining this order, although dated the eight-
eenth, was not circulated till the nineteenth,
after tho departure of the mail carried to the
United states b7the last .Tsew packet.
Of course Generals Mata and Benavides must
i'ave earned copies of the paper with them,
but as it is possible that the Mexican order
has not yet been made known in the United
States, I now inclose a copy. As whs nat-
ural, this document had the effect of inflam
ing the public imnd. r or days atter its ap
pearance the newspapers bristled with arti-
cles hostile to the Lnited States. All ot them
espoused the cause of Mexico and de
nounced lae government oi Mr. uayea
in the bitterest terms, without reference
to the merits of the question indeed, singu
lar as it may appear, there is not a Mexican

Most ot
the articles were a mixture of pitiful wails
and ridiculous boasts, and but two that I have

One, the Monitor Republic
can, to prove the injustice of the American
order, wants to know wtoy some argument
has not been proposed by the American gov-
ernment. The second argument (?) was put
forward by the Epoca, and takes the ground
that the depredations are common to both
sides of the river.

The dispatch cf June 13th, sent by General
Diss to tieneral trevino. reflecting improp
nrlw on the eondact of the United States uov
ernment, was published in the IVorlJ of July
3d. It Jed Mr. Foster, our minister in Mex-
ico, to call at once upon the foreign secretary
or Mexico ana remonstate strongly against
the language used by General Diaz in regard
to the otheial action ot the American govern-
ment, and on the twentv-thir- d of June Mr,
Foster left at the Mexican foreign ooice lue
following memorandum of points made by
him in regard to this matter, as above re
ferred to by onr correspondent:

I. The instruction oieen to General Ord is

that the outrages committed from Mexican
territory in Texas could no longer be toler-
ated. This was not accepted by the Meiican
government.

On the twenty-sixt- h of June, 1S75, the un-
dersigned renewed the request made by Mr.
Nelson, and the minister of foreign affairs
(Mr. Lafragua) replied that the executive
had no authority to grant it, and that it
would not be prudent to aak the consent ( f
congress. On the sixth of July, 175, the
raids from Mexico continuing, the under-Higne- d

informed the minister of foreign af-
fairs that unless the depredations ceased such
a measure as that announced in the instruc-
tions to General Ord might be anticipated;
adding in the same connection, referring to
the raids from Mexico, that protection to the
citizens of Texas must be afforded; if not
given by the Mexican government, it would
come from the United States. (United States
diplomatic coirespondence of 1S75.J

On the twenty-thir- d of April of the present
year, in an interview had with Minister Val-lart- a,

in reporting to him the murder of
seventeen American citizens in Texas in the
previous few months by Indians fiom Mexico,
the undersigned informed him that the
recommendation of Colonel Shatter that the
only way to put a stop to the raids was to
follow up the delinquents into Mexico and
attack them in their lairs, would have to be
taken into serious consideration by the gov-
ernment of the Uuited States, if the Mexican
authorities are unablo or unwilling to check
the depredations.

. The depredations bf the past four
years hare not been common to both sides of
the frontier.

Under date of the twentieth of May, 1875,
the secretary of state, Mr. Fish, stated that
it was frivolous to seek to justify the hostile
incuraions into American territory on the
ground of retaliation tor similar excursions
from the American side. He adds: "There
have been none such, and proof of the con-
trary is challenged." On the twenty-sixt- h

of June, 1875. tho undersigned, by instruc-
tion from his government, gave to the Mexi-
can niinirtter of foreign affairs the above dec-
laration contained in Mr. Fish's dispatch,
and challenged him to furnish proof to the
contrary. The minister promised to examine
the data in his department and ask informa-
tion of the governors of Tamaclipas and
Coahuila, and to furnish the legation with
tho result of his investigation. Not a single
fact or instance has as yet been furnished.

The investigations of the Mexican border
commission relate to events which occurred

.previous t- - 1873.
. Mexico Has taken no adequate or rig-

orous measure to pretent the depredations or
punish the outlaws.

The undersigned has repeatediy called the
attention of the Mexican government to the
long list of depredations and outrages which
have been indicted upon the people of Texas
by raiding bands from Mexico, as the records
ot the Mexican foreign office show, and he
has urged that an adequate Federal force un-
der an able and prudent general of high rank
be sent to that frontier to with the
American troops in the suppression of the
raids. These matters ho frequently pressed
upon the past administration; and immedi-
ately upon the admission of Mr. Vallarta to
the department of foreign affairs in Decem-
ber last, his attention was called to the con-
dition of affairs on the frontier, urging early
measures for its peace and order, assuring
him that it was essential to the maintenance
of cordial relations between the two coun-
tries, and renewing the suggestion that a
Federal force under an experienced officer of
high rank bs at once dispatched to tha Rio
Grande. Although this subject has been
frequently brought to the attention of the
minister in the past six months, up to the
date of the receipt of the recent oraer of the
secretary of war of the United States abso-
lutely nothing has been done to repress the
raids or with the American troops,
so far as this legation had received informa-
tion.

Notwithstanding the long list of these out-
rages, which the undersigned has brought to
the attention of the Mexican government in
the past four years, which include murders,
arson, plundering ot government pofitomces
and customhouses, robberies and other out-
lawry, not a singlo punishment has resulted
on the part of the Mexican authorities.

IV. Mexico has frequently acknowledged
its inability to discharge its duty in regard to
the preservation of peace on th liio Urande
froniiir, gicing as a reason its internal djs- -

tension.
For eighteen months preceding the tall of

the past administration, in reply to the re-

monstrances of the undersigned, the minister
of foreign affairs pleaded, as an apology for
the inefficiency and neglect of bis government. . . . .-1 i .1 T l a

The reason given at various times to the

and continues to neglect its duty, that Gen
eral Ord is granted discretion to follow the
outlaws across the border when in hot pur
suit.

VI. In ttcio of fie foregoing facts, the
declaration of the Mexican min-istt- of war
is unwarranted wherein it is officially assert-
ed tluit the instructions to General Ord are in
contradiction with treaties between Mexico and
the United States, with the rules of interna-
tional law, and eren with the practice of civ
ilized nations .

Such char jes in an official document of the
government are sufficiently serious to excite
apprehensions for the maintenance of cordial
relations; but the undersigned has been pro-
foundly surprised and has deeply regretted
that it should have been thought necessary or
proper to assert in an important public order
issued by direction of the chief executive that
in giving the instructions to lencrai Ura the
government of the United States was seeking
to insuit Mexico, it mignt nave Deen sup-
posed that in the haste with which the order
of the minister of war may have been written
there was no premeditated intent to so gross
ly question the motives which influenced the
government of the United States; but the in
tent ot the executive would seem to oe de-
liberate, when three davs after the publica
tion of the order the Mexican government
has inserted in its official journal tho state
ment that the order of the President of the
United States through the tecretary of war
was brought about by the efforts of a private
citizen of the United States and Mr. Lerdo,
through sinister motives, and by a group of
adventurers and speculators.

An Ominous State of Affairs The Trade

and Traffic of a Continent Brought
to a Stand-Stil- l, and a Condition '

of CItII War Provoked.

Bloody Work at Baltimore The Military,
Attacked by the Mob, Fire Upon the

Latter with Fatal Effect Intense
Excitement The Strike Be-

coming General.

Washixgtoj(, July 20. The eight o'clock
(morning) train which left the Baltimore and
Ohio railroad station for the west was accom-
panied by a military guard.

At the cabinet meeting to-da- y tha railroad
troubles in West Virginia and Pennsylvania
were discussed at some length, and various
dispatches from Colonel French, commanding
the United States troops at Martinsburg, were
read.

Additional United States soldiers have

been forwarded to Keyser to aid the detach-
ment of thirteen already there, and where
the strikers are in force. The firemen are
taken off the trains as they arrive at Keyser.
Torpedoes were placed on the track but did
no damage. The stoning of a freight train at
St. John's Run is attributed to canal-boatme- n,

who were refused the privilege of riding on
it. There appears to be little difficulty thu3
tar in obtaining men to work the trains, and
some of the strikers have applied to 1 rein-
stated.

Trains began moving from here this morn-
ing, in charge of small detachments of United
States soldiers, and will continue to depart as
rapidly as the engines can be got ready. f

There are seventy of the firemen and engi-
neers ready and willing to run tho trains,
now that they ore assured they will have pro-
tection. Large numbers of the strikers
are along the railroad in the vicinity of the
depot, but they are not permitted to get near
enough to offer any obstructions to the trains.
General French directs that all persons . be
kept at a distance from the depot, and from
the vicinity ol operations, no matter whether
their intentions are friendly or hostile. The
.Ujrarb. wires have not been cut, but have

been tapped by operators among the strikers
to get information of the plans devised to
circumvent them. ,

One of the trains for the west this morning
was cut off at Sir John's run,' but after a
short delay it was coupled up and went on.
Captain Litchfield has gone on with two com-
panies of troops to prevent a repetition of the
act, and with orders to arrest all engaged
in it.

A striker named Davis his been arrested,
and officers are looking for other conspicuous
obstructors of trains. The Wheeling militia
will probably leave for home this afternoon.
Lieutenant Curtis, of the United States army,
reports that upon arriving at Keyser the fire-
men and cntrineers were taken from the
train, and it was run on a siding. His de
tachment beinff too email for effective opera
tious, General French has 1'orware.d.a vom-pan- y.

AT PITTSBURG.
Pittsburg. July 20. At twelve o'clock

last night Sheriff Fife, in compliance with a
reauest from the railroad officials, visited the
strikers at Twenty-eight- h street and ordered
them to disperse. This they reiusea to ao.
The sheriff remained there until after three
o'clock this morning, but his authority was
defied. He was informed that trains should
not go ont if they could prevent it, and that
thev did not care for any posse he could mus
ter nor for any troops that eould be brought
out. Finding the strikers were not disposed
to yield obedience to tho civil authority, the
railroad officers decided to call upon the mil

request you to exercise your authority in
calling out the military to suppress the same.

Governor Hartranft has issued a proclama-
tion admonishing all good citizens or persons
within the jurisdiction of the commonwealth

aiding or abetting unlawful proceed
ings, and commanding all persons engaged in
riotous proceedings to disperse, or the military
will be used to force obedience to the law.
This is now being printed in the form of
handbills, and will be distributed among the
strikers and posted along the line of the road.

1 he Eighteenth
regiment of the National Guard h.is been
ordered ont, and will be taken to the outer
depot at eleven o'clock this morning.

Tne strike inaugurated on the 1'ennsylvania
railroad still continues, and the excitement
occasioned thereby has been increased in in-

tensity by the determined efforts made by
the railroad authorities to remove the block-
ade which was established yesterday.
Throughout the morning rumors of the em
ployes of other roads centering here joining
in the movement were freely circulated and
found ready credence, but up to this time
(one o'clock p.m.) no such demonstration has
take "lace. The sinkers are hourly increas
ing in "ength. As trains come in they are
met ana ciews, after taking the trains to
the yards, join the strikers. There are to-

day, at the lowest estimate, nine hundred
loaded cara lying on the track between the
onion depot and East Liberty, while the
number en route will swell the total to fifteen
hundred loaded cars. The number con
stantly increases, and the maze of tracks
will soon be all occupied by inert masses of
rolling-btoc- k, heavily laden with goods for all
parts of the east and west.

This morning sixty-eig- ht cars of stock from
the west, which had collected on the Penn-
sylvania Central railroad tracks near the out-

ward depot, were permitted by the strikers
to proceed to the East Liberty stock-yard- s,

and discharge their loads. Thirty-eig- ht cars
more of cattle arrived oyer the Fort Wayne
road at ten o'clock this morning, and were
unloaded also, but a committee of the strikers
accompanied each engine, to see that the
crews did not opposo tne strike. This morn-
ing an immense crowd assembled at the outer
depot, on Twenty-eight- h street, but up to
twelve o'clock nothing of moment had oc
curred. Tho strikers had a meeting at twelve
o'clock, when one of the number mounted a
box and read the following dispatch signed
"P. J. Donahue," which was received wi.h
the wildest cheering:

noRNEixsTiLLS, N. T., July 20.
The firemen and brakemon on the Xew

York and Ene railroad quit work this morn-
ing.

About one hundred and fifty members of
the Eighteenth regiment, under Colonel
Gutherie, are at L3st Liberty stock-yard- s

at Tonens station. At half-pa-st two o clock
largo numbers of the strikers had gathered
there from Oater depot and other points.
The men were loud in their denunciation of
General Pearson and the military. They say
if General Pearson attempts to bring the
first train through himself, as he said he
would do this morning, ho will be shot. The
men at the stock-yard- s seem determined to
maintain the strike and keep the road in
blockade, and will resist the military if ne-
cessary in order to accomplish it. Up to this
time (3 o'clock p.m.) there has been no effort
on the part of the company or the military to
move the cars, and very serious results will
likely follow the attempt when made,

The arrival of the military served to
increase the excitement. On the en-

gine were General Pearson. Sheriff Fife
and Superintendent Pitcairn. The sheriff
immediately mounted the tender and read
tho governor's proclamation, amid the hoots
and cries of the spectators. He counseled
peace and quiet, ana assured them the law
would be enforced, cost what it may. The
The crowd jeered at him, and when he de-

scended General Pearson got on the tender
and, addressing the crowd, said they ap-
peared to treat the matter lightly. He warned
them that the affair was a very serious one.
No man had more sympathy lor them than
he had, but ho was under orders irom the
i;ui.....r..j. Uw&a who knew him knew he
would obey. Ho assured them it was rocioo
to attempt to further stop the working of the
road; that trains must go through.

While speaking he was interrupted with
cries of "Who are you?" "Give us bread,
etc. W hea speaking ot the trains, one man
yelled out "What trains; passenger trains.
'"Certainly, we allow them to go through.
"Yes." said General Pearson "and all other
trains, even if they have nothing but pi)

metal." Another asked to be heard, and
said be did not see why the military were
there: the men had done no act of violence.
nor did they intend to do any. "Will you
allow the trains to go through?" asked the
general. "No." shouted half a dozen voices,
One man kaid they might get through to
Torrens, in the city limits, but God help the
men on the trams atter passing tnat point.
The track was cleared and the engine re-

turned to the city, carrying the same party
it had taken out. The military was called
out this morning and stationed at the outer
depot, and the points along the road are in
adequate and could not suppress a riot
should one occur. There appears to be a
determination among the men at the yards
to stop all trains, notwithstanding the mili
tary, and serious trouble is anticipated if the
military try to open tho blockade.

The situation at the outer depot of the
Pennsylvania railroad and at the East Liberty
stock-yar- remains unchanged. The State
militia are on the ground, but there has been
no collision. Tho strikers outnumber the
soldiers two to one. No freight or stock has
been moved to-da- y. ibe stnke on the fitts
burg, Fort Wayne and Chicago railroad is
serious, embracing all freight crews of the
pnstern division, from Pittaburr to Alliance
The passenger tramcis not interrupted, .and
there has not been any noisy demonstration.
It is reported that the lreight crews ot the
Pittsburg, Cincinnati and St. Louis railroad
(the Pan-Hand- route) 6truck at Dennison
this evening, but the report lacks confirma-
tion. Nearly tha entire freight force of the
road is concentrated at that point, having
been sent there to-d- to remove them from
the influence of the . strike here,
The Engineers brotherhood held a
secret meeting to-da- y, at which it
was understood that they would dehne their
nosition. and it is learned ht on nn
doubted authority that they resolved to stand
by the strikers. This action will not impede
passenger travel, but the freight-enginee- rs

will refuse to haul trains manned by green
hands, and will cast tneir ion wicn me
strikers. The men on the Pittsburg division
of the Baltimore and Ohio road remain at
their posts, and the officers express every con
fidence

pended. The night freights which left here
this evening were stopped oy a crowa 01 six
hundred men near Everson. Preston & Co.'s
rolling-mill- s in this eity, about one-ha- lt mile
from the depot, and the trainmen compelled

run the trains back to the yard. The crowd
was composed of idle men the city who
are in sympathy with the stners.

AT CUMBERLAND.

Baltimirk, July 20. Telegrams from
Cumberland state that all the freight trains
are stopped there, and the crews taken from
them bv the strikers.

purpose have been perpetrated in this State,
by bodies of men with whom, in some in
stances, the local authorities are incompetent
to deal; and wbereaa, it is 01 tne nrst impor-
tance that good order should everywhere pre
vail, and that persons of every class should
be protected.

Therefore I, John Lee Carroll, governor ot
Maryland, by virtue of the authority Tested
in me. do hereby issna this proclamation.
calling upon all citizens of this State to ab--

stain from acts of lawlessness, and to aid the
lawful authorities in the maintenance of
peace and order.

The con-
ductors and engineers refuse to join the
strikers but give thein sympathy, lhe sher-
iff of Licking county has demanded military
aid from tho governor, and assistance will be
forwarded as eoon as the State officials are
notified that the local authorities have done
all they can. Governor Y oung has called out
four military companies to suppress the
strikers on the Baltimore and Ohio railroad,
Contrail Ohio division, at Newark. The com-
panies are from Mount Vernon, Circleville,
Zanesville and Springfield The governor
has issued a proclamalion'coiumanaing the
strikers to desist from personal intimidation
and interfering with property.

There is nothing essentially new in the sit-

uation at Newark. The passenger-train- s are
running as usual, but no freights are allowed
to go out. Large crowds are expectantly
awaiting the arrival of the troops, but no vio-

THE TURKO-RUSSIA- N WAR.

The Russian Advance at Phllipopolis
Turkish Reinforcements Pushing

Forward to Adrlanople Tha
"Sick Man" early Dead.

The Supreme Moment Arrived for an Ef
fort at Peace "Sow or Siever

What Russia will Demand as
Conditions Precedent.

London, July 20. A special from Elena
says that on Wednesday General Gourka, who
came through Livarditza pass, immediately
after passing through turned westward and
marched on Razukk, sending at the sama
time a detachment to Yeni Saghra to cut tha
railroad, and another to Ezki Saghra to occu-
py it and collect nnd transport material. Re-
pot ts are received to-d- ay that his advance de-
tachments are already in Kasauhk. He may
be there by this time, but if so it is not be-
lieved there has been time for the intelligence
to reaui jiena. tie intended, as soon as
Kasaulik was occupied, to strike the defend
ers of Shipka pass, itnd before marching he
sent instructions that a column should march
into tne same from the northward and
attack its defi.-n.-c.- 111 front. It is reported to
be very strongly fortified and held. Num
bers of prisoners are engaged in widening the
Tivarska puss, which will be practicable for
the transport of vehicles in two days. Already
batteries of field artillery gone through,
Geuer.il Gouvka keep Lis communications
quite open, with the base at Tirnova. The
above is compiled from General Gourka's offi-

cial dispatch and narratives of the officer
who brought the report from him.

1 he IMiiIh y ew has received the following
from Paralo: "The news of General Gourka
having crossed the passage of the Balkans
was receivoTl with extreme satisfaction at
headquarters, and immediately produced a
determination in favor of prompt action on
the part of the Rustchuk army. Rustchuk is
to be nt once invested, and if there is any
Turkish army on the river Lom it will have
to tight or retreat. 1 he Hussion losses at
Nieopoiis is estimated at twelve hundred.

A dispatch at Constantinople announces
that Redif Pash x has been dismissed and
that Mahomed Datnad will probably suc
ceed him. Perfect tranquillity prevails in the
city. There is a rumor of the movement of
tho Uidibli tleet from isesika bay.

A dispatch from faralo says the czarovitch
headquarters crossed the Yantra Wednesday,
in preparation tor an advance on the nver
Lom and the investment ot Rustchuk. Half
of the fourth corps, numbering probably
twelve thousand five hundred men, will cross
the Danube and advance toward the Balkans.
The filth division of the ninth corps goes to
Tirnova, and will also form part of the Bal-
kan advance.

Hassan Pasha, commandant at Nieopoiis.
who is a prisoner, had an interview with the
czar Tuesday. He said when he capitulated
his ammunition was all gone, and ho had
been obliged to kill three or four soldiers with
bis own hand tor leaving their duty.

A letter from 1 ans says it is known beyond
all doubt that there are two parties at the
czar's headquarters. One, headed by Prince
GorUchakoff, desires that matters be not
pushed to extremes, but that after substan-
tial success Russia should bo satisfied with
imposing, under European guarantees, con-
ditions virtually freeing the christians from
Turkish rule, such as Turkey previou-J- y re
jected. The other party, beaded by General
Ignatieff and Prince Tcherk.isski, urge a defi--

nite settlement, or wv eastern qruestioii, 10 uc
dictated in Constantinople. The conditions
already determined upon by this party are
the cension of Kars. Batoum. and a portion
of DeTTOurabia, ilia to be either
opened or closed to every power indiscrimi
nately; lurkey to be prohibited to possess a
fleet; and Bulgaria, Roumania, Bosnia and
Herzegovina to be independent. Those who
know the exact state of things say tho su
preme hour for an attempt at mediation has
arrived, and that when once Rustchuk is in
Russia s hands it will be too late to influence
the czar in a pacific sense.
