GreENADA, July 2Z).—Grenada county 1s
harmionious. There was a grand mass-
meeting held by the citizens of Grenada
county, in their courthouse, to-day, which
was decidedly the largest political gathering
of the ple, including both races, ever be-
fore held m the county.

A SERIOUS CHARGE.

A Nerth Carolinian Arrested in Texas
for Alleged Swindling—He Is Jailed
at Memphisn—A Nuasplelouns Case,
Worthy of Official In-
vestigation.

The AppEaL extrn of yesterday morning
contained the following: *‘Captain H. C. Al-
ley, special detective of Spartansburg, Scuth
Carolina, reached here at eleven o'clock last
night with a prisoner named J. R. Kirkpat-
rick, whom he arrested last Mounday at Go-
shen, Henderson county, Texas, on a requisi-
tion of Governor Vance, of North Carolina.
Kirkpatrick is charged with obtaining from
Witkoski & Reynolds, of Charlotie, North
Carolina, five thousand dollars, under false
pretense. This is alleged to have occurred
seventeen months ago, since which ftime
Ki ick has been preaching and teaching
achool in Texas, Captain Alluim-rested him
at the schoolhouse, where he had thirty-five
scholars under his tuition. Kirkpatrick's wife
is worth twenty thousand dollars, and it is
said that he 1s willing to compromise the
charge, which may be done here. While in
Texas, Kirkpatrick acled as a Presbyterian
Frva.cher. is home is at Pineville, ten miles

THE PRISONER'S STATEMENT

is calculated to piace Captain Alley in a bad
light. Mr. Kirkpatrick is anintelligent man,
and made his statement in a candid and un-
evasive manner. He says that baving pur-
chased a lot of goods from Witkoski & Rey-
nolds, his store and its contents burned to the
und, and involved a heavy loss upon him.
ese merchants then had him indicted for
swindling, and alleging that he ob-
tained the goods upon the representation that
his wife was his partner. He went to Texas
but two months before leaving .»igniﬁeci
his intention of going, and made no secret of
it. Upon reaching Texas he applied to the
Cumberland Presbyterian church to become
a minister and continued his lectures upon
temperance. He soon became the principal of a
normal school at Goshen and was doing well.
His school and his own name were advertised
both in Texas and in North Carolina, no con-
cealment of hiz location or vocation being
attempted or desired by him. After being
arrested by Captain Alley, be was kept five
days in_jail at Jefferson, Texas, and is now
confined in the Memphis police prison.  Mr.
Kirkpatrick eays that Mr. Witkoski,
him arrested, has
proposed to Mrs. Kirkpatrick to compromise
the matter and release him if she wounld pay
the debt. Rather that leave Texas and
abandon his business there, Mr. Kirkpatrick,
while af Jefferson, consented to abide the
compromise should two thoasand dollars be
taken as the sum demanded. He is anxious,
however, to go on to North Carolina and
have his trinl. It looks rather ngly for Cap-
tain Alley to keep his prisoner iu jail and de-
tain bim all along the route. Captain Alley
was selected as an agent to take Mr. Kirk-
patrick to North Carolina, and is not author-
to imprison him along the route. The
authorities here mighttake cognizance of this

peculiar class of detective engneering.

A snit has since been
commenced against the surety not served in
the originul suit, and is now at issue., These
facts will Fully appear to any one who will
take the trouble to examine the records of
the Federal court here, and had *“‘Justice™
made such examination it would have saved
him this display of ignorance, unless his let-
ter was prompted by base and depraved mo-
tives.
