Tut people of the lower country are mov-

ing in the matter of the levees. An influen-

tial meeting was held a few days ago at Lake
Village, Chicot county, Arkansas, at which
resolutions were adopted appointing a com-

mittee to take in charge the levee interests of
Chicot county, prepare an address to be sent
to the river counties of Missouri, Illinois, Ten
nessee, Kentucky, Mississippi, Louisiana and
Arkansas, asking and urging in
the procurement of government aid for the
Lvees of the Mississippi river, and to take
any other steps deemed necessary to carry out
tho objects of the meeting levee protection

and suggesting to said counties a meeting
of delegates at the Peabody hotel, in this city,
on the third Monday of September. The
trentlemen appointed to this work are well
known citizens of Chicot, who know the iui
portance of the levees, ami who can be relied
upon to press their construction by the Fed-

eral government upon the attention of the
country and of congress. In this-wor- k they
can be sure of the support of the Appeal.

We aoiiee with the Chicaco Tribune
that the first step for the railroad companies to
take is to raise their Ireight charges, not exor
bitantly, but fairly and reasonably, and then,
restoring the last two cuts of wages, let theia
alone, and await the great crops to handle
and the changes in the fiscal aflairs of the
country that will tend to restore business
prosperity and place values on an improving
basis. The reduction of the men's poor wages
does not benefit them us long as this insane
competition is kept up. Every reduction of
wages is followed by reduction of rates, and
if wages were lowered to a cent per day,
rates would be put down to zero, with a
premium offered to shippers. The quickest
solution of the present problem, a partial
remedy at least, fo far as we can see, is for
the railroads to make a schedule of rates on
"live and let live" basis. They must charge
enough to pay their men such compensa-
tion as to enable them to pay rent and fuel.
and feeed and clothe themselves and their
families.

According to tho Cincinnati Enquirer
there is a very general feeling in Washington
that tbe present strike will convince Secretary
Sherman that his ruinous policy of contraction
and forced resumption which has been sown to
the wind is reaping a whirlwind. If the trouble
now upon great railway corporations, and
which threatens all diversified channels of
skill and labor, is not sufficient to convince
Mr. Hayes that Sherman's policy is a ruinous
one, nothing certainly can. The impression
in Washington U that the only good thing
which the strike has brought about is the de
mand of the people for the repeal of the re
sumption act in October.

ed. Is not.the credit of the Government above
par? Are "the interests of business, tlie dis
tress of labor, and the penury of vast masses
of people not to be considered in our return
to specie payments? The government that
bankrupts its people and starves its artisans
and their families, for the accomplishment of
a theory, however correct, is unworthy of
confidence."

JThe Charleston Times states that the
opinion prevails with a great many influen-
tial Democrats of Tallahatchie county, that
the system of nomination adopted in 1875
should be retained in the nominations of this
year.

ALL OUIET IH CHINATOWN.

San Francisco, July 24. At this hour
(fifty minutes past twelve this morning! all is
quiet, and all trouble appears to be over for
the night. The crowd that two hours ago
blocked the southern endot Uupont street has
dispersed, and the police are masters of the
situation. All the streets letwlintr to the Chi
nese quarter are strongly guarded, and no
one is allowed to pass along uuponi street.
Thus far no use of fire-ar- nas occurred, ex
cept in the case of the shots fired into the
crowd at meeting. The party who fired was
arrested and locked up. This action was
uromoted bv pure love of mischief. Neither
of the men hit were seriously injured. During
the contest of tho police with the mob on i)u- -

nont street, several stones were thrown at
them, hittinir one or two of the force, but do
ing no injury of any consequence. While the
disturbance was in progress at the south end
ot Dupont street,

another mob.
numbering five or six hundred, gathered at
the northern extremity of that thoroughfare,
wrecked a few Chinese houses and attempted
to penetrate into the Chinese quarter, bat
were finally torced back by the police, and at
later advices has dispersed. Uu.ing the at
tempt to assail their quarters, the Chinese
manifested much alarm, and early in the
evening every door and shutter was closed
fast and not a Chii anian was to be seen on
the streets. About eleven o'clock a crowd
collected in front of the Chinese mission, on
Wafhinuton street, above Stockton street, and
stoned the windows, but were-- scattered by
the rjolico before effecting much damace. It
appears that tbe fire by which the building at
the corner of Geary and Leavenworth streets
was destroyed originated by the smashing ot
a coal-o- il lamp in the Chinese portion ot the
building by a stone Larown through a win
dow. Although all is at present quiet, the
