Steps now taking by
that power demonstrate this intention more
than ever. Not only have the English Bent a
fleet to Besika bay, at the mouth of the Dar
danelles, but, it is asserted, they are about to a
ascend to Gallipoli, which ia a considerable
distance np the strait and within one hundred
and forty miles of Constantinople. Recent
cable dispatches say that much attention is
excited in England by the dispatch of an ex
tra irdinary force to the Mediterranean. The
government, on being interrogated in parlia
ment, stated that they were merely sending
three thousand troops to Malta to fill out the aquota there. The common opinion, however,
sees in the proceeding a step hostile to Rus-
sia, and the question is asked why, if simply
three thousand troops are to be sent away, it
should take Eve of the largest troop of
the navy to carry them, each of which can
contain fifteen hundred men? Why should or-
ders be sent to the naval station at Portsmouth
to embark in a week? Why, if regnlar
garrison at Malta id the destination, are not
wives and children allowed to accompany in
their parents, as is usual ? Why should regi-men- ts

have been put under marching orders
in almost every garrison in England? It is

reported in Liverpool that government agents
have been inq'iiring alb.T and
have chartered two from each of the steam
ship lines, besides giving out contracts for
army stores. If all this is doing, and the
ministry, when questioned, assert that they
are merely Bonding- three thousand men to
Malta, what-mus- t be inferred from the re-

fusal of the government to explain what are
thiir actual proceedings, and why adopted?
That an I '.o jUJi major has been m..'un;
vestigationn at Gallipoli is known, and Lon
don papers confidently affirm that that point
i the ol.j.'ct of the expedition about to start.
I'hat England is in this way intruding into
the territory of Turkey without the approba
lion of that power, is out of the
question. English men-of-w- with
m the Dardanelles can keep Ru
sian vessels out, and, if necessary,
enter the t ea of Marmora to aid the Turks to
defend their city. Vessels of war of every
foreign nation are forbidden to enter the
straits without the permission of the sultan,
and such a permission was obtained some
y.ars ago by a United States vessel. Will not
the entrance of the English fleet, in the veiy
face of the Russian aimy marchinjr toward
Constantinople from the direction of
Adrianople, be in itself a declaration of
war nganst Russia? From the occupation
of Gallipoli to that of Constantinople is but a
step, but that step ends the localization of the
war. England declares herself neutral, but
enters the territory of one belligerent in the
very face of the advance of the other. Re
cent proceedings in the Austrian legislature
show that active opposition to the Russians is
contemplated there, now that Constantinople
and the straits are threatened. There are also
anxious inquiries as to the object of certain
mysterious movements of the Italian fleet.
The Greeks are watching the progress of
events with deep interest, anxious to aid the
downfall of their implacable enemies the
Turks if opjortunity offers. That Turkey
should escape her present dangers and recover
her power to oppress, is a thought intoler-
able to thousands who are now eager
ly wakhing for her downfall. It re
sult from what we have said that
it is likely the final triumph will be torn
from the Russians just as they arc about to
grasp it. Will they submit to the indignity,
or will they call upon all whose friendship
they can rely upon, and all who are at enmity
with the Turks, to join with them in a ciu- -

sade against the persecutors of the christians?
This would make the breaking up to the great
Mohammedan power just what it has always
been expected it would be, whenever the
break-u- p came a fire-bran- d, casting hatred,
blood and bitter war among the various
Europenn nations. It is stated that, among
the czar's commanders, one party favors light
terms to the Turks on their agreeing to con
ditions placing their principalities tinder
christian rule. The other demands a definite
settlement of the eastern question, the con
ditions to be dictated by the victorious Rus-

sians within Constantinople itself the cession
of Kara and Batoum and neighboring territo-
ry; of the straits; prohibition
to Turkey of holding a fleet, and other con
ditions. Should this be insisted upon, and
England oppose, we shall probably see the
inauguration of the greatest war Europe has
endured since the suppression of Napoleon
Bonaparte.

names of all citizens who have attempted, or
may attempt to dissuade the members ot the
National Guards from the discharge of their
duty. All such persons should be arrested, if
possible.

AN IMPROVED CONDITION INDICATED.
Washington, July 26. Dispatches re-

ceived at the war department during last
nicrht and this morning from the military
commanders in the disturbed localities show
an improved condition of affairs throughout
the countiy.

TnE CABINET IN SESSION.

The cabinet was in session to-da- y nearly
two liours, and it was agreed that Maior- -

General Schofield should be ordered to take
command of the troops in Washington. Gen
eral bchoheld is now in the city, and will as
sume command immediately. It was also
determined that General Hancock should
proceed to Pittsburg with a large force of
troops, and he will start immediately. Dis-
patches received by the secretary of war are
of a very favorable character, and show that
the troops are being concentrated rapidly, no
delays whatever having occurred in their
movements.

The principal object of General Hancock
going over the line of the Pennsylvana rail
road to Pittsburg is to aid the governor of
Pennsylvania m protecting the work-n- men
in rebuilding the road, that supplies may be
sent to the various cities along the line, and
communication between Philadelphia and
the interior of the State reopened without
delay. Another subject in connection with
the strike, which was discussed at length.
was in regard to the United States couits
sustaining the receivers appointed by them
tor certain roads: ihe courts are to issue
writs to marshals, instructing them to see
that the roads in the hands of the receivers
are not interfered with by the rioters, and
the marshals have power, if necessary, to
summon a posse to enforce the orders of their
courts. This brings the rioters in direct op
position to the powers oi the i ederal gov
ernment should they attempt to interfere
with any of the roads in the hands of the re
ceivers, and it was agreed by the cabinet that
the whole power ot the government should
oe brought to bear to sustain the United
btates marshals, in case ot necessity.

CAUSE AND EFFECT.
New York World: "Society has been in a

sore ot intoxication ever since the civil war
began, and its awakening to sobriety again
is naturally accompanied with weakness and
tribulation. For years cool observers preached
the dangers of reckless issues of irredeema- -
ble paper money, and were laughed at for
their pains; but the day of reckoning came,
and brought a financial revolution from which
the business interests of the country have not
yet recovered. For years such observers
urged the necessity of preserving a reverence,
not merely for the spirit of the law, but for
the very forms of it, and they were called
Bourbons and croakers for their pains. Con-
stitutions were set aside, courts tampered
with, statutes made and unmade, govern-
ments overturned by troops. The adminis-
tration of justice was corrupted, and the ex-
ample of appealing to violence to gain an end
was set in high places and approved by par-
tisan prejudices. Could we expect laboring
men, inflamed with passion on behalf of their
personal interests, to reverence the law
when the legislature of a State like New
York coolly sets aside a constitutional man-
date? Could we expect a State like Western
Virginia, cut from that grand old common-
wealth by operation, the creature of
violence and malice, puny and diffident of its
own rights, to throttle an insurrection on the
first out-brea- k as it should have been throt-
tled? No. There is something like retribu
tion in the prompt prostration of this weak
invention of lawlessness before a mob which
the Old Dominion would havo scattered with

blow. If we recognize these social dis-
turbances as a natural result of the passions
and tollies ot the war and ot the turbulent
times which have succeeded it, we can deal
with them more effectually because more in-
telligently. They must be faced as we have
faced the financial panic; and the elements
which make them dangerous must be so dealt
with and destroyed as to insure the country
against any rekindling of them in our
times."

THE POLICE AND CITIZENS MASTERS OK THE

SITUATION.

San Francisco. Julv 26. Latest reports
Irom the vicinity ot tho Pacific Mail dock
are that the crowd is mostly dispered and the
fire under control, though still burning, and I

the police and citizens masters of the situa- - I

tion. The fire alarm from the corner of Stew--

ait and Mission streets proved unfounded.
As far as can at present be gathered, the fire
at the Pacific Mail dock was of an incendiary
origin, the evident intention being to involve
the company s propeity in its spread. On the
arrival of the first detachment of citizens,
a crowd of about ten thousand persons had
githered at the wharves. The lumber una
coal-yard- s, in whiih the tire was raging, were
surrounded on the land side by a fence ruu-nin- g

near the bottom of a steep bill, and lead
ing up to St, Mary's hospital. On the top of
this hill the crowd had assembled, wlnie a
portion of them attempted to set fire to the
fence. The police and citizens attempted to
drive them off, and were met by a shower of
stones from the hi'l. The bill was then
6tormed, in the face of a hot fusilade of stones,
and the mob began fir ng pistols. The po-
lice force answered with a volley, and getting
to close quarters, used their clubs with tell-
ing effect. In the charge a young roan of
note, a teller in the London an San Francisco
bank, fell, probably fatally wounded. An-noth- er

citizen is reported shot dead, and a
great many wounded more or less seriously
by stones and pi.-t-ol shots. It is impossible
to ascertain the loss of the rioters.

SEVERAL ARE REPORTED KILLED AND
' . WOUNDED,

but nothing definite is known. At least one
hundred shots were fired into the mob, about
a dozen of whom are now lying in drug
stores near the scene of the action, mre or
less severely injured. The charge broke the
courage ot the mob, many ot whom were
captured, and a long chain being stretched
in front of the Mail dock, they were marchl
to it for present g. The mob at
no time obtained access to the dock, which
was closed and strongly guarded and several
cannon planted commanding the entrance.
In the meantime the fire had burned an im-
mense quantity of lumber, mostly belonging
to Simpsons Brothers, the M 'Donald mill
company and dtarbuck ic ijoidrtem; also the
woouyard of 'O'Connell, Uiggins ic Collins,
and a great deal of siindar property owned
by various parties. Ships at the wharfs were
hurriedly towed to places wqll protected and
worked with but slight hindrance. The
driver of hose-ca- it No. 1 is reported as shot
dead by the mob, but no casualties are
known among the members of the force.
After the police and citizens had

DISPERSED THE MOB,

a portion of them, including some who had
been raiding on Howard and Folsom streets,
gathered in the vicinity of the Grand and
Palace hotels, on Market street, and some of
them penetrated to Kearney street, and here
they were met by a force and driven back to
Market, while another detachment of citizens
and police marched along Montgomery,
and taking the crowd between them
punished tliem severely. At pres
ent they seem to be roaming in
small gangs over that portion of the city
south of Market, closely watched by the po-

lice and citizens, as it is expected they will
seize the first opportunity to gather again in
force. An anti-cooli- e which had been called
met early'in the evening, near the new City
hall.

Detroit, July 26. A meeting of the So

cial Democratic society was held at Arbeiter
hall iilteen hundred persons,
mainly curious spectators, were present,
Speeches were made by Frank Hiith. Carl
Engel, and three others. While sympathizing
with the strikers, the. orators condemned a1!
riotous proceedings, and denounced the in-

cendiary and lawless operations going on in
other cities. A committee of five was ap
pointed to petition the manufacturers of the
city to establish the eight-ho- ur system in
their shops. At halt-p.i- nine the meeting
adjourned, and the pjvticipants quietly dis

A meeting ot the Michigan Central em
ployes was held at Jackson to con
fer with the o;ucial8 in regard to the recent
reduction. It ended by the meeting agreeing
to stand by the company. At the close the
engineers and firemen,- who had refused to
take pri- -t m the proceedings of the meeting,
announced their determination to strike at
ten o'clock, which they did. Committees
were sent cast and west to intei view the men
at each end of tho road.

hereby warn and enjoin all persons from im
properly and violently molesting or interfer
ing with the property or business of others
and I charge all good citizens to avoid gather
ing in turbulent crowds in the streets or in
anywise encouraging the same. 1 also request
the shentts ot counties, mayors ot cities and
all other executive othcers ot the btate to tin
mediately take such action as shall organize
law-abidi- citizens in their localities into a
volunteer force for the preservation of order
and tne protection ot property. 1 earnestly
call upon all persons in authority to use every
means in tneir power in a proper ana prudent
manner tor the maintenance ot the public
peace, and I rely upon the good sense and
pru ience of our people to save the State from
auy lawlessness or depredations upon proper
ty or the necessity for the use of any armed
toree.

In this respect the same fear
prevails at other towns. The miners were

STRIKERS ON TRIAL.
The session of the criminal ccurt this morn-

ing was occupied in hearing applications for
bail by parties prrested for rioting, about two
hundred of whom are still in prison. The
grand jury made twenty-on- e presentments
for rioting. In the case of four parties charged
with being originators of the riot and assault
on the Sixth regiment, on Friday night last.
toii was nxeii at sixteen thousanu doll .rs.
Neither of the party gave bail. Of the sixty-thre- e

parties held for action of the grand
juiy twenty gave bad m three thousand dol
lars. Of the seventy parties held for further
hearing twenty have given bail m one thou
sand dollars.

LESSON OF TnE STRIKE.
Baltimore Oa-cti- e: The strike is extending

like wildfire in every direction, and is taking
on the aspect ot a general war between labor
and capital. It has gone beyond the mere
question of wages between railroad corpora
tions and tneir agents, and allects,by sympa-
thy, the relations of employer and employe
in all other departments. While the strikers
and their sympathizers are breakmc the law.
destroying and burning, there is nothing to
do but for society to put forth its force and
crush disorder by the strong arm. That this
wiil be done, there is no question. The

powers enormously overbalance
the g powers. Society is safe now
because it is awake to its dangers. It is a
fraudulent principle of the laws of trade that
labor, like raw material, or evencaoital itself,
is regulated by demand and supply. There
can be no doubt that capital has the abstract
right to hire labor as cheaply as it can. To
buy as cheap and sell as high as possible is
what each one of the strikers does, as well as
his employer. It is the universal law of busi-
ness, and must be maintained at uH hazards.
What we have to say, therefore, is not as to
the question of the right, but to the expedi-
ency. And so, conceding the right of
employer to cut down wages to the star-
vation point, the question st'll remains:
1 8 it wise for him to do so? As a mere
matter of dollars and cents, does it pay?
The events of the past week make it very
doubtful The naked question of expediency
is reduced to this: Is it cheaper to pay an
employe such wages as will make him a loyal
and devoted servant of the company, or to
cut him down to the point of desperation and
then hire a soldier to keep him in order?
This is what it amounts to. Men rendered
desperate by extreme poverty; by the haughty
refusal of capital even to listen to their com-
plaints or protests; subject to be discharged
at a turn in the stock market, after giving
their best years to a laborious and dangerous
service; treated as though they were mere
machines such policy cannot make the
operatives loyal and faithful servants. They
become restless and dissatisfied; they feel that
they have no interest in the welfare of the
company, although they ceaselessly peril life
and limb in its service. Nevertheless, capital
continues to intrust its vast property to their
keeping. While paying handsome dividends
to the shareholders, they cut down the pay of
those who have charge of their property to
the point of despair. Now, when the trains,
tne depots uud workshops are in charge of
men hopeless and suffering, military force or
Eolice force is required to keep them in order,

as the strikers have refused to work or
persuaded others not to work, they have
acted within their lawiul rights. Ihey
did wrong only wnen they sought to prevent
others from working. Yet experience has
shown that desperate men are prone to com-
mit this wrong, and it must be taken, there-
fore, as one ot the elements in his business
circulation, like the allowance for friction in
machinery. Now we believe that it is cheaper
to pay the agent ot a corporation such a liv
ing salary as will identify his interests with
those of the company, and make b;m a de
fender of its property, than to hire a soldier
to keep him in subjection. Ench soldier
costs the United btates, or the s.

about eight hundred dollars a year; and a
hundred thousand soldiers would be needed
if military force was to be depended on to
protect all the lines of railroad. This would
at last only be doing badly, and by brute
force, and at great cost, what might be done
cheaply by a fairer understanding between
labor and capital. The railroad presidents of
the great trunk liens will meet in conlerence
in a day or two. They ought to meet with
out delay. They ore men of great sagacity
and largo experience, and the country looks
to them for a solution of these diiKcullies
that will insure the preservation of order.

WHAT LED TO THE GREAT STRIKE.
The Railroad Gazette condemns in severe

terms the strike of the freight-fireme- n and
brakemen on the Baltimore and Ohio rail-
road, but seems to state fairly the immediate
cause which led to it the principal being the
last reduction of ten per cent, in the wages
of these employes of the road. The Gazette
also gives the daily wages paid in April cr
May last to firemen and brakemen on freight-train- s

on seven important eastern lines, in
cluding the Baltimore and Ohio, on a'l of
which it is understood that a corresponding
reduction has been made since the list was
prepared.

nOW RAILROADS ARE DEFRACDHD,
Baltimore American : Tlieie are several

special causes for the comparative failure of
the railroad business forwbich it is desirable
to cet a speedy remedy. One of the most
important ot these is tha frauds practiced
upon the companies through the present tick-
et system. Dishonest conductors combine
witn "scalpers" and others to purloin and
resell tickets that have been once used. The
conductors, for example, fail to punch the
tickets, or to punch them properly, so that
instead of being canceled, they remain pood
for another ride. Especially do they do this
with through tickets, while they put local
tickets in their pockets without aeliverinsr
them up again to the company. These tick
ets, tnus purloined, are men soiu to tne
"scalpers for a small price, who axe able to
resell them to travelers much below the reg-
ular price of tickets. In this way a large
traffic in done in tickets in which the railroad
companies have no hand at all. 1 hey are
simply the losers by beinr compelled to carry

passenger twice on the same ticket. There
are from six to a dozen or more scalpers' of
fices in every large citv in the Union, at some

which an Immense business is done. The
New Jersey Central railroad, which has re-
cently gone into bankruptcy, has been com-
pelled to take this step, according to its own
admission, on account of the frauds practiced

this and other ways on iU tickets; and we
know what extensive revelations of

fraud wero made nt the recent prelimi
nary trial of several "scalpers" in our own city.
The companies are further injured in this
ticket system by persons purchasing through
tickets in order to avoid paying local rates.
Thus, if a man wishes to go from Baltimore

Wheeling, between which points there i
competion and the rates are local, he buys

ticket from Baltimore to Chicago at through
rates, being a less, rate per mile than from
Baltimore to Wheeling. He rides on it to T
Wheeling, and sells the balance of the ticket

to a "scalper" or another person there, wboci'n
travel to Chicago. The one accordingly go 8
irom Baltimore to V heeling tor less than the
ordinary fare, the through ticket beingchcap- -
er than two tickets one from I'.: ltrmore to
Wheeling, and the other from Wheeling to
Chicago, on account of the competing lines
between these two points. One of the great
est problems tor railroads to solve, and which
tney nave anxiously but almost hont-ns-s y in
view, is tD get a ticket system that, by a variety
oi cnecks, or otherwise, will prevent the con-
ductors from pocketing and reselrug tickets
which have been once used, and prevent the
"scalpers" and the public from dealing in
through tickets for local purposes.
