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Is common with our brethren of the south'
cru press, we have many times the past two
wiN'ks conirratulalej our readers upon the
fact that while the north was a prey to law
lcfsnens more violent and disastrous than has
ever befallen any people in the same time,
the south was free from excitement and her
hoodIo were eniracred inattention to their
buainess, intent on nothing 60 much as mak
ing good crops and increasing the wealth of
our section by permanent and valuable lin
provcmcnls. We have, during the strike,
scanned our exchanges closely every day
to find even one instance of law
lessnesa. and failing, felt more than ever
satisfied that our people had determined to
set an example of law and order which would
mark a contrast between the sections. But
there is never a happiness without some al
loy. In this case it comes to us in the col
umns of the Meadville Banner, which gives
the particulars of tho murder of Simon Jen
kins, negro residing in Amite county,

near the line of Franklin, tho burn'
ing of his house and contents, and the wound
ing of his wife in the hip, by a band of dis
pulsed assassins. The Banner tells us- that
the good citizens are justly indignant at so
gross an outrage. But indignation is not
sufficient. The whole power of the county,
and if that is not sufficient, of the State, should
lie exerted to arrest and punish
the perpetrators of so dastardly a crime. As
the llanner very promptly and properly says,
there could be no sufficient warrant for such
conduct. No matter what the negro had
done, the burning of his house and shooting
of his wife are things that cannot, under any
pretext, be justified. The negro may have
been a bad character; if so, he was amenable
to law. Indiscriminate shooting and the ap
plying of the torch at the dead hour of mid'
ni;ht is not the way to regulate such cases,
He should have been arrested on charges,
ana upon trial and conviction, been pun-
ished as the law directs. Lynch law
tnust come- to an end if ever we are to be a
prosperous people. Emigrants will not settle
in a country where lawlessness is connived at
and goes unpunished. No man who desires
to better his condition cares to become a citi-

zen of a section which permits private ven
geance to take tho place of law, and where
murder and arson ore resorted to, if not with
the consent of the community, with an al-

most certainty of immunity. Wo trust the
people of Amite county will not allow the
assassins of Jenkins to go unpunished. They
certainly will not if they aro as sensitive of
their good name as the Meadville Banmr
would have us believe.

Mil. P. M. AnrnuR, grand chief of the
Brotherhood of Locomotive Engineers, in a
letter to the New York Herald answering a
letter of Colonel Tom Scott's, suggests
that a law be enacted that will compel the
submission of all disputes between employes
and employers to a board of arbitration, whose
decision shall bo binding and final. This is
the only true and proper method of settling
differences and avoiding strikes. It has many
times been resorted to in Europe, and always
with success. Pi early every board of trade,
chamber of commerce or cotton exchange has
an arbilration committee whose edicts, as in
the case of those of New York, become law,
As the members of the St. George's union in"

their memorandum to Secretary Evarts re
mind the public, the advantages of arbitra
tion as a means of settlement for interna-
tional anJ national disputes have been abun-
dantly manifested by, forinstance, tho peace-
ful aud happy arrangement of the Alabama
claims between Great Britain and the United
States, and by tho solving of .numerous in- -
tlustrial problems on both sides of the At
lantic. The government of the United States
would, by the initation of proposals for arbi-
tration between the railroad companies and
the men now on a strike, confer immense
benefits on tha trade and commerce of the
country, on the laboring classes, and on the
people at large, while any suggestions ema-
nating from so high an authority would be
likely to givu equal satisfaction to the con-
tending parties, and would probably bo
gladly accepted by both.

The irrepressible Lee Crandall, who has
probably done more for immigration than
iny other mau in the Union, has embarked
in a gigantic yet comprehensive scheme, in
i he KueGts of which all the States are to
ivirticipate. The Fairmount park commis-fianer- s,

he tells ns in a circular, have given
hiru the use ot machinery hall, in Fairmount
park a building which covers fourteen acres

for the establishment of a national immi-
gration bureau, where will be exhibited, free
of charge, all contributions the different
States and Territories may see proper to
make. These are expected to embrace speci-
mens of minerals, vegetable products, manu-
factures, works of art; the laws, statistics,
and rates of taxation of the different States;
maps, charts, and full descriptions of lands
for sale; together with an abstract of titles
and specimens of all kinds, that will repre-w- nt

the resources of each State and Terri-
tory, so as to enable the manager of the bu-
reau to answer any question emigrants may
ask. Everything contributed will be thor-
oughly exhibited, free of charge, and with-
out partiality or favoritism. The object of
the bureau is to foster and encourage immi-
gration in all the States and Territories that
desire it; hence they should all be repre-
sented. Specimens of their resources should
be on exhibition for the enlightenment of
emigrants who are selecting new homes.
Every route, by sea and by land, to and from
all the States, individually and collectively,
will here be presented to view as fast as re-
ceived, and the rates of fare and other par-
ticulars given, when required. We trust Mr.
J. B. Killebrew, our State commissioner of
agriculture, wi!l see to it that Tennessee'
is represented in so practical an exhibit a
this, and that our mineral wealth, vacant
lands, prices of lands, products and average
yield, railroads and nvers, will be set off in

plain a way as to 1 --a-' to settlements in our
State on a Iarirtr scaJo than any he hps yet
boon able to report a-- h renlt of ;vcn h'u in
valuable services.

TnE Jackson Whig and Sun is urpent
Uie fullest and freest discussion of the qucs
tion of the State debt, and says, what few
will controvert, that " no sane man, imbued

Cuenix's Hotei Del Norte, July 23.

Left Ourav. near the western base ot tee
Rocky mountains, about a week ago. Came
up the Compahgre river twelve miles, over
nnp nf tlin wnnt trails in the mountains, and
thence up Ponkepin creek to its head, and
thence to the top of a great snowy range.
Saw miners cabins and men at work all
along in this wild region. Saw men at work
far above timber-line- , in the region of eternal
snow. Saw one man. evidently prospecting,
on the top of a peak, far above the place
whrre the trail crosses this great range.
Climbed around and above a lake covered
with ice nartlv melted, and had to walk on
snow steep as a house-roo-f and so hard that
it required two hard strokes with the heel to
be sure ot a foothold. I be scenery irom uie
summit was terrible m sublimity, the moun
tains on every hand were white with snow on
the peaks, and black and forbidding trees
and rocks on the sides; and woe to him who
loses his way on the summit of a snowy
range. Seven lawyers set out from Ouray to
Lake Citv. and thev lost their way and wan
dered without food till the night of the sec
ond dav. sleeping all night without fire, far
above timber line, and got back to Ouray
nearly perished, leaving their horses behind
one of which was' found next day, but per
ished in the attempt to get him back.
month before this some men had the hardi
hood to start to cross this same summit
in a snow-stor- and one of them became
snow-blin- d, was two or three days without
food, got back to his starting-poin- t, and
thought he had enough of the range for the
season. This is the wildest mountain region
known to me in Colorado, and right here a
wise Providence seems to have hidden away
the richest deposits ot silver in all this region
ot Colorado. From the summit there is
pood trail down a pleasant valley to Silver-
ton, distant from Ouray twenty-eig- ht miles,
south or southeast. Silverton is nearly three
thousand feet higher than Ouray, being near-
ly nine thousand feet above the level of the
sea. or nearly two miles. The location is
more beautiful than any other town in all
this region, being a level and beautilul town-
site, surrounded on every side with majestic
peaks. There is here a large smelter for
melting the ores and getting them into bul
lion of lead und silver, which is packed out
on asses over the range till it can be put on
wagons for the railroad. Silverton is a place
of much apparent prosperity, being older
than many of the other towns, and mining
operations more confirmed. Another smelter
is being put up at present. There are
only a few weeks in the year that
they do not have frost. They have
splendid native beef, at about ten cents
per pound for round steak, but flour is packed
in over the range, and is worth thirteen to
fifteen dollars per hundred. The trip from
Silverton eastward was over the great conti
nental divide, or watershed or the continent.
The ascent of this range is terrible, atd when
you get to the top of it there is the water
coming out of a snowbank and falling oil
westward to the Colorado river and the l a
cific. and out of the same bank eastward
forming the very head-wate- rs of the Rio
Grande for the Gulf of Mexico. You stand
a moment upon the backbone of the American
continent, and gaze upon the deathlike still
ness of nature, where th stunted bushes are
just beginning to put forth their buds in mid-
summer, and where snowpeaks, barren rocks,
and wild confusion overwhelm the mind with
the awful majesty of creation and creation's
God. Thence downward and eastward, and
along the little stream that in a day or two
widens and deepens to a river, and over Bpurs
of mountains, and around and between
broken ranges, and onward till you come
down to the wagon road at Antelope
park. This is a beautiful level valley.
containing tour thousand acres, partly tenced.
said to be some eight thousand feet above
the sea level, and too cold tor corn and too dry,
unless irrigated, for anything except grass,
but beautiful to behold.
